Will Distribute Free. Seed
An instance of encouraging 

farmers to grow crops other 
than cotton, peculiarly valuable 
at this time, and one that fur­
nishes a useful suggestion tb 
hankers and merchants, who 
have always been interested in 
the financial side of the crops 
of farmers is the action of a 
Dallas bank which is preparing 
to furnish four or five hundred 
farmers of Dallas county with 
enough seed corn, free of cost, 
to nlant not less than one acre. 
The coni is to be of an early 
maturing variety, especially se­
lected from small stalks bear­
ing large ears, and is to receive 
a thorough germination test be­
fore it is supplied to the farm­
ers.

The president of this bank 
says: “We know that the Tex­
as farmer can grow corn if he 
uses good seed and right cultur­
al methods. We intend to put

out the best obtainable seed 
and are arranging for its pur­
chase now. We will ask each 
farmer to bring us in next fall 
not less than 50 ears specially 
selected and tested, which will 
be distributed among the farm­
ers the following year. We ex­
pect this selected corn to ma­
ture early enough to escape the 
effects of drouth. The use of a 
germination test, assuring seed 
of goed vitality, is one of the 
most valuable requirements in 
increasing the yield. Another 
great benefit to the farmer is 
that they must select the best 
seed ears for seed and test 
them when the corn from this 
distribution nas matured.”

Dangerous ( heap Loan Scheme
In view of the needs of farm­

ers at this time, the U. S. de­
partment of agriculture is issu­
ing a warning to farmers 
against a kind of cheap loan 
scheme that is being operated. 
The agitation'for cheaper mon­
ey for farmers and for a form 
of long time loan has set the 
sharks at work to try to use a 
cheap money bait to separate 
the farmer from some of his 
hard earned money.

This scheme as outlined 
sounds very attractive. The 
farmer is approached and the 
company offers to lend him 
m erer at 3 per cent and allow 
him to repay it in easy monthly 
installments. This sounds at­
tractive; ju>t what the farmer 
vented. It furnishes money at 
a very lew rate and allows the 
loan to be paid back gradually.

If the farmer agrees to the 
terms he gets a contract to sign. 
This contract requires the farm­
er to begin paying off his loan 
at the rate of $10 a month at 
once if the debt is $1,000. but

| The kind of scheme the com­
panies suggest could never work 
out to the benefit of all. It 
would prove to be a savings 
bank that paid no interest and 
after a long wait of several 
years gave the depositor back 
his money with probably a sum 
deducted for handling the busi­
ness. Still the average investor 
would do well to get back about 
what he put in after a wait of 
several years, because men who 
are sharks enough to start 
such a scheme are likely to be 
unprincipled enough to get 
away with a lion’s share of 
what goes through their hands.

We want cheap money on lib­
eral terfns, and the men who 
will start a company on a sound 
basis that will get money to 
farmers at three, four or five 
per cent interest and will pro­
vide for them to pay back in 
annual or monthly payment 
through a period of several to

fifteen or twenty years, will be 
great benefactors. Mill, since 
unprincipled men ure using the 
cheap loan scheme as a catch it 
behooves everyone to know 
what he is going into before he 
sign* anything.—Ex.
