Another Effect of the War
I.eadville, Colo., Nov. 9. — : 

Cadmium, an essential ingredi­
ent of very soft metal alloys, 
such as electrical fuses, etc., be­
fore the war was heavily ex­
ported to the United States 
from Germany. There are now 
three American firms making 
cadmium in one or both its 
forms. It was known as long 
ago as 188(5 that cadmium was 
present in the flue and bag- 
house dust of lead smelters 
treating ores from I.eadville. In 
another year there will probably 
be another producer. There is 
thus a plentiful supply of cad­
mium in the United States 
and only a sufficient demand 
for the metal, which is sold at 
45 to (15 cents a pound, is need­
ed for this country to become 
a great producer.
