Under Present Plan Crop Di-
versification is Hampered.

Lewis H. Haney, professor of
economics in the University of
Texas, has been studying farm
credit conditions in Texas, and
his investigations have led him
to the conclusion that the cred-
it syvstem in vogue in this state
hampers diversification of ‘crops
to marked degree. After
pointing out that by hook or
crook the interest paid by ten-
ant farmers in Texas averages
about 20 per cent, and at that
rate and ownership
are all but impossible.
