INSTITUTE ENDS

Successful Joint Meeting of Men-
ard-.McUulloch Co. Teachers
The most successful teachers 

I institute in the history of this 
sectio’ of the state came to a 

! close last Friday afternoon, the 
i session having convened Mon­
day m rning with the teachers 

l from this and Menard county in 
Iattendance.

That the meeting was such a 
| decided success is attributed 
)aln «*t entirely to the untiring 
efforts and executive ability o f 

I County Superintendent E. L. 
White. Mr. White has devoted 
most of his time for the past 
tw or three months to the 
preparation of the program and 

ithe securing of competent lec­
turers. and his labors in this 

(direction brought some of the 
mo't noted educators of the 

[country to Brady to lecture lie- 
fore the institute.

Foremost among these was 
Dr. II. W. Foght, specialist in 
rural education of the federal 
department of education of 
Washington. D. C.. who deliver­
ed two lectures last Wednesday. 
In the course of his remarks 
Dr. Foght said in part: “ Texas 
is at a critical period in its ed­
ucational career. Like many 

'other states, it is preparing to 
get away from the wrong kind 

jo f  educational conditions. I do 
not come to Texas to tell you 
that you should do this or that, 
ibut rather to tell you what oth- 
!er|peop!e in the world are doing. 
-sU h at you may draw some les­
sons. The cities have been sap­
ping the very life of the coun­
try, and it should be stopped; 
but before it can be stopped 
there must come better schools 
for rural children, and better 
country living. The teacher is 
the natural leader o f the com­
munity. but before our teachers 
can successfully lead, they must 
stay in the community and be­
come a part of it in truth. The 
teacher who goes from place to 
nlace can render service only in 
books. The people should keep 
good teachers as long as pos­
sible. There is an educational 
unrest throughout the nation. 
The people want better schools 
and they ure going to get them. 
Better conditions are coming 
for country people, and it is ab­
solutely necessary to the well 
being of the entire nation."

Another lecturer whose ad- 
: -esses were equally as highly 
appreciated a® were tb^ss - r 
Dr. Foght was Dr. H. T. Mussel- 
man of Dallas, editor of the 
Texas School Magazine, and one 
of the most eminent writers on 
educational subjects in the Unit­
ed States. Dr. Musselman has 
traveled extensively in both 
America and Europe and proved 
to to be one of the most enter­
taining and instructive speak­
ers of the entire week. Know­
ing that he had studied Euro­
pean conditions carefully, and 
was thoroughly qualified. Supt. 
White prevailed on Dr. Mussel- 
man to deliver a lecture to the 
general public at the court house 
Monday night on “ The Causes 
Which Brought About the' Euro­
pean War." Every available 
seat in the room was taken,.and 
the speaker was given the clos­
est attention throughout his 
discourse o f more than an hour.

Dr. S. P. Brooks, president c f  
■ Baylor university at Waco, was 
[the principal speaker at Tues­
day’s session of the institute, 
and he also delivered a lecture 
to the general public at the 
court house that night

Other speakers of state and 
national prominence who were 
here during the week were State 
Sunt. W. F. Doughty of Austin. 
Prof. Claude B. Farrington. 
Professor of Education. Sam 
Houston Normal at Huntsville, 
and Miss Mary Watkins of San 
Antonio, lecturer for the Texas 
Congress of Mothers, the' latter 
of whom organized a Parent- 
Teachers association while here. 
President F. M. Bralley of the 

I College o f Industrial Arts at 
Denton, and Principal S. R. Cro­
well of San Saba, both of whom 
were on the program for ad­
dresses, were unable to attend 
on account of illness.

More than one hundred teach­
ers were in attendance during 
the week, and all were enthusi- 

jastic in commenting upon the 
I success of the meeting.

Profit in “ Hot House”  Lambs
A suggestion of much value 

to every farmer interested in 
diversified crops and livestock, 
in place of cotton alone, comes 
from C. C. French of the ad­
visory board of the Texas In­
dustrial Congress, in the fol­
lowing statement:

“ The sheep men of Western 
Texas and New Mexico will al­
ways raise sheep of the wool 
type, and not the mutton type, 
because they must have sheep 
that will herd well; their men 
will not be sheep feeders. So 
they will always have more or 
less old ewes to sell in the 
spring of the year. These ewes 
can easily be separated from the 
herds at shearing time.

“Many of these old ewes ap­
pear on the market at Ft. 
Worth every spring, rarely ever 
fat. and when thin sell at a low- 
price. These ewes, if bred in 
the spring at as early a date as 
they can lie purchased to bucks 
o f the mutton type, will pro­
duce a fine lamb that if pa.-*tur- 
ed on wheat and oats in the 
winter and put on full feed and 
fed until spring, can be made to 
v eigh from 50 to 75 pounds, and 
sometimes more. These lambs 
always sell at a good price, and 
it is now well known that these 
‘spring lambs’ as they are call­
ed, can be produced in Texas 
for less than one-half what it 
costs to produce what is known 
u.s “ hot house lambs" in the 
east. There is a great demand 
for this kind of meat. After 
the lambs are sold, the ewes 
that have been well cared for 
all winter can be full fed and 
marketed two weeks before the 
grass sheep reach the market, 
and will sell at a good price.

“ I regard this method of 
handling a small bunch of sheep 
as very profitable; the deal is 
cleaned up every year and the 
farmer besides having a cash 
crop, knows what he has made.

“Thert> are many farmers in 
Texas who want to reduce their 
cotton acreage and do not want 
to raise hogs. Let them come 
or send to Ft. Worth stockyards 
next spring and secure some of 
these ewes and handle them as 
outlined above. They will find 
that they have opened up a new 
and profitable industry, and 
that there are other things than 
cotton.”
