Kelle was arrested in B
dv Friday afternoon, February
19th by Sheriff J. C. Wall, fol-
lowing the discovery of the hor-
ribly mutilated body of Hugh
Chamberlain wrapped in a wag-
on sheet and secreted in a clump
of underbrush at the roadside in
the Mason mountains shortly
before noon that day. The body
was discovered by Jim Milligan,
a freighter between Brady and
Mason, who immediately notifi-
ed Sheriff Baird of Mason.

The dead man, in company
with Kelley, had passed through
the town of Mason the previous
day traveling in the direction
of Brady, and the authorities
had little difficulty in locating
the murderer. Before reaching
Brady Kelley disposed of a wag-
on and hack in which he and
Chamberlain had been traveling,

I was thrown on the world at
about 15 without a guide, and
have struggled hard to aid my
mother and live myself. She is
a good Christian woman and
lives honestly and upright. I love
her. About all in this world
