Jesus reserved his most scathing rebukes for the use
of fraud and deception under the thin veneer of religious
oaths, There was a common practice of swearing by a
double standard: one was binding, the other was not, In
Matthew 23, Jesus said, ‘““Woe to you, blind guides, who
say, 'If any one swears by the temple, it is nothing; but
if any one swears by the gold of the temple, he is bound
by his oath,’ ' ’Again, he said, ‘‘You say, ‘If any one
swears by the altar, it is nothing; but if any one swears
by the gift that is on the altar, he is bound by the oath,” **
Why would such distinction be made? Jesus showed the
utter inconsistency of these distinctions, Why did they
use them? For purposed of deception, A tader, for
example, might use impressive oaths to convince a pros-
pective buyer that he was getting quite a bargain, which
was really no bargain at all, He could swear it so by the
altar] by te temple! and really mean not one word in
sincerity, He is like the man described in Prov, 20:14:
“It is bad, it is bad,says te buyer, but waen he goes his
way, then he boasts,’”” The same inconsistency is seen
today in the business world, in social usage and even
in religion, The honest Injun would say that we speak
with forked tongue,

Christianity demands basic honesty. It demands un-
compromising allegiance to the principles of muth, justice
and, equity., As Christians, we must let our yes mean
simply yes and our no mean no, Our word must be our
bond, How much is your word worth? Do wes become too
lax in our verbal commitments?

Next week we will follow this basic thought to other
practical applications,

Twenty or twenty-five years
ago the attitude toward scarlet
fever was entirely different
from what it is today. Scarlet

fever is a diseuse caused by
an acute infection involving a
specific strain of streptococcal

organisms, which usually
originates inthe throat.
The most important factor

which makes this particular
type of germ more dangerous
and different, from the usual
type of strep throat, is that this
particular strain of bacteria is

decidedly more toxic, causing
a more severe, acute con-
dition.

Another extremely important
consideration is there can be

a peculiar reaction, in some
individuals, three weeks after
the initiil infection known as
acute glomerulonephritis. This
disease is thought to result
from a specific allergic type
r- ction between the tissue of
ti kidneys and the toxins
produced by the original
Eerm.

Another serious complication,
betwe en the cardiovascular
system and -the bacterial
toxins, 1s rheumatic fever,
with possible further complica-
tions of rheumatic heart dis-
ease. Less commonly seen is
nervous system damage.

Before the era of antibiotics,
that 1s sulfa, pencillin,
mycins and others, the in-
fection of scarlet fever usually
ran its complete course with
eventual recovery directly
proportional to the ability of
the body to resist the infection.
