Both I ohn and Pear Valley Is­
sues Passed Upon Favorably.

County Superintendent E. L. 
White returned last Friday from 
Austin, and announced that the 
records in both the Lohn and 
Pear Valley school district 
bond elections had been ap­
proved by the attorney general’s 
department. An order has been 
placed for lithographing of ths 
bonds, and it is hoped to have 
the issues ready for sale with­
in a few days.

The election in the Pear Val­
ley district was held June 5th, 
and resulted in a vote of 27 to 
3 in favor of the $4,20(1 bond is­
sue for the erection of a new 
and modern school building. 
Plans and specifications for the 
building have not yet been 
adopted, this having been held 
up until approval of the record 
by the attorney general, but a 
meeting of the board will be held 
in a few days for this purpose, 
and the work of actual construc­
tion begun in ample time for 
completion of the building for 
the opening of the fall term.

The election in the Lohn dis­
trict was held the 19th inst. 
and resulted in a vote of 45 to 
13 for a $7,500 issue for a new 
building. The structure will be 
thoroughly modern in all re­
spects, and patterned after the 
most approved types of rural 
school buildings. Actual con­
struction will be begun at the 
earliest possible time, and the 
building completed before time 
for opening of the fall term oi 
school.

The citizens of both these pro­
gressive communities are to be 
congratulated upon their action 
in providing better school facili­
ties for their respective dis­
tricts. Superintendent White’s 
work in preparing the records 
of both elections and securing 
the approval of the attorney 
general is also deserving of 
commendation.

From Mayor Ba/.e,
To the Citizens of Brady and 

Those Interested:

For the past several years the 
condition of our cemetery has 
been the subject of comment 
and quite a number of people ap­
pealed to me to have the city 
take charge of it and look after 
it properly. The cemetery- was 
then the property of the county 
and, act.ng with the cemeteiy 1 
committee, we appeared before 
the commissioners’ court and 
asked for a deed conveying it to 
the city, which request was 
granted and, after this was 
done, the committee began to 
work out a plan of placing it on 
a systematic basis. Up to this 
time there had been quite a 
little time and money spent, 
spasmodically, that was of only 
temporary benefit, as there was 
no way of handling the matter 
In a systematic manner, and to 
depend upon donations was ouv 
of the question, as that kind ot 
a system usually ended in a com 
plete failure. The question, 
then, for the committee was to 
work out a plan by which the 
cemetery would be put on a sys­
tematic basis and care and man­
agement of it be placed so that

The committee has had the 

ground plotted and maps made 

of same showing each section, 
driveways, and each and every 

space as it now appears in the 
cemetery. They have adopted 
books in which to keep records 
of lots or space owned by each 
and every individual, the loca­
tion of each and every grave, 
and a record made of the time 
of the death, date of burial, to­
gether with the age, sex and 
cause of death, nearest relative, 
etc., in order to keep a perpetual 
record of all things necessary in 
order that information may be 
kept at all times, and in fact, 
when properly kept up will be a 
perfect store house of informa­
tion concerning the cemetery 
that can be turned to in years 
to come for the location of the 
grave of any person, or for in­
formation concerning a burial, 
time, age, and nearest relative. 
The committee has a proposition 
to place markers at the corner 
of each and every lot or space, 
to be made of concrete; this* 
marker will, however, be placed 
without any additional charge to 
the purchaser of lots.

The committee has now got 
to the point where they must 
have the active co-operation of 
all the people; these men have 
shown an unselfish interest in 
this matter; some might sav 
that they have had no interest 
in the cemetery as neither of 
them had relatives buried

for the payments of the space 
selected.

I want to assure each and 
every one that this money will 
be placed in a fund for the bet­
terment of the cemetery and 
will be judic ously used and the 
committee as well as myself will 
apfieciate the co-operation of 
each and every one in the man­
agement of this affair. Let all 
of us get together and back up 
this thing and give this com­
mittee all the assistance we can 
in this undertaking. Do not let 
one wait for another, as well you 
know what waiting will lead to 
and all of us know our duty in 
this matter and at the same 
time not only civic pride but our 
devotion to the dead should in­
spire in each of us a desire to 
help in this great work so un­
selfishly looked after and plann­
ed by this committee. If you 
are not now satisfied that the 
work will be properly looked a f­
ter and the funds judiciously 
spent, then I ask that you come 
to me and together we will take 
it up with the comnvttee and 
have them explain to you fully 
their plans and outline of worX. 
After carefully understanding 
th's if you are not fully satis­
fied to give your assistance, then 
I will ask you to do nothing fur- 
ther if you do not say that this 
committee is doing more and 
showing that their work ana 
plans are those of unselfish de­
sire to do ones duty, far more 
possibly than you or I would 
have done, then I will ask you 
to do no more for the work and 
will not ask your co-oneration 
further. Do the people want 
the cemetery placed where it 
was ? I you do, then neglect this 
by dilly-dallying along and right 
there :s where it will end. 1 
can’t conceive of anything that 
would be so bad as not to take 
hold of this opportunity of hav­
ing the cemetery placed on a 
permanent basis. Do you know 
what waiting for others to do 
will amount to? It will always 
end in failures. Do you wait in 
business matters for others to 
act first, or do you do things; 
yourself?

The people will be informed; 
as to all the monies received and 
disbursed just as other funds, 
and a complete record will be j 
kept of all these things at all 
times. Will you be among those 
who want to show their appreci­
ation and co-operation in this 
work? The question is right 
now up to the people. Get yourj 
deed from the city secretary- or 
call on the cemetery committee 
for it. Let us be up and do­
ing.
