Small Crowd Kinds Elmore In*
Ktructive and Entertaining.
R. B. Elmore, industrial com­

missioner of the Te*a« Immi­
gration Information bureau, ad­
dressed a small assemblage at 
the court house auditorium 
Tuesday night, his lecture prov­
ing both interesting and instruc­
tive.

During the day Mr. Elmore 
had addressed the pupils at the 
school, and his address at nigut 
dealt with matters of interest 
and benefit to the school, as well 
as with industrial and civic 
problems.

Mr. Elmore's message was re­
ceived with closest attention by 
his hearers, and his clever sal­
lies and emphatic statements 
brought round after round o f  
applause. Among other subjects 
he spoke of mail order house 
methods. In order to be fully 
conversant upon this subject, 
Mr. Elmore visited the big mail 
order houses in the North, 
where he was invited to inspect 
their business and business 
methods in the minutest detail. 
He was given an outline of wuut 
the muil order houses had «*>ne 
in the past years, and what they 
expected to do next year and in 
the years to come. He was in­
vited to return to Texas <.iki 
give the merchants here the re­
gards of the mail order houses, 
and to tell them they were wel­
come to the credit trade, but 
that the cash trade belonged to 
the mail order houses. He show­
ed how these concerns were 
tightening their grip upon the 
rural communities and al'O 
showed how the merchant could 
successfully combat this indus­
trial warfare.

Another subject of inteiest 
was that o f rural home-building. 
He showed how it might become

possible to change the ratio of 
‘60 per cent of tenant farmers in 
Texas to 90 per cent home own­
ers.

Of such great importance 
was Mr. Elmore’s address deem­
ed that he was invited to re­
turn to Brady during the teach­
ers institute and to address tna:
