Lifeless Body of W ell-Known Brady Citizen Found Hanging 

in Loft of Barn Tins  M o rn in g -Fu n e ra l Will Be 
Held Tom orrow Morning at 9 :3 0

The lifeless body o f M. B. 
Boudinot was discovered sus­
pended from a rafter in the 
barn in the rear o f the residence 
of Mrs. H. B. Yeager on South 
Blackburn street about 10:00 
o’clock this morning. G. W. 
Henderson, who has the bam 
rented, discovered the body 
when he went to the barn to 

' see after his stock. Sheriff Wall 
was immediately notified and 

\ hurried to the scene. Upon his 
arrival life was found to be ex­

tinct, although the body was 
still warm. The body was im­
mediately taken down by Sheriff 
Wall and turned over to Under­
taker Roy Wilkerson to prepare 
for burial.

Mr. Boudinot was born near 
Mt. Vernon, Ohio, in 1854 and 
when he was still small, moved 
with his parents to Richmond. 
Ky.. where he was reared. A fter 
reaching manhood he traveled 
about over the United States 
considerably, coming to Texas 
twenty or twenty-five years ago.
