"We can do it easily if the 
people of the community want 
to," is the way one of those 
in attendance at the Friday night 
planning session explained the 
project. 

That's simple enough, we'd 
say. 

Councilmen 
Take Oath 

Of Office 
Another step was taken toward building a clinic in Bovine 

Friday night. 
At a meeting of some 35 citizens who are interested in 

the project it was agreed to adopt the Sears-Roebuck Foun-
dation plan for raising the necessary funds and construct-
ing the building, 

An executive committee, composed of seven members 
was elected at the Friday night meeting which was in the 
Community Room of First State Bank. 

Named to the executive committee were Bedford Caldwell, 
Bob Estes, Earl Stevenson, Billy Marshall, Mrs. Jess 
Walling, Leon Grissom and Grady Sorley. 

The committee will serve until the money has been raised. 
Then, a permanent executive committee will be elected by 
the people who "buy stock" in the clinic. 

Additional information and materials needed to proceed 
with the fund-raising have been requested from the Sears 
Foundation in Chicago. The materials are expected to arrive 
here this week. A meeting of the executive committee then 
is expected to launch the fund-raising drive. 

According to Sears plan, approximately $50,000 is needed 
to build and equip the clinic. 

The plan was explained to citizens of the community 
several weeks ago by Norman Davis of Chicago, director of 
die medical program of the Foundation. 

Certificates of indebtedness are scheduled to be sold in 
multiples of $25 to area residents. The holders will be re-
paid from rent from the clinic building and/or upon sale of 
the clinic to a doctor, who will have a five-year option to 
buy it. 

The Sears Foundation will aid the community in getting a 
doctor when the clinic is assured. 

The clinic will be designed for two doctors. 
Details of the fund-raising drive are expected to be an-

nounced following the meeting of the executive committee. 
Presiding at the meeting were Mrs. Earl Stevenson 

and Mrs. Walling. They are members of Bovina Woman's 
Study Club which has gained the plan for a clinic here to 
this point. 

Explained during the session was the fact that a doctor 
here will "probably have access to facilities at all area 
hospitals." 

The motion to use theSears Foundation plan passed unani-
mously. The motion was made by H. J. Charles and seconded 
by Mrs. J. W. Harris. 

The group agreed to construct the clinic and then get a 
doctor, "Even if it takes a period of time after the clinic is 
built to get the doctor."

is recommended: Spray the 
peach tree or trees with either 
Carbaryl (Sevin), malathion, 
methoxychlor or diazinon when 
75 per cent of the blossom petals 
have fallen. Make the second or 
shuck split application 10 days 
after the first application with 
one of insecticides listed for 
first spray. Then 10 to 14 days 
after the second application 
make the third spraying with one 
of the recommended insecti-
cides and 14 to 21 days later 
make a repeat application of 
the number three spraying. 

The home gardener can do a 
satisfactory spraying job with 
a small power sprayer or a hand 
sprayer if close attention is 
given to the thorough coverage 
of the tree. It's important to 
use enough spray to wet all 
fruit, leaf and bark surfaces. 

Should infestations of fruit-
damaging insects occur follow-
ing the completion of recom-
mended spray schedule, Car-
baryl can be used effectively up 
to within one day of harvest. 

Insecticides are essential 
tools in the home garden; how-
ever, they should be used in ac- 

ties to fall below 34 per cent 
diversion were Swisher and 
Deaf Smith. Swisher County 
farmers signed up to divert 
33.9 per cent of allotments, 
but Deaf Smith County signed to 
divert only 30.3 per cent. 

The low level of diversion in 
Deaf Smith County is probably 
accounted for by the large num-
ber of allotments below ten 
acres in that county.

Discussing income to the area 
from the 1967 crop, Johnson 
said this too should be con-
siderably above that of 1966. 
He pointed out that while the 
loan price in 1967 is 75 points 
below 1966, basis middling inch 
cotton, and discounts on some of 
our lower quality cotton will be 
greater, the increased payment 
rates will slightly more than 
offset these decreases, even as-
suming a similar quality crop. 

"And there is every indica-
tion that the quality of our 1967 
crop will be considerably above 
that of 1966. This, coupled with 
more bales to sell and the 
possibility that some of our cot-
ton will sell above the govern-
ment loan price, should bring 
about a significant improve-
ment in cotton producer 
income," Johnson concluded. 

Producers in 23 High Plains 
counties represented by Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc., have 
signed up to plant 1,430,384 
acres of cotton in 1967. 

This is 64.6 per cent of the 
2,198,908 acres available for 
planting in the area, and is 
21,023 acres less than was 
planted in 1966. 

1 Area figures were compiled 
by PCG from figures released 
by the State Agricultural Sta-
bilization and Conservation 
Service Office at College Sta-
tion. The sign-up period for the 
1967 cotton program extended 
through March 17. 

Of the total acreage avail-
able for planting in the area, 
producers indicated they would 
divert 750,846 acres to conser-
vation uses. This is 34.4 per 
cent of the total acreage en-
rolled in the program, and com-
pares with a 32.7 per cent rate 
of diversion in 1966. 

,1 Accounting for most of the 
17,678 acres not enrolled in the 
1967 program are allotments 
signed up in the Cropland Re-
serve or Cropland Adjustment 
Program, but there are also 
some small acreages which 
producers simply didn't bother 
to enroll and probably won't 
bother to plant. 

Original cotton allotments on 

the Plains in 1967 totaled 2,-
165,872 acres. The additional 
33,036 acres in the total "avail-
able for planting" came to the 
Plains through purchases or 
leases of allotments or from 
acreage transfers between 
farms of the same ownership. 
Such transactions were per-
mitted under the Agriculture 
Act of 1965 for the first time 
in 1966, when the Plains had 
a 46,770 acre net gain from 
acreage transfers. 

The 1967 cotton program, as 
in 1966, gave producers a choice 
of diverting between 12.5 per 
cent and 35 per cent of ef-
fective allotments. The gov-
ernment payment for this di-
version in 1967 will be 10.78 
cents per pound times the 
farm's projected yield. 

In addition, cooperating pro-
ducers will receive a price sup-
port payment on production 
from domestic allotments (65 
per cent of effective allotments) 
of 11.53 cents per pound times 
projected yield. Diversion and 
price support payments, re-
spectively, were 10.5 cents and 
9.42 cents per pound in 1966. 

With this economic incentive 
almost every county on the 
Plains this year will come close 
to diverting the maximum 35 per 
cent.

SPRING IRRIGATION TIME 
FOR WHEAT APPROACHING 

The time for spring irriga-
tion of wheat is drawing near. 

Spring irrigation should coin-
cide with the rate of water use 
of the crop. Water is critical for 
wheat in the boot and heading 
stages, according to Bill Lyle, 
irrigation specialist from Lub-
bock. 

If one spring irrigation is ap-
plied, it should be delayed until 
the boot or early heading stage 
so that moisture will be avail-
able during the peakuse period. 

If there are two applications, 
the first should be made at the 
jointing to early boot stage, 
and the second at the heading 
stage. 

For those wheat producers 
planning three spring irriga-
tions, the first may be made at 
jointing, the second at the late 
boot to early heading stage, 
and the third at the milk to soft 
dough stage. 

Maximum yields from wheat 
will require a total of 27 to 30 
inches of moisture during the 
entire growing season, accord-
ing to Lyle. 

The number of irrigations 
applied should be based on ec-
onomic as well as agronomic 
considerations. Economic fac-
tors to consider include the 
price of wheat, cost of irriga-
tion and alternative uses of the 
irrigation water.
