WOMAN SUFFRAGE 
IN PR IM A R IE S  

EFFECTIVE 1918
Austin, Texas, March 26.—Woman ; 

suffrage in primary elections was as- | 
sured when the House concur­
red in the Senate amendments to the 
House bill giving women the right to 
participate in party primaries in this 
State. The enrollment of the bill was j 
completed last Friday and the Gov- I 
ernor signed the bill today.

A viva voce vote effected concur-1 
rence, which was greeted with ap­
plause. The committee of women 
who have been here since the session 
opened campaigning for “votes fo r , 
women” beamed smiles from the gal­
leries as the favorable action occur­
red, and as they left the gallery a 
salvo of cheers arose from the mem 
bers on the floor.

Bill Passed by Senate.
Immediately after convening, the' 

Senate this morning passed on final 
roll call the House bill granting to | 
women the right of suffrage in pri-1 
mary elections.

As the bill passed the Senate, it 
contained two important amendments I 
one being the requirement that after I 
this year women must pay poll taxes, i 
as is required of men; the other that | 
this year all women who seek to vote 
must register at least fifteen days be- J 
fore the primary election.

Text of Hill.
The following is the text of the bill 

as it applies to women voters in cit­
ies of less than 10,000 population:

Sec. 1. From and after the pas­
sage of this act any woman who pos­
sesses the other qualifications of an I 
elector under the Constitution and I 
laws of this State, shall have the 
right to vote at any and all primary 
elections or nominating conventions 
held under the laws of this State, and ( 
the fact of her sex shall in no wise 
disqualify such person, provided the 
payment of a poll tax shall in no case 
be required of such person as a qual­
ification to vote in such primary elec­
tions or to participate in such nom-1 
inating conventions during the year 
1918.

Sec. 2. Be it further provided that 
in all cities of 10,000 inhabitants and ' 
over, the County Tax Collector shall | 
provide a record for the registration i 
of women voters, setting forth the 
name, age, race and present resi-1 
denee, giving the street number, and , 
each woman who expects to vote in 
the primary election shall each year 
personally appear and personally fill 
out the blank form of registration re­
ceipt hereinafter set out, said regis­
tration receipt on oath, not less than 
fifteen days before the date of th e ! 
primary election at which she ex­
pects to vote. Such registration re­
ceipt shall be detached from said 
book, leaving thereunder a duplicate 
carbon, or other copy thereof, which 
shall contain the same information, 
and the original shall be delivered, 
bearing its proper number to the wo­
men registrant in person to identify 
her in voting. Registration receipts 
for each precinct shall be numbered 
consecutively, beginning at one. They 
shall be in the following form:

Sec. 5. The provisions of this act 

■hall apply to and govern the voting 
of women in the primary elections 
held during the year 1918, and from 
and after the 1st of January, 1919, 
each woman voter in this State, vot­
ing and offering to vote in any pri­
mary election or convention shall be 
required to pay the poll tax who de­
sires to vote and shall be governed 
and controlled by all of the laws of 
the State of Texas, requiring and 
permitting the voting upon the pay­
ment of poll taxes in this State.

From Corozal, Panama Canal Zone.

The Standard is permitted to re­
print portions of an interesting let­
ter written by C. L. Bridge, who is 
stationed at Corozal, Canal Zone, 
where he is in the signal service of 
the U. S., to home folks at Calf 
Creek. The letter reads in part as 
follows:

"I am expecting to go out on a hike 
in a few days, and expects to be 
rather busy getting things ready to 
go out. During the dry season we 
keep prettty busy maneuvering, first 
with the infantry, then artillery, and 
now with the cavalry. You see we 
are their only means of communica­
tion, from their field headquarters to 
headquarters in here. We have a big 
wagon wireless set in here, then the 
pack sets go out and work back in 
here, and mother, do not be uneasy 
about me, I may be quite a while an­
swering. but I will answer just as 
soon as I can. Will try to write you 
while on this trip. Do not think I 
will be in any danger, this is just 
like a picnic with us. You can 
tell The Standard I will write them a 
letter as soon as the maneuvers are 
over here and I can give them some 
interesting news of the people and 
their ways in the tropics.

“I had not heard of Huey joining 
the army. Bill wrote me he was just 
crazy to join and I guess he will the 
first time he passes the examination.

“We leave, that is four men, to go i 
out on a torpedo boat.

I feel 
I am on the road to making good or 
I would not have been selected.

Culloch county may know it is not 
all good sailing on the Isthmus of 
Panama. I am sure it will be a hard 
thing for some people to believe that 
life can be just as miserable here as 
in France. France has but very lit­
tle terrors for me now, since I have 
made some trips into the jurgles.

For 
several years the government has 
urged Texas farmers to abandon this 
short staple variety of cotton. Over 
in East Texas buyers for outside con­
cerns have been advised to post no­
tices to the effect that Half-and-Half 
cotton will not be bought this year. 
It seems Louisiana cotton houses 
are taking the initiative in this.

Austin, Texas, March 26.—Woman 
suffrage in primary elections was as­
sured when the House concur­
red in the Senate amendments to the 
House bill giving women the right to 
participate in party primaries in this 
State. The enrollment of the bill was 
completed last Friday and the Gov­
ernor signed the bill today.

A viva voce vote effected concur­
rence, which was greeted with ap­
plause. The committee of women 
who have been here since the session 
opened campaigning for “votes for 1 
women” beamed smiles from the gal­
leries as the favorable action occur­
red, and as they left the gallery a 
salvo of cheers arose from the mem­
bers on the floor.

Bill Passed by Senate.
Immediately after convening, the ! 

Senate this morning passed on final 
roll call the House bill granting to 
women the right of suffrage in pri-1 
mary elections.

As the bill passed the Senate, it ! 
contained two important amendments 
one being the requirement that after 
this year women must pay poll taxes, 
as is required of men; the other that | 
this year all Women who seek to vote 
must register a t least fifteen days be­
fore the primary election.

Text of Hill.
The following is the text of the bill 

as it applies to women voters in cit­
ies of less than 10,000 population:

Sec. 1. From and after the pas­
sage of this act any woman who pos- 

| sesses the other qualifications of an I 
j elector under the Constitution and I 
| laws of this State, shall have the 
right to vote at any and all primary 
elections or nominating conventions 
held under the laws of this State, and j 
the fact of her sex shall in no wise 
disqualify such person, provided the 
payment of a poll tax shall in no case 
be required of such person as a quai- I 
ideation to vote in such primary elec­
tions or to participate in such nom­
inating conventions during the year 
1918.

Sec. 2. Be it further provided that 
in all cities of 10,000 inhabitants and 
over, the County Tax Collector shall 
provide a record for the registration 
of women voters, setting forth tha 
name, age, race and present resi­
dence, giving the street number, and 
each woman who expects to vote in 
the primary election shall each year 
personally appear and personally fill 
out the blank form of registration re­
ceipt hereinafter set out, said regis­
tration receipt on oath, not less than 
fifteen days before the date of the { 
primary election at which she ex­
pects to vote. Such registration re­
ceipt shall be detached from said 
book, leaving thereunder a duplicate 
carbon, or other copy thereof, which 
shall contain the same information, 
and the original shall be delivered, 
bearing its proper number to the wo­
men registrant in person to identify 
her in voting. Registration receipts 
for each precinct shall be numbered 
consecutively, beginning at one. They 
shall be in the following form:

sires to vote and shall be governed 
and controlled by all of the laws of 
the State of Texas, requiring and 
permitting the voting upon the pay­
ment of poll taxes in this State.

From Corozal, Panama Canal Zone.

The Standard is permitted to re­
print portions of an interesting let­
ter written by C. L. Bridge, who is 
stationed at Corozal, Canal Zone, 
where he is in the signal service of 
the U S., to home folks at Calf 
Creek. The letter reads in part as 
follows:

“I am expecting to go out on a hike 
in a few days, and expects to be 
rather busy getting things ready to 
go ou t During the dry season we 
keep prettty busy maneuvering, first 
with the infantry, then artillery, and 
now with the cavalry. You see we 
are their only means of communica­
tion, from their field headquarters to 
headquarters in here. We have a big 
wagon wireless set in here, then the 
pack sets go out and work back in 
here, and mother, do not be uneasy 
about me, I may be quite a while an­
swering, but I will answer just as 
soon as I can. Will try to write you 
while on this trip. Do not think I 
will be in any danger, this is ju ;t 
like a picnic with us. You can 
tell The Standard I will write them a 
letter as soon as the maneuvers are 
over here and I can give them some 
interesting news of the people and 
their ways in the tropics.

“I had not heard of Huey joining 
the army. Bill wrote me he was just 
crazy to join and I guess he will the 
first time he passes the examination.

“We leave, that is four men, to go 
out on a torpedo boat. We are going 
to cruise up the coast to find differ­
ent points. The government is going 
to put in some big wireless stations, 
and we are to find out from which 
point the best results can be obtained 
with a small set. We are to pick 
also the best localities for stations 
and such work as this. I have been 
told this was to be the nature of the 
work. Do not know just how long 
I will be gone. I am sure I will en­
joy the trip, as I am thinking myself 
lucky as I was the first man out of 
the compnay picked to make the trip. 
I feel it a compliment. It pays to be 
wide-awake after all, and my com­
pany commander has told me that 
the future of myself and the com­
pany rests entirely upon this trip, so 
it is up to me to make good. I feel 
I am on the road to making good or 
I would not have been selected.

“I may write The Standard a let­
ter of the trip, so the people of Mc­

Culloch county may know it is not 
all good sailing on the Isthmus of 
Panama. I am sure it will be a hard 
thing for some people to believe that 
life can be just as miserable here as 
in France. France has but very lit­
tle terrors for me now, since I have 
made some trips into the jurgles.

“Will write a short sketch or sor.ie 
trips I’ve made and let the people de­
cide which they had rather bu^k. the 
Germans or the reptiles and jungios 
of the tropics.”

Appreciates Letters from Back Home.
Camp Beauregard, La., 1918 

Editor Brady Standard:
I really don’t  know just what I 

want to say, but I have been receiv­
ing The Standard for some time 
through the thoughtfulness of my 
brother, S. E. Morgeson, who is still 
living in old McCulloch county. I am 
glad to see in the papers so many 
names of boys that I knew well there, 
who are now in training camps and 
“over there” doing their “bit.”

I have been in the service since 
April 23rd, 1917, and we are just 
alMut ready to go over. I lived in 
McCulloch county for 15 years, and I 
know almost all of the old settlers 
there.

I see in last week’s paper some one 
had suggested that the names and 
addresses of all McCulloch county 
boys will be published in The Stand­
ard. I assure you that we boys will 
appreciate all the good, breezy let­
ters that we get. Letters are one of 
the most looked-for things in an ar­
my camp.

SLOW BUT SURE 
PROGRESS IN OIL 
DEVELOPS HERE

Slow but sure progress marks the 
oil developments in this county for 
the past week. The Southwestern Pe­
troleum Oil Co., drilling on the J. F. 
Crews ranch near Rochelle, is mak­
ing the best showing so far, and by 
Sunday had reached a depth of 550 
feet.

This was delayed, 
however, and will probably not be 
done until the end of the week. On 
the Cawyer ranch good indications of 
gas were found in the shallow well, 
which prove very incouraging.

A. W. Cooper of T-jltta, Okia., .ep- 
re-entlng the Submarine Oil & Gas 
Co., of Kansas City and who recent­
ly closed a drilling contract at Lohn, 
was here this week and added some­
thing like 1,000 acres to his holdings 
in the Lohn community. The block 
just leaded by Mr. Cooper included 
land belonging to J. K. Shelton, P. 
D Jordan and W. F. Roberts, Jr. 
The>e new holdings adjoin Mr. Coop­
er’s other holdings, and give him a 
block of 5,000 acres.

Other oil men, notable in real de­
velopment are in the county and while 
their movements are kept secret, yet 
important developments are known to 
be under way and only await con­
summation before being announced.

A Steelhammer returned Saturday 
night from a stay of six months in 
Arizona and Deming, N. M., and gives 
a very interesting account of hia stay 
there.

Mr. Steelhammer says he liked the 
country very well in some respects 
but that nothing can compare with 
McCulloch county, and he has come 
back here to re-open his blacksmith 
and machine shop and expects to re­
main here forever and a day.

“Packages addressed to any sol­
diers in France, must be accompanied 
by the soldier’s written request, and 
having the written approval of the 
soldier's commanding officer, for the 
articles being sent”
