GERMAN SUPPLY PLENTIFUL.

All Nation« Permit U«e of Sweetening 
for Home Pre«erving Purpose«. ^

America’* new sugar ration of two 
pounds a month per person is equita­
ble when compured with the sugar ra­
tion enforced hy rigid governmental 
order In England, France and Italy, na­
tions with which wc are sharing sugar.

Each Allied nation—in the matter of 
sugar consumption—Is sliarlugon near­
est possible equal terms the hardshipt 
Imposed by greatly altered conditions 
In the world sugar situation.

Formerly classed as a luxury, sugar 
Is now a war time essenUaL The fair 
and Just division of this essential Is 
In the hands of the various Allied 
food controllers.

The United States Food Administra­
tion has asked this nation to observe 
a voluntary sugar ration o f two 
pounds per nerson a month.

In the other countries at war with 
Germany sugar Is one o f th« scarce 
articles on every menu— whether In 
the households of both rich and poor, 
or In the hotels.

England today has a sugar ration 
of two pounds per month per person. 
In France the ration la a pound and a 
half and In Italy It Is one pound a 
month. And the prices In allied coun­
tries are from two to three times as 
high as in America.

I f yon go to a hotel In England or 
France these days and order tea or 
coffee they serve absolutely no sugar 
with I t  I f  you want sugar you must 
bring it with you. ,

In England It Is allowable to use 
one-seventh of an ounce of sugar tn 
the preparation of each luncheon. In 
France many persons carry little sac­
charine tablets about with them for 
use In hotels and In England rich and 
poor must take their sugar with them 
If they wish to have sweetened tea 
while visiting friends.

Before the war started France had 
{325,000 acres devoted to sugar produc­
tion. By 1017 the French sugar acre­
age had decreased to 180,000 acres 
Today the French man or woman with a 
sugar card has no assurance whatever 
that be or she will be able to actuully 
buy suga* To buy It, one must first 
find It.

Italy Haa “ State 8ugar.”
Especially drastic regulations govern 

the use of sugar In Italy. Its manu­
facture, distribution and sale are close­
ly controlled, and In part actuully 
tuken over by the state.

Germany, before the war, produced 
a great surplus of sugifr and exported 
large quantities. Today the Germans 
have virtually gone out o f the export 
business, hut have plenty of cheap 
sugar for home uao.

Wholesale prices prevalent In the 
Allied nations, according to Informa­
tion received by the United States 
Food Administration ars as follows:

THE DROUTH RELIEF.

The drouth relief for West Texas 
seems to be lagging considerably. 
The Dallas News’ suggestion that
1.000 firms and individuals in Texas 
each give *1,000, thereby creating a 
fund of *1,000,0000 for relief appears 
a good solution— but so far less than
940.000 has been raised by this meth­
od. Governor Hobby has taken charge

matters by appealing to the Govern­
ment for federal aid, which most of 
the state papers declare will be hard 
to get and a long time forthcoming.

The government, it is true, has been 
doing good work in directing drouth 
sufferers to places where employ­
ment is to be had, but in so doing, 
it  has also drawn the people away
from West Texas, and has almost
stripped the country o f its population. 
As some of those who are thinking a- 
bout leaving express it, “ I f  I leave, 
I  am never coming back." The gov­
ernment realizes the bad consequences 
o f this, and so has instructed its 
agents and representatives to avoid 
this as much as possible in the fu­
ture. From now on, all wagons pass­
ing through counties will be stopped 
and investigated, so that the occu­
pants may be certain to be on the 
right road to work. Also the heads, 
o f the families will be urged to leave 
their families at home to take care 
o f their home place. The shipping of 
live stock out of the country by peo­
ple who expect to be only temporari­
ly  absent, is also frowned upon by 
the government.

What West Texas needs is to keep 
her population. The relief she should 
be given is to provide work in West 
Texas for the people of the drouth- 
stneken area. Roads should be built, 
public works should be undertaken 
and every encouragement should be 
given to keep the people in West Tex­
as, until nature again provides the 
regular employment for the people. 
Some conties are already doing ex­
tensive road work, and are giving 
employment, to large numbers of their 
citizens. McCulloch county has a 
large sum of money tied up awaiting 
promised and expected federal aid in 
order to construct the Puget Sound 
to  the Gulf highway through the 
county— but the federal aid has fa il­
ed to materialize, and the county’s 
funds cannot be touched since they 
have been pledged for the specific 
purpose of improving this particular 
highway.

Now, if  ever, is the time when em­
ployment is needed in West Texas— 
by West Texans. The people o f all 
Texas can help in the matter of 
providing employment, and by the 
time the rains come, arrangements 
can be made to supply funds fo r the 
purchase o f seed and other necessar­
ies. through the federal banks and 
other agencies. But unless something 
is done to keep the people in West 
Texas there will be scarce any left 
to need aid when seasonable times 

M gs in appear.

H ELP THE DROUTH SUFFERERS THE SUBSCRIPTION ADVANCE.

Governor Hobby has issued a call 
to all the people of Tex%s to rally to 
the relief of the thousands of drouth 
suffers in West Texas.

This appeal is one that cannot go 
unanswered if many of our unfortun­
ate fellow citizens of the western sec­
tion o f the State are to escape star­
vation.

The situation is pretty well known. 
The third successive year o f dfouth 
finds the farmers without products to 
sustain them or their farm animals 
and without credit to carry the bur­
den further.

As to the amount needed, an indi­
cation is supplied by the action o f the 
State Council o f Defense asking Con­
gress for an appropriation of *50.-
000,000.

That appeal to Congress, however, 
must not mislead the people of Tex­
as. I t  is highly improbable that Con­
gress will appropriate *50,000,000 or 
even *1,000,000 for ffie purpose. 
Therefore, such relief as these peo­
ple obtain will h. ve to come from the 
people o f Texa». .

And it will require every cent that 
every humane and generous person 
in the State can spare to supply the 
needs o f the sufferers.

The Post assumes that the Govern­
or’s request for local organizations 
to raise funds will be adopted, but 
there is nothing to restrain people 
from remitting contributions direct 
to Governor Hobby and doing so im­
mediately.

Already a dozen citizens and corpo­
rations o f Dallas have contributed 
*1,000 and smaller contributions are 
pouring in, so dispatches from Austin 
tell us.

Houston has never been backward 
in responding to such appeals for suc­
cor when convinced that help was 
needed.

Governor Hobby vouches for the ur­
gency o f the need, and he has volun­
teered to assume the direction o f re­
lie f measures.

It  only remains for every citizen 
to help, and no contribution will be 
so large that it will cover all the needs 
o f the sufferers, nor will any contri­
bution be too small to be o f service.— 
Houston Post.

Without question many readers of 
The Standard have thought our an­
nouncement o f an increase in the 
lar time was ill-chosen, and in a sense 
it was. The time for announcing an 
advance in subscription price was a 
year ago when the price of paper, 
type, ink and every manner of ma­
terial going into the makeup o f a 
newspaper, not to mention wages, 
soared to such unheard-of heights. 
On account of the unfavorable times, 
however, we maintained the old sub- 
acriptiun rate, hoping that another 
year would make the occasion more 
opportune for an increase— and mean­
time bore the resultant loss ourselv­
es.

Our 
foreign advertising has been cut down 
to practically nil, not on account of 
the drouth, but because the govern­
ment has taken over the output of 

1 practically all the large manufactur­
ing establishments. There will be no 
more tire advertising, automobile ad­
vertising or advertising of nationally 

1 famous articles until after the war. 
1 Hence our advertising will not sus- 
I tain the burden of increased operat­
ing expenses with an added loss on 
subscriptions.

In future each tub must st.md on 
its own bottom. The subscriptions 
to The Standard must bear their pro- 

; portion o f the increased expenses.
We might add that McCulloch is 

the only county in this section of Tex­
as whose papers have so far main­
tained the dollar rate. The neighbor­
ing papers that have raised their 
price to $1.50 include The Mason 
News, Menard Messenger, Coleman 
Democrat-Voice, Brownwood News, 
San Saba News, Granbury News, 
Stephenville Empire, and practically 
every standard, home-print paper in 
this part o f Texas.

The 
Government prints too much, distrib­
utes heedlessly and extravagantly 
what it prints, and exhibits in all its 
publication activities far less co-or­
dination and control than are urgent­
ly needed."

Thus the New York Evening Post 
comments on the recent debate in the 
House on the abuse of the privilege of 
extending remarks in the Congres­
sional Record. Certainly the Govern­
ment is the most flagrant waster of 
paper in the country and this applies 
equally to the legislative and execu­
tive departments. Congress is begin­
ning to do something toward econo­
mizing on the Congressional Record, 
by curtailing matter to be printed in 
it. Whether it will go further and 
limit the number of copies a member 
may use for campaign purposes, re­
mains to be seen. But it has made a 
rtart.

This being true the various depart­
ments and bureaus in Washington 
which send out daily a flood o f prac­
tically useless printed matter to the 
newspapers should be looked into. The 
Government's publicity could be so 
systematized that it would be twice ar.

BOYD R A IN B O LT GASSED 
ALSO ON JU LY 19TH— LETTER 
W RITTEN  W H ILE  IN HOSPITAL

BRADY M VN W RITES OF EX­
C ITING  EXPERIENCES EN- 

ROUTE TO LEE H ALL. VA.

The following letter has been re­
ceived from Jim Mayes, formerly of 
the Brady hotel, who was among the 
number who went to Lee Hall, Va., 
to work at the government artillery 
cantonment at that place. Mayes 
gives c rather interesting account o f 
the trip -nd the incidents enroute. 
His letter reads as follows:
The Brady Standard, Brady, Texas:

This letter will indicate that I 
haven't forgotten dear old Brady.

I left Brady Friday night. August 
17th. Arrived at Fort Worth next 
morning and left there August 19th, 
at 11:45 over the M. K. A T., and ar­
rived in St. Louis with 1600 men in 
17 coaches— all Texas boys, picked 
up at Brown wood. Fort Worth, Den­
ton, Denison and Wichita Falls, Tex­
as

In St. Louis they scattered all over 
one mile or more. We left there over 
the Southern railroad through Illi­
nois, Indiana, Kentucky, West V ir­
ginia.

A t St. Louis we went through a 
very large and long tunnel. In Ken­
tucky and West Virginia we went 
through 18 tunnels, the longest being 
2 miles. We stw many great sights. 
Oh, such large rivers.

The boys acted very bad at St. 
Louis— they filled up on bail whiskey 
and we left 128 o f them there. A t 
Louisville, Ky., we left 60 more; at 
Lexington, Ky., we left 40 more; at 
Charlotte, Va., a boy from Amarillo 
killed two negroes that we got at 
Fort Worth.

Now. listen please, don’t let a Mr. 
Bailey fool any more o f the good, old 
Texas boys away from their homes. 
They are doing nothing hardly what 
they promised. They pay >3.85 per 
day, 10 hours' work; no overtime at 
all, and 100,000 men here from all 
parts of the globe. I am now working 
for >3.85 per day, and paying $7.00 
per week board. Carpenters are get­
ting 80c per hour for work, but they 
must measure up or they get >3.85.

North Newport News, Camp Hill, 
Va. 75,000 negroes camped here.

EDITOR'S NOTE— Mr. Mayes is 
mistaken in saying that Dr. Bailey 
msirepre.-ented matters. Dr. Bailey 
offered 35c an hour for eight hours’ 
work, which amounts to >2.80 per 
day. Two hours’ overtime at time 
and a half, equals >1.05, which brings 
the total up to >3.85 for a ten-hour 
day. The board is the same as stated 
by Dr. Bailey, and it is to be admitted 
that carpenters must be able to meas­
ure up if  they expect 80c per hour.

Dr. Chas. A. Bailey, government 
employment agent, is in receipt of 
the following message from Capt. J. 
T. Dickson, inspector at Brownwood. 
As will be noted from the message, 
the government is determined to di­
rect people to places where employ­
ment is to be had, and people travel­
ing through the counties will be re­
quired to state their destination and 
give an account o f themselves. This 
will avoid danger of large numbers 
coming to a place where the employ­
ment is insufficient for the numbers. 
The government also warns the peo­
ple to leave their livestock at home 
and not try to ship it or take it out 
o f the county. Also the government 
is impressed with the necessity of 
leaving the families at home to take 
care o f the home place in the absence 
o f the others. In other words, the gov­
ernment is determined to "Keep the 
Home Fires Burning.

The following is the copy o f the 
message received from Capt. Dick­
son:

“ A  telegram from Federal State 
Directory orders that no wagons be 
allowed to pass out o f or through 
your county without being investi­
gated and cleared through your o f­
fice. Get names, ages and addre-s and 
forward to this office. Try to get the 
men to leave families at home to take 
care o f places. Permit no labor agent 
to recruit independently o f your o f­
fice.”

Word has been received by Mrs. Joe 
McCall that her brother, Boyd Rain- 
bolt, was gussed in the drive o f July 
19th, the same drive in which Collis 
Campbell was gassed. The letter was 
written by Boyd from the hospital on 
July 20th, the day after the drive 
started. Neither the name o f Uainbolt 
nor Campbell have appeared in the 
casualty list, anil this gives rise to 
the hopes that the effects o f the gas­
sing were not serious. No further 
word has been had from Boyd. In 
his letter, however, he stated that the 
open warfare was much worse than 
trench fighting. Boyd had been in the 
trenches three times up to the time o f 
being gassed. He is in the 84th com­
pany of the marines, while Odom Mar­
tin was in the 82nd company. Camp­
bell was in Co. I. As an indication o f 
the bloody nature o f the fighting done 
by the marines in their drive on July 
19th, it might be stated that the Tem­
ple Telegram reported the 82nd com­
pany had lost every one of its officers.

B’WOOD STEAM LAU ND RY 

STOBAUGH BROS. PROPS.

FEDERAL DROUTH AID 
HILL INTRODUCED BY

BLANTO N—  $50,000.(100 FUND

Washington, Aug. 29.— Represen­
tative Blanton o f Texas, today rein­
troduced his drouth relief bill, making 
it applicable only to Texas, and pro­
posing 150,000,000 for loans to farm­
ers and stockmen. Farmers will re­
ceive a maximum o f $5 an acre for 
purchase o f seed, feed and supplies in 
making an essential crop. Stockmen 
would receive a loan o f $10 a head on 
cat'le for the purchase of feed and 
for moving to new pastures.

The Government would take a mort­
gage on the farmer's crop, and where 
he is a tenant, the owner o f the land 
be required to join in the obligation, 
the Government being reimbursed out 
o f the proceeds o f the crop. The Gov­
ernment’s mortagage in the the case 
of live stock would only be second to 
bona fide liens upon the cattle that 
existed on Sept. 1, 1918.

No application would be granted 
until approved by a county board 
composed o f the County Judge, mem­
bers o f the Commissioners' Court, 
Tax Assessor and Collector and the 
emergency form demonstration agent 
o f the Government. A ll transactions 
would be through the Dallas Federal 
Reserve Bank.

It ia proposed that loans be ad­
vanced so that emergency crops may 
be produced, the fund to be adminis­
tered by the Federal Reaervc Bank at 
Dallas.

The drouth covers 150 counties, it. 
is stated. Hundreds o f ranches are 
wholly without grass and water and 
cattle have been mortgaged to their 
full value for feed, which is exhaust­
ed, the bill recites.

Friday morning at about 7 o’clock 
the fire department was called to the 
Brown wood Steam Laundry on West 
Broadway. The fire, from an un­
known origin, broke out in the rear 
o f the building, and the flames spread 
quickly, causing almost a total de­
struction to the plant and equipment. 
The Brown wood laundry, formerly the 
Selvidge Laundry, was owned by Sto- 
baugh Bros. The plant was valued at 
$8,000 to $10,000 and was partially 
insured. Some o f (he heavier machin­
ery may be salvaged from the fire al­
most intact, but the plant generally 
is badly damaged and the loss to the 
proprietors is considerable. They 
will reopen the laundry as soon as 
the place can he cleaned and rebuilt 
and new machinery obtained.

About twenty people, mostly girls 
and women, are tem porarily out of 
employment.

The loss in clothing and linen be­
longing to the patrons o f the com­
pany is thought to be light, as much 
o f the week's laundry on hand was 
delivered Thursday evening. Had the 
fire occurred a day earlier the loss 
in garments and linen would have 
been very considerable.— Brownwood 
News.

Cellier was in command o f a tank 
manned by sixteen Americans in the 
recent fighting in the Marne salient. 
A ahell struck the tank and rendered 
it useless. The men then advanced on 
foot. Cellier discovered the Germans 
ambushed in a cave. He kept guard 
at the entrance for an hour when a 
German appeared with a white flag. 
Behind the first one came the rest of 
the 700, one by one. The Germans 
threw down their arms before Cellier 
and marched to the rear at his direc­
tion.

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Government
Orders

Country Newspapers
Ordered to Consume Less Paper

Washington, Aug. 23.— Re­
duction of 25 per cent of all pub­
lication space in excess of eight 
pages for country weekly news­
papers was ordered yesterday 
by Chairman Baruch of the War 
Industries Board.

The order reducing the a- 
mount of print paper that may 
be used by weekly newspapers 
by 15 per cent will be effective 
September 15.

Other features of a conserva­
tion plan for news print paper 
by which this order is extended 
to include the country weeklies, 
are discontinuance of papers to 
subscribers three months after 
subscriptions expire, stopping 
use of free copies for exchanges 
except such as are printed with­
in the same county or within a 
forty-mile radius, stopping of 
publication of extra copies for

advertising stimulation and 
stoppage of returns of unsold 
copies from news dealers.

An increase in the subscrip­
tion price of the paper, espec­
ially where the price is less than 
$2.00 a year.

During the war “no new news­
papers shall be established.”

The newspaper conservation 
regulations affecting weekly, bi­
monthly and quarterly maga­
zines announced by the War In­
dustries Board, require use of 
lighter paper and a reduction of 
10 per cent in the tonnage of 
paper used this yettr. No guaran­
tee is given of adequate supply 
under the reduced tonnage. 
Selling of advertising on the 
basis of a rebate if  circulation 
falls below the guarantee is or­
dered stopped, as are various 
alleged wasteful practices.
