Bovina’s city council hasask-
ed for 60 days to study a pro-
posed rate increase here by
General Telephone Co, of the
Southwest,

The action was taken at a
meeting of the council Thurs-
day night,

Two General representatives,
Rad Richardson, Littlefield dis-
trict manager, and Gerald Ham-
ilton, Brownfield division man-
ager, were present at the meet-
ing, making the rate increase
request and answering ques-
tions "in regard to the proposal,
The proposal was submitted to
members of the council in July,

Information provided by the
phone company indicates that
General was earning 4,5 per cent
of its investment here as of
June 30, 1971, This was prior
to the new telephone system
and building being installed
here,

The proposed increase would
increase the rate of return to
7.84 per cent,

The General representatives
explained that if the city council
refuses to allowarateincrease,
the rate case will go to a dis-
trict court where a judge will
serve as an arbitrator in de-
termining the amount of in-
crease, if any,

The council informally asked
Richardson and Hamilton to de-
termine what the cost structure
would be on individual phones
per month if the net return was
figured at 6,8 per cent, This
was the lowest figure, they said,
that a judge had allowed when
cases had been taken to court,

Under the present proposed
increase, the monthly charge
for a one-party business phone
would be raised from $9 to
$14,10, Cost for a one-party
residence phone would increase
from $5 to $6,30, Other types
of service would increase more
or less proportionately,

The present rates were made
effective April 1, 1958 and have
not been changed during that
time, When a member of the
council said that the percentage
of change was too much at one
time, the General men replied
that they felt the increase wasn’t

excessive considering the length
of time since a rate change had
been made,

The company is presentlydis-
cussing rate increases in other
plains towns, especially in the
Littlefield area, The proposed
increase here would make Bo-
vina's service higher than in
other area communities, How-
ever, the increase is less than
is being proposed in some other
towns,

Councll members voted down
a motion that the proposed rate
schedule be rejected and then
agreed on the 60-day perlod for
studying the proposal as a com~
promise move,

During the interim period,
Richardson and Ham{lton agreed:
to provide additional infor-
mation to the council and to
ask the company if the 6,8 per
cent rate of return figures for
Bovina would be permissable,

The accompanying tables
shows the present and proposed
rates for various types of phone
service,

home or trailer house permit
was the propepty of the land on
which the house was locatedand
did not beong to the house it-
self, Cost of the city permit
is $25,

This action came after the
city attorney had submijtted the
opinion that traller houses may
be legally placed on city lots
on a permanentor semi-perma-
nent basis,

Bowling provides welcome relief
from modern-day pressures

To many a modern man ob-
sessed by the pressures and
frustrations of contemporary
civilization, bowling is the
ideal release.

A bowler can strike out at
inanimate symbols of what
ails him by rolling a 16-pound
ball at ten neatly arranged,
plastic-coated wooden pins—
and, ideally, bash the day-
light out of them!

The need for such an out-
ward release for inner dis-
satisfactions is not entirely a
by-product of the complexi-
ties of twentieth century life.
Man has been attempting to
bowl over his evil side and
uplift his spiritual for at least
1,700 years.

In third-century Germany,
men rolled balls at wooden
staves. The staves repre-
sented various evils, and a
wooden target knocked down
was a devil done-in. From this
primarily religious ceremony,
modern bowling is believed

to have evolved (although
there is evidence that bowl-
ing-type games were played
in Egypt as early as 5200
B.C.).

By the middle ages, nine-
pin kegling was a popular
sport throughout the Ger-
manic states. Other forms of
bowling—skittles, half-bowl
and lawn bowling—flourished
in England.

Dutch settlers brought their
version of the game of nine-
pins to America. The sport,
like its pins, went through
many ups and downs. It
flourished for a time, lan-
guished during a period when
the closely-bunched nine-pins
were considered to be too
easy a target, was revived,
and then legally banned (be-
cause of allegedly excessive
wagering) in some states.

Legal prohibitions against
bowling were actually only
the darkness before the dawn:

to skirt laws against the
game of nine-pins, a tenth pin
was added and the modern
American game of bowling
was born.

The sport became a popu-
lar pastime of the American
adult male during the first
five decades of the twentieth
century, and then added mil-
lions of female, youthful and
senior citizen adherents dur-
ing the 1950's as the result
of automation and moderni-
zation of bowling centers.

In the 1960's, the automated
US. version of bowling was
exported around the world,
catching on with particular
success in Japan—where, in
1970, a bowling center with
252 lanes was the largest in
the world.

Today, over 40 million
Americans take at least an
occasional trip to the lanes to
compete, exercise, enjoy, and
bowl over their personal
frustrations.

Things have changed in the
last 30 years.

And tow of the most notable

Today’s pay check buys more
and better food than {t did in
those days, Food prices have
increased in the past 30 years,
but the average family’s income
has grown, too,

Income has increased con-
siderably more than has the
price of food, And this means

Today's pay check buys
a larger variety and a better
quality of food than it did in
1942, The quality is the result
of the improvements in inspec-
tion, grading and sanitation con-
trol,

The modern homemaker finds
food available in a number of
different forms, She purchases
it fresh, frozen, canned and
cured, Developments in food
processing provide good nutri-
tion in cans, boxes and freezer
cartons,

The work of sorting, cleaning
and often cooking is now done
before some foods ever get to
the grocer's store.

Dessert Loving

“You can have your dessert
and keep your waistline too."
Luscious sweet tooth-satis-
fying desserts do not have to
be loaded with calories.

The major ingredient in all
of these desserts are slim
cookies, vanilla wafers, which
contain only 18 calories per
wafer.

Whole wafers make great
refrigerator cakes. For the
Cookie Dome, they are lay-
ered with lemon (flavored
whipped dessert mix prepared
with skim rather than whole
milk. Or layer and frost the
wafers with coffee or almond
flavored whipped topping.

Wafers, broken into small
pieces, add flavor and crunch
to fruit parfaits. To make
Mini Trifles, top with grapes
and custard made with skim
milk, For a ‘splurge’, top the
trifles with whipped topping
before sprinkling with
crumbs.

Finely crumbled vanilla wa-
fers make a delicious crust for
a low calorie pie filling, .a
tasty garnish for fruit com-
potes or low calorie sherbets.

COOKIE DOME

1 (3%-ounce) package lemon
flavored whipped dessert
mix

14 cup cold skim milk

14 cup ice cold water

‘2 teaspoons grated lemon
rind

1 cup sliced fresh strawber-
ries and a few whole
berries for garnish

28 NILLA Vanilla Wafers

Prepare lemon flavored
whipped dessert mix as direc-
ted on the package, using
skim milk and water. Add
lemon rind. Chill until mix-
ture will mound. Fold in
sliced strawberries. On a flat
serving dish, with at least
9-inch diameter, mark an

8-inch circle and spread with
a thin layer of dessert mix-
ture to hold wafers in place.

plant are relatively low until

the bloom stage is reached and
then continues to be high during
the cridcal boll development

period, Additional moisture will
especlally be needed on light
soils that store limited water

or in areas which did not re-
ceive ample rainfall,

Some early planted cotton was
delayed as much as two to three
weeks by adverse weather
and wet-weather blight, This
cotton will have only a short
time to produce a crop and
can be further delayed by ir-

rigadon if stimulated to grow
vegetatively, This cotton has
used little moisture untilrecent
growth; therefore, soil moisture

condidons should be good, Only
in situations where cotton is
fruiting rapidly and not growing
vegetatively is an irrigation
profitable,

June planted cotton will re-
quire almost ideal growing con-
ditions to reach maturity
by frost and in most cases will
not require irrigation -~ this is
especially true of cottonplanted
the middle of June or later,
Yield potential for this cotton
is less, and therefore, water
requirements will not be as
great as early cotton, Since
late cotton is more easily shift-
ed into vegetative growth, irri-
gation is more likely to delay
fiber maturity rather than in-
crease ylelds,

Verticillium Wilt has appe ar-
ed early on the South Plains
this year. Excessive amounts
or poor timing of irrigation wa-
ter can incre ase the wilt dise ase
problem and reduce ylelds, The
presence of wilt does notneces-
sarily mean not watering as ir-
rigadon will likely be required
to maintain normal fruiting and
growth and produce an accept-
ible yield, A producer mayneed
to apply lighter irrigations or
use alternate row irrigation to
avoid excessive cooling of soil
to reduce wilt and maintain this
fruitdng-vegetative balance,

When discussing cotton irri-
gation, proper cut-off time is
most critical to profitable cot-
ton production, In all cases ir-
rigation should cut-off by August
