ONE OF LAST LETTERS WRIT­

TEN BY A BROTHER OF V.
L. BRADLEY OF BRADY

The following is one o f the last let­
ters written by Morion G. Bradley, 
brother o f Victor L. Bradley, to a 
friend at Ta’-oka, where deceased had 
made his home before entering army 
service.

V -rion Bradley first went int>, ac­
tion at Nancy on August 12th. He 
had been near Sant Die, in the Yosge 
sector, and at the St. Mihiel drive. 
The last letter received from him was 
dated December 12, 1918. He was then 
in the state o f Luxemburg, and it is 
supposed that is where he died. The 
news of his death was contained in a 
telegram from the War department, 
stating that he had died of pneumonia 
on the 4th of January. His letter 
gives the reader an insight into the 
life o f the soldier in the trenches:

“ With the American Expeditionary 
Forces in France, Sept. 3, 1918.
“ Dear Mr. Herring:

“ Your letter read and gave me so 
much pleasure in reading as it con­
tained so much o f the kind of spirit 
I lore ta see at the present time. 
That is of doing something for your­
selves, town, and keeping the Home 
Fires Burning, for the lads who are 
away. My thoughts tonight are on 
many things, but will try to make my 
letter as interesting as possible. We 
are camped for the night, and my 
chair, bed, and writing desk consists 
of two blankets spread under some 
trees, am using my knee for writing 
desk and the strains from a French 
Harp near me just won't let us keep 
still for they are playing 'Dixie' the 
first music o f any kind I have heard 
since the 4th of July, and let me say 
to you, it seems like a different world 
when a boy o f my nature gets away 
from music.

“ The OIL smells good Mr. Herring, 
and I certainly hope the effors of 
all concerned will prove a success. I 
will do my best to get back to bum 
some of the ‘ lube or gas.*

“There seems such a contrast 
though in the pursuits of the people 
in the States, and here in Europe. 
Now and then I get a paper, general­
ly the New York Times, and I read 
of new things, enterprises, etc., that 
are being put through (I even read 
the want ads) but I never see any­
thing of the kind here, it may be 
that they were all established many 
years ago, they are here of course, 
but everything is at a standstill ex­
cept what is in the war. at war and 
for the war. Yet it is the busiest 
place in the world I guess. I have 
scarcely been out of hearing o f the 
rumbling traffic since coming here 
for instance, night before last after 
reading your letter, I stood for awhile 
out in the open and looked out to­
wards the firing line which is not 
far away. I could see streams of 
light crossing and dancing high in the 
skies searching for aeroplanes and 
almost a continual flash from burst­
ing shells, and rumbles from rolling 
stock, all together reminded me of a 
coming storm, and from the other di­
rection came the rolling sound of an­
other army moving out toward the 
front.

Wednesday, Sept. / 4.
Well, good morning. I am well, 

thanks. I will attempt to finish this 
letter. Some Germans were after us 
m the-’r aeroplanes last night. Nat- 
ura’ ly I did not care to sit and write

while all that was taking place, so I 
put on my helmet and watched in the 
darkness with hopes I could catch a 
glimpse o f Frits. ’ Hzzzzzz Boom,’ 
right over our beds came one of our 
own big shells. 1 tell you those 
things certainly have a very unsym­
pathetic whistle. There is no use to 
dodge, they all miss a fellow, except 
the one that hits him, then he knows 
nothing about it, but I have not got­
ten to that point yet. 1 got close to 
the ground and felt to make sure my 
helmet was on for fragments of shell 
had begun to fall, they did not tarry 
long for the artillery had begun to 
get their range. They did no damage 
to us, except to wake up some of my 
snoring comrades. Profanity is not 
excluded when something happens to 
mar the slumber of your boys over 
here ‘especially the greater portion 
of the West Texas Type.’ Those 
Germans went back well loaded \v;*h a 
variety of names anyway. The 
Americans are doing some good fight­
ing over here. Old Wilhelm’s forces 
have begun to find out they are up 
against it proper; the spirit of the 
boys is good and will stay that way. 
They are possessed with an instinct 
to do duty whsrever, and whatever it 
may be with a free will, which no 
other nationality has, and they will 
do it without being told; this has t«en 
demonstrated thoroughly in the great 
drive. I have been told of an inci­
dent of which you might like to hear. 
At one occasion they were planning 
to deliver a great blow in a certain 
locality, everything was on move for­
ward at the same time, but news 
came ‘that the ammunition train was 
delayed so they sent out a courier, 
with instructions for a halt to await 
orders, but he came about 3 minutes 
late, for one o f the infantries which 
had crossed the river, and was on the 
rush, the buglers blew the recall, but 
they would not listen to it, but begun 
to shout: ‘Heaven, Hell or Hoboken, 
by Christmas.’ They rushed the 
machine gun trenches, captured them 
with bayonets, not being satisfied 
with that, they went on and captured 
a huge amount of prisoners and 
gained considerable ground, captured 
in important town, etc. L have been 

'd of a German colonel who was 
ptured by Americans, who said the 

German leaders tell their men that 
the American soldiers did not amount 
to very much, they were nothing but 
a bunch o f boy scouts, but from his 
experience, if the boy scouts were all 
there was to them, he would hate to 
fight the American soldiers. This 
has only been reported, but I have 
no doubt as to its truth. For it is 
evident that the truth is being- kept 
from the German public by their 
leaders, but you have seen so much 
about those things in the papers it 
might not be interesting.

You speaking about the meeting 
taking place. I would certainly love 
o be there for it, with that thought 
o me comes a pecular feeling and 

longing for so many things we en­
joyed ir. America of which we do not 
f ;nd here. There is a big church in 
every village here (that is where it 
has not been destroyed by shell fire) 
with a bell that rings at every hour. 
Many of them are gray from age. 
But every time I hear one ring I 
think of our own bright new churches 
in the State. I am sitting in sight of 
the ruins of an old church now, which 
has crumbled away all except one 
comer wh;ch makes c rtrk'r.g mark. 
Nea- to it is the church built in its 
place, looks to be two or three hun­
dred years old itself. Every church 
is almost alike, and with a cross and 
crucifix attached. No choice of de-

nominations, everybody catholics. I 
have attended some of the son ices; 
seemed strange not to see the young 
men and young women walk up the 
steps together, clinging to each others 
wing. The ladies were there, many 
in black, but the young men are ei­
ther at the front or have given their 
lives. There are croaaes at most ev­
ery cross road. I have seen some 
very beautiful displays of art, arrang­
ed along the roadside, hewn out in 
the large rocks, and tre< s. I call to  
mind one crcrs and crucifix dated ir. 
he same year LaFayette came to our 

country, very muchly on the same 
misaion that Perahing is now on 
which makes me think of those four 
words of our great general which will 
go down in history, spoken at the 
tomb o f LaFayette by Pershing:

'LaFayette, We Are Her-.’
“ I un very muchly interrupted by 

i different things While trying to write 
such as moving from leaks in my tent 
as it is called; it is raining again, and 
I have a very talkative lad for a 
omrade who is from Sterling City, 

who is afraid of bugs. He smokes a 
great deal, but does not carry match­
es, or at least he thinks mine are the 
best. I can finish now, have found 
some more paper. Ha.

“ There is nothing like a good natur- 
ed comrade over here. The associa­
tion of men in the army, especially 
over here, under present conditions is 
entirely different to what we were 
u-ed to in civilian life. We see and 
know men in different ways, just like 
dropping into a carnival tent placing 
a penny into a slot, pull the crank 
and the pictures are there for the 

■ owner of the contraption tells us so. 
But we know better when we see 
them. We have pulled the crank and 
are seeing the picture now. The re- 
f r.emcnt, education, ignorance, reli­
gion, wit and humor, infidelity, etc., 
of many nations can be found in a 
very small group some timea. 1 have 
keen around some of the greatest 
conversations or quarrels— I d ij not 
know the difference, anyone most 
ever heard, and could not .'■peak a 
word myself. I tell you it makes a 
‘"ellow feel funny to attend one of 
these unknows tongue; meeting., 
without even a key word. For an 

! example when we first came over we 
, were billeted out in a little town. I 
| happened to be right close to where 
there was a very pretty girl. She 
passed my billet every evening push- 

j ng a wheel barrow out to a little pas-

f

lure or field, after some grass for 
the stork, this being the custom every 
where I have been. They take a 
wheelbarrow and scythe, out to the 
field, and pretty soon you will see 
something that looks iitte new made 
brush arbor walking up the road, it 
is only Mademoiselle pushing in the 
load of clover for lavash. I thought 
1 would show my American kindness; 
I got the dictionary and found out 
by offering to help her one evening, 
■low to say, let me help you, or some­
thing to that jffect. I said it over 
wo or three times and found out 1 
• ad it backwards. I tried it again 

vice versa and she said WEE. I did 
i t  savvy the scythe, so she cut the 

clover and I loaded it without saying 
a word. I fully intended to have a 
conversation with her through the 
diet onary, but I left it on my chair, 
very much to my embarrassment and 
sorrow, for she went away the next 
day; since then, I have learned enough 
o f the language to get by pretty well 
but it’s a Jona to me. It certainly is 
an uncommon thing to me to see 
women folks labor like they do here. 
I have thought several times what if 
that was some our own women folks 
that I passed in the road hauling 
cord wood with a yoke of oxen, plow­
ing in the field, cutting or threshing 
grain by hand, and various other 
kinds of manual labor. Then I think 
Uncle Sam came into the war a* the 
proper time. There are some inter­
esting things I could tell you about 
places, scenery, ruins, freaks o f na­
ture, etc., but will not do that here, 
as I am sure you are getting tired.

“ I must tell you though that I had 
occasion to see a real Glazier not long 
ago. We went down into a deep 
cave which was very beautifully dp- 
signed on either side with hanging 
moss and beautiful rocks, down, 
down, down we went to where we 
could skate on the ic?; on looking 
above our heads we could see great 
ice cycles hanging down from the top, 
with water dripping and sparkling in 
the light. The keeper of the resort 
had cut bushes, brush, etc. and arrang­
ed them underneath the drips so the 
water in falling would strike the 
brush and freeze there; it was cer­
tainly a treat to me. But soon came 
time to climb up those long, long ways 
for the top, and the hot sunshine 
waited to greet us outside« This 
olace alone was worth going a long 
ways to see.

September 15.
“ Good morning to you again. I will 

attempt to write it to a finish this 
time; since starting this letter we 
have worked almost continually day 

nd night. There has been a great 
battle fought, considerable ground 
taken and many prisoners captured. 
If I were to live always on earth I 
could never forget the commence­
ment of that great battle. It seemed 
as though the whole earth was being 
torn to pieces, then af-er such a ter­
rible night, at early morn, we begun 
to see the results; though they were 
small considering what some of your 
boys did see; but if the picture I did 
see were to loom up in reality to com­
ing generations as it did to me, there 
Mould be no more of wars. Though 
t red and sleepy we were, we felt 
much better when the streams of 
German prisoners came marching 
back to the rear of our lines. I will 
never forget their hellish expressions 
nor the proud smile your boys wore 
who had charge of them. Four or 
five Sammies with each bunch of 
Huns. I would love to tell you more 
about it than I will have time to tell, 
but if this is not finished soon some­
thing else might hap; en.

September 18th.
“ I don’t know whether I will p- er 

finish this or not, we can neve- tell 
what will happen; that’s the pretty 
part about war. At the time I started 
this letter, I could still see some of 
the beautiful land of France, and 
could still hear the songs of birds, un- 

! til our advance, but now it is differ­
ent. It’s a land completely wrecked 
by shell fire, covered by trenches and 
wire entanglements, with an enor­
mous amount of mud, no sweet sing 
ing birds, they have found a quiet re­
treat elsewhere— but instead boom of 
cannon’s whistle and explosions of 
shells, and frequently dingling of gas 
alarms. When gas is thrown over the 
alarm is given by pounding on a piece 
of steel. We had to get up 3 times 
last night and put on our gas 
masks. This is a frequent occur- 

; renco; it is not a good idea for one to 
pull his clothes o ff at night, the night 
winds arc too chilly for a person to 
seek sbelted in his X Y Z’s. The ground 

! is undermined with d’ugouts, and 
trenches— many ideal rooms con­
structed with steel and concrete can 
be found deep under ground, equip­
ped with many conveniences, such as 
stoves, electric lights, telephones,

I beds, chairs and many things too

; numerous to mention. There are ev 
: en hospitals and beer gardens in 
places. —all snugly hidden under *he 
earth. No wonder the kraut eaters 
thought they could wtiip the world 

1 -—buried away like ants and prairie 
dogs as they were; but not too much 
for Uncle Sam’s boys. Where they

•uld not run the Germans out they 
went in after them. What they did 
not get out that way will never come 
out and that means lots of them. The 
Americans were too quick for them 
and they left supplies and stores, 
either burning or where they were. 

, But for fear I might violate some

| ro tell you, about one o f the great­

it was. 1 received a great deal of 
mail from home and friends yesterday 
evening and this morning. It cer­
tainly makes one feel good to get 
mail from the State, especially after 
waiting so long for it. It seemed 
strange to lose myself in the contents 
of those letters, seeing the quiet 
homes and the safe pursuits and fac­
es of those concerned, away, far away 
from these dangers, those few min­
utes spent in reading were appreciat­
ed. It made me feel as I were on a 

| visit even if the Dutch shells were 
bursting around' us then as now; they 
continue to fall not far from us.

“ Mr. Herring, you will please ex­
cuse the manner in which this letter is 
thrown in, I have very little time for 
writing and what I do is in such a 
hurry I don’t get it very plain. I owe 
quite a number o f letters; behind on 
answering now, so hope this one will 
do for severa,1 and yes, bring on the 
mail in abundance.

"Booco Wee, Scratch and write let­
ters to the boys who scratch and 

I f'Kht Germans. C ? This would be 
a good motto, if some of our girl 
frif'nds could dnly see it. Tell my 
people that I am still alive and well, 
when you see them. I know they are 
anxious about me. Will write them 
soon; sometimes 1 long for the sacred 
keeping of Sunday, but I must quit 
for fear you might think a complaint.

"With best wishes for all and ask­
ing for remembrance in religious cir­
cles there.

Rev. L. D. Ferguson of Pear Valley, 
ia in receipt o f the following letter1 
from his son, Craven, which is. both 1 
a humorous and vivid description of 
his experiences in France:

“ Daun, Germany, Dec. 20, 1918. 
“ Dear Home Folks:

“ How are you all today? I will 
being this letter today and finish 
it when I can. I have had several 
letters from you and have not had j 
a chance to write, so I will use all i 
the paper in on« letter.

“ We arc having some time now- j 
a-days. You have heard of the ‘Ten 
Nights in a Bar Room ?’ Well this« 
makes five for me. We are biiited j 
in a saloon and have a place to sleep 
on the floor. Some sleep on the floor 
— some on the tables and others are 
stacked in the comers o f the room.

We have a picking party every night 
(for cooties) sure acme sport, too.

“ We had an apple ‘ barrage’ thru 
a window that connects the bar room 
with the kitchen the other night. You 
see they have the hotel and saloon in 
the same building in this country. 
The next night it was cake and the 
next it was waffles. I don’t know 
what it will be tonight.

“ They serve horse meat and pota­
toes every night—aure is fine. Did 
you ever eat any horse meat? Ha, 
Ha! No they don’t serve horse meat, 
but fhey do serve beef and potatoes 
that are sure good. I certainly would 
liked to have been there Christmas 
to help eat that dinner, but will have 
to stay over her« to help keep ‘Fritz’ 
straight u while longer. He is a fine 
little fellow just now, but he sure did ' 
act ugly for a while, or until Uncle 
Sam helped spank him.

“ I will write you some of my ex­
periences and take chances on it get­
ting by the censor. Some things will

afraid to repeat it. The Saint Mihiel 
drive ss you know, was in September 
and it was in this drive I received my 
‘bapt'sm of fire' On the evening of 
the eleventh o f September, wc rolled 
all our equipments and personal be­
longings that we did not need and 
tagged them and placed them in a 
room where we were billeted. We 
hiked almost all night the night of 
the eleventh in mud and rain. It 
was so dark we could not see the 
man in front o f us, al.hough we held 
to each other to keep from getting 
lost. At 12 o’clock our artillery start­
ed a barrage that gave us light to 
march by, so we found our trenches 
and were ready to attack at the ap­
pointed hour. At 5 o’clock we went 
‘over the top’ and started across No 
Man’s land, which at the beginning 
of the war was a heavy forest, but 
the artillery fire that had been kep* 
up for four years on both sides had 
not left a tree standing. The ground 
was cut with, trenches and torn with 
shell until it would have been diffi­
cult to cross if there had been noth­
ing else to hinder our advance. But 
thare were vines, fallen tree tops, logs 
and the worst o f all a net work of 
barbed wire entanglement we either 
hud to climb through or cut, and we 
usually chose the former when pos­
sible. That was a beautiful picture 
to look on. Three or four times I 
stopped long enough to look back, my 
company being in the lead of the at­
tack, I had a chance to see the ones 
in the rear that were supporting us. 
No Man’s land was alive with Sam­
mies, but yuw could only se? them as 
they leaped from one shell to another 
charging on the German position that 
they had been improving for four 
years. Cement dugouts 30 and 40 feet 
deep furnished like mansions. I had 
quite an experience that day. I did 
not know where our objective was and 
almost impossible to. keep in contact 
with our company. I was ordered to 
take the lead of a combat group and 
before I had gone far there was only 
one man with me, the others having 
gotten lost in the shell holes and wire 
entanglements, but none killed or 
wounded. We kept going and pret­
ty soon found ourselves twenty-five 
or thirty yards in front of our lines 
and between our company ^aiul the 
Germans and beyond our objective, 
with bullets playing ’Home Sweet 
Home’ over our heads. We were in 
a shell hole when we saw three from 
another company making for the same 
hole we were in. They had made the 
same mistake we had and were be­
yond their objective. Two of them 
reached the hole and when the other 
fell I went to him, thinking he was 
wounded, but he passed away while 
I was at his side. We made our way 
back to our company exposed to a 
German sniper machine gun's fire. 
Imagine us when we dug in, our cloth­
ing *orn into strings, wet and muddy, 
no sleep, no breakfast, and no din­
ner until about 3 p. m. and then it 
was corn beef and hard tack we had 
carried with us— but it was surely 
good. I slept in a hole dug in the 
side of a trench that night.

“ December 25th.
"Christmas Gift! Well I will fin­

ish this letter. Have hiked two days 
and rode part o f one on trucks.

“ We arc now at Hasborn, Germany. 
I will not try to tell about any other 
battle, but was In three others, two 
of which the one I have tried to pic­
ture was a mere joke. Have been 
through gas and through barrages, 
where shell and shrapnel fell so thick 
it looked impossible for anyone to 
escape. Have been in charges against 
withering machine gun fire, lay for 
two hours behind a pile of dirt in 
mud and water, with machine guns 
trained on me, but the Lord has been 
with me and I have never had a 
scratch. If anyone 
thing to be thankful for it is i.

“ Some day I am coming back and 
ti en I will have time to tell you ail 
about it.

DIER S “ DEKE M ABEL” LETTER

Who said “ Sunny France?’ ’
One of the captains of the 36th 

Division, Charles C. Ingram of Jas­
per, sat himself down and grimly 
wrote a letter to a friend and fellow 
officer of the 36th, First Lieutenant 
George R. Bringhurst o f the 111th 
Supply Train. Lieutenant Bring­
hurst sen* the letter to his father in 
Houston with the suggestion that it 
be published.

“ It's funny, but it expressed the 
sentiments of every doughboy in 
France,”  Lieutenant Bringhurst corn- 
men ‘ ed warmly.

Here it is, Captain Ingram’s “ Dere 
Mabel” letter on the brand of weath­
er dished out in “ Sunny France."

Over Here, Ddc. 26, 1918.
Dere Mabel.
It; has been my lot to see the 

turgent Trinity, swollen by repeated 
rains, until it seemed in reality al­
most as large ss pictured by the Dal­
las congressman in his plea for an 
appropriation, sweep its way with 
restless force toward the restless sea.

1 have seen the Brazes “ bottom” a 
wide expanse of water —countless 
farms inundated and Docks of fright- 
;ned farmers roosting in the tree tops 
waiting for help and whiskey.

I have seen the Red quickly erupt 
over its wide stretch of treacherous 
quicksands and surge over its con­
fining banks, halting for the time 
that great army of bootleggers Ok­
lahoma bound.

I have been in the swamps of Lou­
isiana where so damp and dis­
mal that even „no alligators reach an 
untimely end through chills and lone­
someness.

I have lived in Beaumont and lis­
tened to tha frightful chorus o f the 
f'-ogs as they hoarsely bewailed the 
cruel fate which compelled them to 
live in such a place, for in all that 
mighty mas’i there was not even a 
“chunk”  upon which they could find 
a testing place.

At Houston I have trudged along 
the slimy banks of Buffalo Bayou 
and with mine own eyes have seen the 
historic spot where Gunga Din got 
the famous drink of water for Rud- 
yard Kipling.

I have been in Port Arthur and 
have heard the mosquitos (number- 
1 ss as the sands of the seashore) 
snging their sad songs of carnage as 
they, Hun-like, hunted the blood of 
innocent women and children.

I have heard the sobbing cypress 
end sighing pine as they dropped up­
on the bosom of Mother Flnrth thous­
ands o f pearly tsars relate each to the 
other the tribulations of an hundred 
years, while, I, a luckless hunter, 
soaking wet, shivered through a long 
winter night to listen in vain for the 
morning challenge by the king of 
(-»bole. rs.

I have been hustled uncerem ni- 
ously from the warm embraces of a 
downy couch in the wee small hours 
of a wintry night, clad in raiment of 
a martyred saint, stumbling over the 
furniture maliciously placed in my 
pathway the evening before—  sent 
barefooted on down the cold stair and 
onto a porch covered with ice and 
snow, all for the noble and glorious 
purpose o f letting the cat out.

I have done “ squads east” and 
“ squads west”  and “ on north into 
line” in the mud and slush and snow 
at Camp Bowie with a Texas “ north­
er’ whipping the loose folds of my 
B. V. D.’s against the goose flesh un­
til the noise sounded like the parting 
of the ways— that the “ world might 
be safe for the democrats.”

These things have I «tone and seen 
and heard and have survived, but 
never have I seen anything to equal 
this French weather. Should fortune
