How to Avoi$ Bad Colds.
Colda are “ cataf.ing.”  Keep away 

from people with colds and grippe 
and shun those “ sniffles” a n d  
coughs. Coughing or sneezing when
indoors or in a crowd, without catch­
ing the spray in a handkerchief, will 
spread the germs o f colds and other 
contagious diseases Keep healthy,
strong, and robust. Healthy people 
ward o ff colds, while weak, “ run 
down” people catch them easily. I f  
you have a recurring colds you should 
have a medical examination to final 
out the cause. Colds are dangerous, 
and pave the way for tuberculosis 
and other diseases. Avoid colds or 
cure them at once.

To cure a bad cold, begin early. 
The first symptoms o f an oncoming 
cold are usually a slight headache, 
chillness, feverishness, running o f the 
nose and eyes, sneezing, hoarseness, 
and sore throat. When these symp­
toms appear, take a good dose of 
some laxative and at bedtime take a 
hot foot bath and drink hot water or 
hot lemonade. Avoid chilling and go 
to bed immediately after the foot 
bath. Cover well and keep warm. I f  
possible, remain in bed from 18 to 24 
hours. Avoid drafts, but be sore that 
there is plenty o f fresh air in the 
room. Eat very little for one or two 
meals and then eat plenty o f fruits, 
vegetables, gruel, and bulky foods. 
Drink plenty o f water and keep the 
bowels and kidneys active. Avoid cold 
and catarrh “ cures,”  heavy doses o f 
aspirin or quinine, and patent medi­
cines. In ease o f a chill and a pain 
in the side, or i f  there is no improve­
ment in 24 hours, a doctor should be 
called, since pneumonia may be de­
veloping.—The Progressive Farmer

H. P. Roddie returned last Satur­
day from Ada, Okla., where he had 
been called earlier in the week by 
news o f the serious illness o f hts 
father, C’apt. W. L. Roddie, one o f the 
oldest, most influential and best- 
known citizens o f that city and state 
Mr. Roddie arm ed in Ada Wednes­
day morning, only to learn that his 
father had answered the last great 
summons on Tuesday night at 9:00 
o ’clock. His illness covered a period 
o f only five days, he having been tak­
en ill on Thursday with chills and the 
flu, and having developed pneumonia 
on Saturday. Capt. Roddie was So 
years old the 15th of January, and for 
54 years taught in the schools o f Ok­
lahoma. A ll the children were pres­
ent at the funeral.

Tiie Ada, Okla., Evening News, 
pays tribute to this grand old man 
in the following article:

“ Captain William Lafayette Roddie, 
probably the oldest citizen of Ada 
passed away last night at 9:30 o’­
clock, death resulting from an attack 
o f influenza followed by a severe 
case o f pneumonia. The aged man 
made a desperate struggle for life, 
but his weakened condition could not 
stand the strain. The funeral ser­
vices were conducted from the First 
Methodist church this afternoon, the 
church in which he has long held his 
membership. The services were con­
ducted by Rev. R. C. Taylor, assisted 
by Dr. J. M. Gordon and Prof. A. L 
Fentem.

"Captain Roddie, who is known to 
almost every one in Ada, was born 
in Elizabeth Town, Tennessee, on 
January 15, 1840, making him 80
years old. His early life  was spent 
near the place o f his birth. When 
the war between the states broke out 
he enlisted at once. Starting in the 
Confederate army as a private, he 
rose step by step to the position ol' 
captain.

“ As an active school teacher, there 
have been few who have spent a 
longer life in the school room. He 
taught his first school in Gallatin, 
Tennessee, in 186*5. From that time 
until about a year ago, he was active 
in the work. He came to Ada several 
years ago, and when the Normal was 
established took the position as pro­
fessor o f American History. On ac­
count of his advanced age, he wa- 
made an emeritus pmfessor more 
than a year ago.

“ In 1870 Mr. Roddie married Miss 
Martha Frances Poston, who is still 
living and who has been his constant 
helpmate in both prosperous and lean 
times.

“ Besides the aged wife, six sons 
and daughters live to mourn their 
loss, R. M Roddie, Ada; Hume P. 
Roddie, Brady, Texas; Miss Jennie I 
Roddie, Ada; William S. Roddie, Ada; | 
Mrs. Ruth Lindstram, Alexandra, La.; j 
and J. A. Bostic Roddie, Dallas, Tex­
as. These were with him when the i 
end came.

“ Captain Roddie was loved and es- , 
teemed by the thousands whom he 
ha; instructed in his long life o f ac-1 
tive teaching service. Due to the |
fact that the teacher’s is no lucrative | 
profession, he has never amassed a ] 
great fortune of wealth, but he has j 
amassed a fortune o f love and the ; 
feeling that he has served his fellow | 
man well.

“ He was active until a few months 
ago. By keeping his body clean and j 
occupied at laudibje undertakings, he 
maintained his erect manner.and iiisj 
physical and mental strength until j 
his ripe age.

“ The schools of the city and the 1 
Normal school closed this afte noon 1 
as a tribute to the work of this ' 
teacher. A t the High school, the i 
students and faculty stood at attei^- ! 
tion while the flag  was lowered t o ! 
half mast, where it is to r< main th> 
rest o f the day. These are tributes ! 
that are seldom paid a man, and the> 
stand as a nv nument to the sacrific­
ing labor of a lifetime of service.”

S. F. PASSENGER

Thus. P. Grant, secretary o f the 
Brady Chamber o f Commerce, return­
ed Wednesday from Fort Worth, 
where he had spent several days on 
business, chief among which was the 
presentation to Ed Byers, head o f the 
Transportation department of the 
West Texas Chamber o f Commerce, 
o f Brady's claim to regular passenger 
.service over the Santa Fe from Tem­
ple to Eden.

Mr. Goant's visit to Fort Worth was 
most opportune. In fact, he visited 
Mr. Byers’ office at the psychological 
moment. That department was just 
in receipt o f a communication from 
the Santa Fe officials in which they 
stated that a regular passenger train 
from Temple to Brady was not prac­
tical because it would not pay. The 
letter further stated that the Santa 
Fe had first attempted to give regu­
lar passenger service, but had discon­
tinued this because o f insufficient 
revenue.

This latter statement is, without 
question, misinformation upon the 
part of the official writing the let­
ter, as no Brady citizen can recall of 
any regular passenger train ever be­
ing operated over the Santa Fe branch 
to Eden.

As regards the present travel, Mr. 
Grant was able to furnish Mr. Byers

RED SKINS KILLED ONE WHITE SETTLER AN I) A MEX­
ICAN DROVE O l'F  V BUNCH OF HOUSES XND MADE 

GOOD THEIK ESC ATE INTO NEW MEXICO.

Thore are living in McCulloch c >unty a number <»7 old-time 
citizens and early settlers, who st.li recall the last r. i j  made by 
the Indians through this county. This occurred forty-three years 
ago. il... ng the win <. • o; .877, a-td besides killing a white man 
named Parmer, and a Mexican, the Indians drove o ff sill the 
horses in their path, and made their escape ¡nto what is now 
the state of New Mexico. Settlers who had lost horses made de­
termin'd efforts to overtake and capture the Indians, but never 
overtook the band.

* f  the fact that hi.- obituary was 
written and printed in one o f the lo­
cal papers in his old heme town m 
t»wa City, lows, when news was re­
ceived that he waa th..ught numbered 
oniony tKe slain in the Indian raid.

Mr Doty came to this section in 
1873, and engaged in raising sheep 
on what was then the wide-open 
range. The sheep, imp was located 
•n what is now the Feed ranch, and

out of their path. A t Salt Clap they 
killed the luckless Mexican.

in the meantime, Doty had return­
ed to his camp, which he had moved 
to a new location a few days tiefore. 
all unaware of the raid. Soon he 
heard men approaching and heard 
them exclaim, "W ell, Doty a gone; 
they must have got him too.”  Mr. 
Doty crawled out from his ter.t and 
made his presence known, much to 
the relief o f the searchers, who then 
informed him of Farmer’s fate.

Pursuit o f the Indians was under­
taken, W. K. Rue and others joining in 
the avenging chase The trail o f the In­
dians was marked by the finding of 
stolen horses, some of which had

the wayside from exhaustion. The 
trail led clear into New Mexico, but 
the members o f the band could never 
be identified. One settler who was 
most energetic in pursuit because of 
hts loss o f a pair of especially fine 
horaca, was never able to obtain a 
trace of them.

In the meant me news o f the raid 
had reached Ms-on, and was convey­
ed thence by military telegraph line 
t o  Galveston. From Galveston, 
friends of Mr. Doty sent the news, 
together with the surmised death of 
Mr. Doty, back to his old home at 
Iowa City, Iowa. Mr. Doty’s broth­
er came to Brady from Iowa, and was 
greatly relieved to find his brother 
very much alive However, he could 
never be induced to go out to the 
Doty ranch, or get beyond the call of 
the Brady settlement, and after tarry­
ing only a couple days, he returned 
to the .safe confines of the State of 
Iowa.

Bimp-on place A. H Conner and W.
R R ee, both of whom aie now Brady

The Indians mak.ng the raid* were 
renegade Comanches from New Mex­
ico territory. The first intimation 
had of their presence came from a 
negro employed on Heir Creek and 
who, de.-pite all scoffing», maintained 
that he hud seen the band pacing 
thsough the community headed south.
The neg>r> fled to Menard, and noth­
ing rould induce him t# return. The 
band of Indians traveled to the south 
part of what is now McCulloch coun­
ty a« far us the settlement of Camp
