FREIGHT RATE IN­
CREASE EFFEC­
TIVE YESTERDAY

Austin, Aug. 23— General attorneys 
and traffic managers o f Texas rail­
roads at a conference nere today de­
cided to put into effect on August 2d
the 35 per cent increase authorized by 
the interstate commerce commission 
of freight rate* established under au­
thority o f the so-called Shreveport 
rate case As to freight traffic not 
governed by the Shreveport case the 
railroads will apply the 33 1-3 per 
cent increase fixeij by the Texas rail­
road commission, but will file  with the 
interstate commerce commission an 
application to make the increase 35 
per cent.

The Texas railroads will continue
to apply the 3 cents fare on passeng­
ers but will apply to the interstate 
commerce commission for an increase 
o f 20 per cent and at the same time 
apply for a sur-charge o f 50 per cent 
on passengers traveling in Pullman 
and parlor cars. Both cases applic­
able to Texas business.

The Texas commission's order on 
advanced rates was signed by Com­
missioners Earl B. Mayfield and Clar­
ence E. Gilmore. Chairman Allison 
Mayfield, who did not sign the order, 
advocated an advance of 35 per cent 
instead o f 33 1-3 per cent. The order 
is effective Aug. 26.

WONDER WORDS.

Brief Description of Wo.xder* of Ro­
gue River Country.

Wonder, Ore., Aug. 20. 
Editor Brady Standard:

Did you ever hear the one about the 
g irl asking Jiggs if he had ever been 
through Algebra ? He told her he had 
once, but it was after night and he 
didn't see very much o f the place.

Last Sunday was the hottest dXv we 
have had this summer— 104, in the 
shade But it is cooler now. Soon 
this morning it was down to 40 de­
grees. only eight above the freezing 
point. We went down the Rogue riv­
er to “Heir* Gate" last Sunday. I 
will give you a description o f th e  
place. It is not at all like 1 had it 
described to me. I was told once that 
two men went through there in a 
tost or skiff and that the chasm was 
so deep and dark that by look.r.g out 
straight above they could see stars 
»n the day time.

But such is not at all the rase. At 
this particular place the river ap­
pears to be hemmed in by high moun­
tains. The two mountains on either 
side o f the stream converging at that 
point like the letter V until within 
fifty  or one hundred feet o f the per­
pendicular walls through which the 
river passes. H^re the water is con­
fined to the narrow space o f approxi­
mately fifty  feet in width and per­
haps the Lord only knows the depth 
o f it (the water). From the brink of 
•■he gorge down to the water I would 
guess not to exceed 150 feet, and as 
the course of the stream here is al­
most due north, the sun at mid-day 
shines directly down upon the water 
which appears to be so blue it is 
green. The entire length of the gorge 
doesn't appe ar to be more than a mile. 
Possibly not more than a half mile. 
The Rogue runs about three times the 
amount o f wat* r as the Colorado north 
o f U isu). V* e li«*u to c i o»s it in a 
ferry boat. Up towards the head of 
the Rogue between here and Crater 
Lake there is a natural bridge span­
ning the stream. When you McCul­
loch county people make up a touring 
or excursion party, just come here 
and see a thousand and one o f the 
most wonderful scenes imaginable. 
We will visit the Oregon caves whicn 
has the mammoth caves o f Kentucky 
beat fer magnificent grandeur, also 
Crater Lake and the mammoth red­
woods of California. AH o f these 
places are within less than 100 miles 
t f  Wonder, Oregon.
