WATTERSON THINKS
CONFEDERATE SEAL

NOW IN ENGLAND

Louisville, April 3.-—Henry Watter- 
son today revealed a bit of history in 
connection with the disappearance of 
the seal of the Confederacy, about 
which much has been written recent­
ly and gave it as his belief that the 
original seal is somewhere in Europe, 
probably in England.

Watterson has one of the six orig­
inal copiee of the great seal. It was 
obtained in this way, he said at his 
home at Mansfield, near Louisville: 

“ When Judiah P. Benjamin left this 
country to locate in London he en­
trusted the great seal to his secre­
tary, a man named Bromwell. A year 
or two after the war Bromwell be­
came my father’s law clerk in Wash­
ington City. My father had the cop­
ies made and Bromwell retained the 
seal. Some time later Bromwell went 
to London to join Benjamin, who took 
care of him until he died, some time 
in the seventies.

“ He took the seal to England with 
him. I have no doubt it was in his 
effects and that it now reposes some­
where over on the other side.”

Watterson is a former editor of the 
Louisville Courier-Journal.

We organized a Mission at Brady 
ii) 1909 and bought grounds, paid for 
it, and kept up with our few scattered 
people all through the dry seasons. 
In the time o f famine or scarcity of 
food, water and money, we stood by 
them, without money and without 
price. No other colored Methodiat 
preacher came on the scene; but we 
were there and stayed. Now we are 
up against the problem of building. 
We have already bought lumber from 
Dr. Craddock. We have had some 
other financial assistance from other 
white and colored friends, every cent 
of which can be accounted for in a 
very definite and appropriate way. 
,Our Board has promised to help us 
as much as five hundred dollars if 
we can get continued sufficient en­
couragement locally. We are not 
taking your church building contribu­
tions out of town or applying them 
for other uses. But we are bringing 
$500 dollars into Brady to help build 
this church. We humbly beg the kind 
editor to let us make this plain state­
ment at the request o f some o f dur 
friends. We shall appreciate any do­
nation of building material or money. 
We prefer the former, for this build­
ing which is now in course o f erec­
tion. It is our further policy to try 
not to over-church any town or city. 
We were the first Methodists o f col­
or in the town, therefore we think 
we are entitled to the first consider­
ation. We have our own form o f so­
licitation (books) and present our 
claim«, humbly and righteously, hence 
we shall appreciate from the gener­
ous public, white and colored, your 
most liberal consideration.

Rev. J. F. Muse is our pastor, and 
Mr. Jas. Washington is leading trus­
tee.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section I. Section 51 of Article 3 

o f the Constitution of the Átate of 
Texa shall be amended so as to here­
after read as follows:

Section 51: The LegjgJiUure shall
have no yower to make unf grant or 
authorize the making of any grant of 
public money to any individual, as­
sociation o f individuals, municipal or 
other corporations whatsoever, pro­
vided, however, the Legislature may 
grant aid to indigent or disabled Con­
federate soldiers and sailors, who 
came to Texas prior to January 1, 
1910, and to their widows, in indigent 
ciicumstance.s and who have been 

• bona fide residents o f this State since 
January 1, 1910, and who were mar­
ried to such soldiers or sailors prior 
to January 1, 1910, and to indigent 
and disabled soldiers of the militia of 
ial laws o f the State of Texas during 
the war between the states served in 
organization for the protection of the 
frontier against Indian raiders or 
Mexican marauders and to indigent 
and disabled solders o f the militia of 
the State o f Texas who were in ac­
tive service during the war between 
the states and to the widows o f such 
soldiers who are in indigent circum­
stances and who were married to such 
soldiers prior to January 1, 1910, pro­
vided that the word “ widow" in the 
preceding lines o f this Section shall 
not apply to women born since the 
year 1861, and all soldiers and sailors 
and widows of soldiers and sailors 
eligible under the above conditions 
shall be entitled to be placed upon the 
pension rolls and participate in the 
distribution of the pension fund of 
this State under any existing law or 
laws hereafter passed by the Legis­
lature, and also to grant aid for the 
establishment and maintenance of a 
home for said soldiers and sailors, 
their wives and widows and women 
who aided in the Confederacy under 
such regulations and limitations as 
may be provided by law, provided the 
Legislature may provide for husband 
and wife to remain together in the 
home. There is hereby levied in ad­
dition to all other taxes heretofore 
permitted by the Constitution of Tex­
as a State ad valorem tax on proper­
ty of seven ($.07) cents on the $100 
valuation for the purpose of creating 
a special fund for the payment of 
pensions for services in the Confed­
erate army and navy, frontier organ­
izations and the militia of the State 
of Texas, and for the widows o f such 
soldiers serving in said armies, navie* 
organizations or militia; provided 
that the legislature may reduce the 
tax rate herein levied, and provided 
further that the provisions of this 
Section shall not be construed so as 
to prevent the grant o f aid in eases 
o f public calamity.

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to 
a vote of the qualified voters of this 
State at an election to be held on 
the fourth Saturday in July, 1921, at 
which all voters shall have printed or 
written on their ballots: “ For amend­
ment of Section 51 o f Article 3 o f the 
Constitution authorizing the Legisla­
ture to grant aid to Confederate sol­
diers, sailors and their widows who 
have Seen a resident of this State 
since January 1, 1910,” and “ Against 
amendment to Section 51 of Article 
3, o f the Constitution, authorizing 
the Legislature to grant aid to Con 
federate soldiers and their widows.’ 

Sec. 3. The Governor is hereby di­
rected to issue the proclamation for 
said election and have same publish­
ed as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State, and the sum 
o f five thousand ($5,000.00) dollars 
or so m’ ,sH thereof as may be neces­
sary is hereby appropriated out o f the 
general funds o f this State not oth­
erwise appropriated for expenses of 
publications and elections thereunder.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 
No. 1.

Proposing an amendment to Section 
2, Article 6 o f the Constitution of 
the State of Texas by providing 
that only native born or naturaliz­
ed citizens of the United States 
shall be qualified electors in this 
State, and permitting either the 
husb and or the wife to pay the poll 
tax of the other and receive the re­
ceipt therefor, and permitting the 
Legislature to authorize absentee 
voting.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 2 or Ar­

ticle 6 o f the Constitution o f the State 
of Texas bo *o amended as hereafter 
to read as follows;

Section 2. Every person subject t® 
none of the foregoing disqualifica­
tions, who shall have attained the age 
of twenty-one years and who shall be 
k citizen of the United States and 
who »hail have resided in this State 
one year next preceding an election 
and the last six months within the 
district or county in which such per­
son offers to vote, shall be deemed a 
qualified elector; provided, that elect­
ors living in any unorganized county 
may vote at any election precinct in 
the county to which such county is t- 
tached for judicial purposes; and pro­
vided further, that any voter who is 
subject to pay a poll tax under the 
laws of the State of Texas shall have 
paid said tax before offering to vote 
at any election in this State and hold 
a receipt showing that said poll tax 
was paid before the first day of Feb­
ruary next preceding such election. 
Or if said voter shall have lost or 
misplaced said tax receipt he or she. 
as the case may be, shall be entitled 
to vote upon making affidavit before 
any officer authorized to administer 
oaths that such tax receipt has been 
lost. Such affidavit shall be made in 
writing and left with the judge of the 
election. The husband may pay the 
loll tax of his wife and receive the 
receipt therefor In like manner the 
wife may pay the poll tax of her hus­
band and receive the receipt there­
for. The Legislature may» authorize 
ah.-entee voting. And this provision 
of the Constitution shall be self-en­
acting without the necessity of fur­
ther legislation.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to 
a vote o f the qualified electors o f the 
State at any election to be held thru- 
out the State on the fourth Saturday 
in July, 1921, at which all voters fav­
oring said proposed amendment shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words: “ For the amendment to
Section 2 o f Article 6 o f the Consti­
tution o f the State o f Texas provid­
ing that only native bom or natural­
ized citizens o f the United States 
shall be qualified electors in this 
State, and providing that either the 
husband or wife may pay the poll 
tax o f the other and receive the re­
ceipt therefor, and permitting the 
Legislature to authorize absentee 
voting.”  And all those opposed to 
said amendment shall write or have 
printed on their ballots, “ Against the 
amendment to Section 2 of Article 6 
of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas providing that only native born 
or naturalized citizens of the United 
States shall be qualified electors in 
this State, and providing that either 
the husband or wife may pay the poll 
tax of the other and receive the re­
ceipt therefor, and permitting the 
Legislature to authorize absentee vot­
ing.”

Sec. 3. The Governor o f the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for said election 
and have the same published as re­
quired by the Constitution, and exist­
ing laws of the State.

Sep. 4. That the sum of Five Thou­
sand ($5,000) Dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary is here­
by appropriated out of any funds in 
the Treasury of the State of Texas 
not otherwise appropriated to pay the 
expenses of such publication and 
election.

In the trial of the case styled Bishop
E. A. Temple et al vs. City o f Cole­
man, which was a suit to establish
title to block 13, Clow's addition to 
Coleman, the court rendered a verdict
Wednesday morning vesting the title
in the City of Coleman. Attorney 
for plaintiffs gave notice of appeal 
to the court of civil appeals.

The case gr^w out of two conflict­
ing deeds executed by Miss Alice Clow 
before her death, the first deed exe­
cuted being a conveyance o f said prop­
erty to the City of Coleman for park 
purposes, and the second deed con­
veying said property to the Episcopal 
Church. A number o f wi trie sees tes­
tified that both Mrs. Elizabeth Clow 
and her daughter Alice Clow stated 
on several occasions that the proper­
ty was to be willed to Alice Clow and 
she should use it during her life time 
and at her death the property should 
revert to the city of Coleman for park 
purposes. Witnesses stated that both 
Mrs. Clow and her daughter stated 
during their life time that there was 
an agreement between them to that 
effect. At the time of making deed 
to the city Miss Alice Clow stated she 
was making same to fulfill this a-v 
greement with her deceased mother. 
After executing deed to the city she 
delivered it to J. P. McCord with in­
structions to deliver same after her 
death to the city. About two weeks 
after executing deed to the city, the 
evidence showed. Miss Clow decided 
to give the property to the Episcopal 
Church of which she was a member 
and in pursuance of that desire exe­
cuted another deed conveying the 
property to the church, which deed 
was filed for record by Rev. W'. T 
Allan. After the death of Miss Clow 
the deed to the City was delivered by 
J. P. McCord to Mayor Golson, who 
filed it with the county clerk for  o f­
ficial record.

The court ruled, in substance, that

21 bales, strict good ordinary, sold 
for $6.80 to Geo. F. McFadden ot New 
Orleans.

170 bales, strict low middling, sold 
for $8.50 to Geo. McFadden, New Or­
leans.

144 bales, strict low middling, sold 
for $9.70 to Duncan & Ellis, Brown­
wood.

95 bales, midding cotton, sold for 
$10.65 to Mr. Bradley, o f Brownwood.

22 bales, strict middling cotton, 
sold for $10.90 to E. H. Lake of 
Brownwood.

The 691 bales brought a total ap­
proximate amount of over $21,000. It 
is estimated that from $5 to $10 a 
bale more was made on the cotton by 
selling it in a pool, than if it had 
been sold by the individual owners at 
street prices. In other words, it is 
believed that by the pool sale the 691 
bales brought the owners about $5000 
more than if the cotton had been sold 
in the ordinary way.

The 691 bales in the pool were made 
up by about 100 farmers. S. O Loop- 
er o f Grosvenor, and several o f his 
renters had the largest collection in 
the pool, while John M Teague of the 
Cannon community, with 20 bales, 
was the largest individual contributor.
