The traffic department of the FVis- 

co railway has completed arrange­
ment« for the separation of the Fris­
co local offices from the Santa Fe, 
and on June 1st will man the passen­
ger and freight departments of that 
system in Brady with its own forces. 
C. Crawford, at present agent at Dub­
lin, will be transferred to Brady and 
will be in charge o f the Frisco office, 
and while the personnel of the office 
has not yet been announced, it is more 
than probable that Clint Zimmerman, 
car clerk for the joint systems, will 
resume his pre-war duties as car clerk 
dor the Frisco, while Jim Anderson, 
Joint warehouseman, will again be- 
■cosne warehouseman for the Frisco. 
The union passenger station will be 
used jointly by the Sants Fe snd 
Frisco, ss before. The Santa Fe force 
will continue in their present quarters 
at the west end of the freight depot, 
while the Frisco force will be quar­
tered in the east end.

The consolidation o f the Frisco snd 
Santa Fe forces was effected during 
1918, as a war measure and under the 
government plan for more economical 
operation o f railways. While most 
o f  the consolidated offices in other 
cities have long since been separated, 
the local office has been continued, 
and the present move comes quite un­
expectedly to the citizens.

Effective last Sunday the Frisco 
began dropping the pullman snd the 
chair car here, instead of carrying 
them through to Menard. The cus­
tom of dropping the pullman here had 
been in force up to about a year ago, 
but the cutting o ff of the chair car is 
a jie w  wrinkle.

STORE— RETURNS GOODS

FAST SIDE FIRE OF
INCENDIARY ORIGIN IS

THEORY OF OFFICERS

Paul Wilkerson, a man of about 
thirty years, and who has been stay­
ing in the Brady community for some 
time past, was placed under arrest 
this week for having entered and rob­
bed Myers Bros, store last Monday 
night. Wilkerson gave himself away 
by approaching Myers brothers Tues­
day and asking if their store had not 
been broken into. Since they had 
mentioned the matter to no one, they 
at once presumed he had some guilty 
knowledge. Chief o f Police Leonard 
Wood took Wilkerson in charge, and 
questioned him closely. He told a 
very plausible tale about standing at 
the alley and seeing a man break into 
the back door and shortly after 
emerge from the building with s pile 
of stolen articles and disappear down 
the alley. He stuck closely to this 
tale until Chief Woods bluffed at put­
ting him in jail, when he broke down 
and let the Chief to G. P. Moore’s tin 
shop, underneath which he had con­
cealed a pair o f shoes, two blue shirts 
snd a pair o f pants.

Wilkerson, who is partly demented, 
appears to have a mania for stealing. 
About a year ago he broke into a 
store at Rochelle, snd was confined 
in the jail here for some time, final­
ly being turned loose. He has a sis­
ter living at Placid, a brother at San 
Sabs, and an uncle living near Brady. 
The local officers finally decided to 
turn him loose, and warned him to 
leave the Brady community without 
delay.

The next day after his departure, 
word came from Rochelle that Wil­
kerson had broken into Sellman Mer­
cantile Co. store, and had outfitted 
himself in a new suit of clothes, leav­
ing his old clothes behind No trace 
o f him has so far been found.

He 
made a second trip to the alley short­
ly thereafter to investigate another 
noise, without seeing any reflection 
o f  a light. He then had scarce re­
turned to the Queen hotel when he 
saw the blaze shooting high out of 
the rear end of the building. The 
suspicious circumstances have led 
■City Fire Marshal Henry Miller to o f­
fer a 5100 reward for information 
leading to the arrest o f the guilty

Erroneous 1 m pression.
An erroneous idea was unintention­

ally given out i« the article in Tues­
day’s issue by the Brady Fire depart­
ment, in which the impression was 
left that the sen-ice rendered by the 
local water plant was unsatisfactory. 
Fire Chief Frank Hurd wishes to 
state emphatically that this was not 
the case, but that the service render­
ed was highly efficient and entirely 
satisfactory, demonstrating complete­
ly the great value of the new fire 
pump.

The trouble with the article was 
that t was an incomplete statement 
of the facts in the case.

As demonstrating the efficiency of 
the new fire pump, Fire Chief Hurd 
snys that when the pump was on, the 
fire boys had 100 pounds pressure on 
their three lines of hose, with a 30- 
pound pressure on the main. When 
the pump was stopped, momentarily, 
the pressure dropped to 60 pounds on 
the lines, and 30 pounds vacuum on 
the main, but as soon as the pump 
was started again the pressure jump­
ed back to its original force. Thus, 
tne absence ol the pump gave only 
the gravity pressure from the stand­
pipe but the moment the pump was 
started the tremendous pressure of 30 
pounds on the main and 100 pounds on 
each o f three linea was obtained. 
This demonstrates clearly that tha 
new pump is most efficient and cap­
ably performs the duty for which it 
was intended, viz: a tremendous water 
pressure upon a minute’s notice.

Your co-operation is earnestly solicited in the elimination of unnecessary expense in this 
SERVICE and we think we will be able to operate at prices satisfactory to you, and in 
line with much larger towns and even cities, more favorably situated as to fuel and water 
supply.

We could lower the cost some by changing t<ya raw water system, but as long as we 
are in business we want to know that we are selling a pure product and not one that 
might be contaminated.

We want the people in the country to observe these prices so you may know what 
you ought to pay for ice. You know what the freight rates are. We are operating on a 
very close margin and we know of ice being sold in some places in the country at $2.50 
per cwt. last year, that only cost 50c per cwt. at our platform. Ice has ceased to be a 
luxury, but, on the contrary, is a great necessity, and ought to be handled on a small 
margin, and if you will m  dealers know your requirements and take it regularly it wiil 
eliminate a lot of waste and they will handle it much cheaper. If we increase our vol­
ume to any great extent it will have to c«me from the country and in this day of auto­
mobile and trucks there is no need of people in the country doing without ice, which is 
not only a great comfort, but almost essential to good health.

DELEGATES RETURN FROM 
KERRVILLE MEETING OF 

W. T. CHAMBER COMMERCE

Messrs. B. A. Hallum,. Edd Broad,
E L. Ogden and Mayor J. E. Shrop­
shire, who went to Kerrville Monday
to attend the district meeting o f the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce, 
returned Wednesday. They reported 
muddy roads on the trip there, and 
during their stay in Kerrville Tues­
day another rain fell. The rain ex­
tended to Fredericksburg and up to 
Mason, and also revered a large 
scope of the western country. On ac­
count of the rain, the delegation 
shortened their stay at Kerrville, and 
so missed the banquet tendered the 
delegates Tuesday night.

One of the important things taken 
up at the meeting was action to se­
cure a repeal of the law placing a 
tax of from lc to 8c on trucks for 
every mile the wheel turns, whether 
loaded or empty. This pernicious law 
goes into effect July 1st, and virtu­
ally means that freighting by auto 
trucks will be rendered prohibitive.

While the delegation was in Kerr- 
ville they enjoyed a visit to the new 
government sanitarium being built 
there, and which will shortly be op­
ened to Uncle Sam’s soldier boys. Be­
tween $200,000 and $300,000 has al­
ready been spent in buildings and 
equipment, and the sanitarium .will be 
enabled to take care o f about 60 pa­
tients. However, the government has 
appropriated $1,000,000 for addition­
al buildings, and $500,000 for equip­
ment, which will enable greatly in­
creasing the capacity and efficiency 
of the sanitarium.
