Employers Warned
About Tax Law

Col. Dwight H. Horton, Em-
ployer Representative of the Tex-

as Employment Commission,
pointed out today that some
Texas employers are losing

money because they do not un-
derstand tax provisions of the
state’'s unemployment tax law.

Col. Horton said, “If employers
will take time out to read this
it will save quite a lot of morney
many. The fact which some
employers fail to understand is
that the prompt payment of state
taxes when due actually saves
hard -cash in the long run, and
here's why.

“The Federal Unemployment
Tax  Act assesses a three per
cent tax on payrolls of employers
working eight or more employees
on at least one day in twenty
weeks during a year. This tax is
different from, and in addition to,
the Old-Age and Survivers Insur-
ance Tax, commonly known to
many as ‘social security'.”

He pointed out that the State
Unemployment Tax Law also as-
sesses a tax on payrolls of em-
ployers having eight or more em-
ployees. This tax, he explained,
is 27 per cent, but the law en-
titles the employer to deduct the
2.7 per cent tax paid to the state
from the Federal 3 per cent tax.
Therefore, the employer sends the
Federal Government the balance
of three-tenths of ome per cent.

“The catch here is that if the
employer hasn't paid the state at
the time he makes his annual
Federal excise tax return, he
must pay the full three per cent
tax to the Collector of Internal
Revenue; and, in addition, will be
required to pay the state, making
a total of 5.7 per cent of his pay-
roll—as teh Feredal Governmerrt
does not refund the 2.7 per cent
tax to the state,” Horton said.

perty is to be disposed of. Nun-

cupative wills are effective only
as to money and other personal
property, they cannot dispose of
land. Those hearing the oral will
should commit to writing the
matters declared to them by the
person making the will within
six (6) days after the will has
beer made to them, otherwise,

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after six months from the date of
the alleged oral will they will not

be permitted to testify concern-

ing the same. The Statutes in re-| |
gard to making and probating an
oral will must be strictly follow-| !

ed; and this type of will is
frowned upon by the Courts, amnd
should mot be resorted to except
in extreme conditions. A person
should set his affairs in
well in advance so that such a
will will not be necessary.

The lecturer spoke substantial-
iy as follows:

Christian Scienge teaches us to
heal diseases of every name and
nature, and likewise to demon-
strate the efficacy of Christian
Science in .correcting discordant
human relationship and in placing
business on a higher plane. Sci-
ence and Health says (p. 345),
“When the omnipotence of God is
preached and His absoluteness is
set forth, Christian sermons will
heal the sick.” And Paul says in
II Timothy (4:1, 2), “I charge
thee therefore before God, and
the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall
judge the quick and the dead at
his appearing and his kingdom;
preach the word; be instant In
season, out of season; reprove, re-
buke, exhort with all longsuffer-
ing and doctrine.”

Many say that God is omnipo-
tent, all-powerful, but they also
believe in another power called
evil or devil which operates in an
opposite direction to good or God.
In other words, they give place
and power to something else be-
sides God, thereby being incon-
sistent with their statements. If
there could be a space in the en-
tire universe, although it be no
larger than a pin point, where
God does not maintain power,
then God would not be omnipo-
tent.

Hence Mrs. Eddy admonishes
us to preach the omnipotence of
God and to set forth His absol-
uteness. When we do this, we
erase the possibility of any place
inaccessible to Him. This destroys
limitations and illuminates our
vision of the infinite. Matter is
always finite—always expressing
a beginning and an end. When we
conceive of the man of God's cre-
ating, the false or material con-
cept of man is seen to be false.
Absoluteness admits of no varia-
tion. The science or truth of

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Health Talks . . .

The history of man js marked
by many episodes in which the

microscopic plant life is known as|

bacteria has riser up and slain
millions, Different diseases  have
spread throughout the world, kill-
ing and crippling -and creating
fears among human beings who
lacked weapons to fight the
germs they could not see.

As medical science
adds rnew weapons for man to
fight with, the fears, the crippling
and the Kkilling assume smaller
proportions; and one by one, the
most serious diseases are being
brought under cqntrol. The study
of the manner ‘of spread of dis-
ease, the knowledge of the source
of disease, and' the minute pic-
ture of the path of disease it the
human body are background mat-
erial which has led to the know-

‘ledge of which type of treatment

is best to overcome the invasion
of infection. ;

Glanders, which at one time
was widespread, is now rarely
found in man because the infect-
ed horses, mules amrd asses from
which men could catch this dis-
ease have been controlled. The
germ that caused glanders was
passed from the horse to man
through an open place on the
hand, face, neck or arm, or the
germ might have been inhaled. At

the spot of entry, there would
form an abcess which would later
turn to an open sore. Maybe
many of these would form at dif-
ferent places on the skin; that
was usually called farcy. When
these boil-like sores formed inside
the body, on the different organs
of the body, it interfered with
the function of the whole body
and was usually fatal.

Epidemics of leprosy. are no
Jonger anticipated because today
the detection and isolation and
treatment of those afflicted with
the disease is possible to prevent
its wide spread. Known in recent

years as Hansen's disease, lep-
rosy today can even be treated
to where the leper is no lomger
contagious and can resume a
place in society. Though it is still
a serious disease, it is no longer
hopeless and the leper is not to-
day confined to a living death’

The germ that causes leprosy
has beerr discovered. Exactly how
it works has not yet been explain-
ed, though it seems that the germ
can thrive only in an environment
of poverty, with improper food
and lack of sanitation, over a long
period of time. The germ alone,
tramsmitted to others, cannot
cause disease, it seems. Children
of lepers do not get the disease

' if they are removed from the

constantly |

parents as an infant; if left in
contact with leprosy, they are
likely to develop the disfiguring,
flesh-eating sores at an early age.

If much of the ill-fame that
history has given leprosy lay in
the fact that it meant mot death,
but a living ostracism, the notor-
iety associated with the plague
was in its rapid strike and sud-
den death. Known as bubonic
plague and the Black Death, the
fear associated with this disease
in times past was often as devas-
tating as the ability to kill.

In all parts of the world today
there is still a constamrt alert to
keep this killer in chains. Even
in this country, where an occa-
sional case is still reported, the

.guards of public health are called

out to trace each .ase ‘to its
source. It is not likély with the
medicines - which are available
now, that it could even gain an-
other foothold; but so quickly
does it strike, that' no charrces
are taken.

Rats are the major source of
bubonic plague, though squirrels
have also been found to have
the infection. Fleas which feed
upon the infected animals and
then bite man have spread the
disease to man; and themr man
can pass it on to other humans.

The name bubonic comes from
the abscesses, called bubos, which
the germ builds in the lymph
glands of the body. These swell
and break, spreading their pois-
ons through the body. When they
break, they look like a big bruise
under the skin, usually i the
groin or armpit, and as that
bruise-like spot spreads over the
body, it gets darker and darker;
which leads to the name of Black
Death.

The history of tuberculosis has
not been as dramatic as some of
the other diseases, perhaps;
though its position as Number
One Killer in this country 50
yvears ago speaks for its past de-
vastation. It has been knownr as
phthisis and consumption in times
past, both terms being descriptive
of the wasting away of the body
which has been one of its most
obvious symptoms.

The name tuberculosis was glv
en to the disease ofter the germ
that causes it was found; the
name means a condition of tuber-
like swellings. Cows and birds
are susceptible to a germ, much
like one that causes human tuber-
culosis; birds have seldom been
the source of t. b. in humans,
however, and cows are rarely the
source in this country anymore
since the laws compel the testing
of them for the disease.

The germs can live a long time
outside of the body; direct con-
tact with a person with the germ
or with dust laden with the germ
