The home o f Victor Bradley, seven 
miles from town on the Coleman road, 
was completely destroyed by fire 
shortly after neon Thursday. Mr. and 
Mrs. Bradley and children had left 
the place at 12:20, immediately after 
finishing dinner, and had gone across 
the mountain on a visit. Their first 
intimation o f the fire was when smoke 
was noticed arising from the direction 
of their home. By the time they could 
reach the place, the walls had fallen 
in. Some twenty or thirty neighbors 
had already gathered by that time, 
attracted by the conflagration, but 
the bouse was a mass o f flames be­
fore even the first o f them arrived, 
and nothing could be done towards 
saving any o f the contents.

The house was a comfortable sfcc- 
room dwelling, and had been built 
only last year by Mr. Bradley. The 
loss will run over $6,000, not to men­
tion the destruction of innumerable 
keep-sakes and mementoes- of senti­
mental value. Mr. Bradley carried 
$3,000 insurance on the house and 
contents.

The origin of the fire is a mystery, 
and the only plausible explanation is 
that one o f the burners on the oil 
stove might have been left burning, 
and caused an explosion.

DR. A . F . UPTON OF 
STACY VICTIM OF 

GUN ACCIDENT
Dr. A. F. Upton, physician at Sta­

cy, was the victim of his own gun 
while hunting last Friday with W. S.

Dr. Upton retained consciousness, 
telhm?

Dr. Upton was 61 years o f age.

AN ERROR.

In taking up the matter of local 
water rates in our last Tuesday issue. 
The Standard, through a printer's er­
ror, gave the impression that the 
company had repaid all the money 
advanced to it by citizens to tide it 
over in its time of distress. This 
false impression was the result o f a 
line being misplaced in making typo-i 
graphical corrections in this article. 
As it was written, and as it should 
have appeared, the sentence read:

_ I
“ * • • * * •  Now that the 
plant is established on a firm finan­
cial footing; is paying huge monthly 
revenue, and will, in the course of a 
few months, have repaid all money 
advanced by patriotic citizens, the 
citizenship feels that it is mete and 
just that their burden should be 
lightened.”

The Standard is pleased to state 
that, while no action has so far been 
taken by the board of water commis­
sioners, the board views with favor 
the reduction of rates during the com­
ing summer, so as to enable the cit­
izenship to use water more freely. 
At present, however, with unpaid bal­
ances due for money advanced by the 
citizens, with the new pump still to 
be paid for, with unpaid interest snd 
various other piled up indebtedness 
they feel that it is imperative that 
this indebtedness be cleared.

It also appears the opinion of the 
board that the entire indebtedness 
o f the plant should be cleared up at 
the earliest possible moment, and 
while this plan has its merits, yet The 
Standard cannot endorse such action 
if  by so doing, the liberal use of 
water becomes prohibitive. T h e  
Standard does not oppose the plant’s 
making large dividends in order to 
retire its debts, but believes that 
while they are paying heavily in this 
good cause, the citizenship should be 
entitled to all the water they can use 
just as long as the city’s well can 
furnish the water.

PROCLAMATION OF THE COMMANDER OF THE 
AMERICAN LEGION TO LEGIONNAIRES.

November 2, 1921.
To Post Adjutant:

On the 11th day of November we will celebrate the third 
anniversary of the greatest historical event this era of civiliza­
tion has ever known—Armistice Day—that day when our ef­
forts. combined with that of our Allies, forced our enemies to 
lay down their arms in defeat to the everlasting glory of 
American manhood and the principles of which it stands.
