Hospital plans doctors’ offices

The Castro County Com-
missioners learned at their
regular meeting Monday that
officials of the local hospital
plan to purchase property just
west of Plains Memorial
Hospital for future offices.

Hospital Administrator
Marshall Cook and hospital
board members James Welch
and Jerome Brockman
revealed the hopes of building
the office space to attract new
doctors to Dimmitt.

Dimmitt has ‘‘a doctor-
short situation,”” Cook said,
adding that attempts to
recruit doctors into the area
have failed, partly due to
having no office space readily
available.

The land between the
hospital and the Castro
County Museum ‘‘would
make the most sense’’ for
office location, Cook said.

Part of the property
presently belongs to G. L.
Willis, and the rest belongs to
the county. The portion
belonging to the county was
deeded in 1929, Cook added.

The hospital would like to
get the land ‘‘anywhere from
a gift to outright cheap,”
Welch said.

Commissioner Al Maurer
said that the land would

benefit the taxpayers if used
by the hospital.

The commissioners asked
Castro County Clerk Zonell
Maples to look for the deed to.
see if any stipulations were
attached and if the land was
formerly deeded, donated or
dedicated to the county.

The discussion was tabled,
pending further information.

Cook said that the hospital
has an existing policy stating
that the local ambulance
service will always take
accident victims to the local
hospital for stabilization
before taking them to any
other hospital.

“We would like to rethink

this policy,”” he said, adding -

that in some cases the victim
might need to or prefer to go
directly to a different hospital.

““We’ve been a little
restrictive in the past,”” he
said. The policy needs
revision, he added.

The commissioners sug-
gested that the hospital board
meet with an attorney to see
that the ambulance drivers
would not be held liable in
case a 'victim’s condition
worsens during a longer trip
to a different hospital.

Another suggestion was to
have a release form available

to be signed by the victim or
by another
person, other
ambulance drivers.

The commissioners said
that revision of the policy
would be all right with them if
the ambulance drivers would
never be held liable.

Sheriff Lonny Rhynes met
with the county board to
discuss different possibilities
for feeding inmates of the
county jail. The present
system costs the county about
$10 per prisoner, per day,
Rhynes said, adding that’ the
county spent $1,800 last
month for the meals.

If the county begins to
serve 1l-ounce-or-larger size
TV dinners plus bread to
prisoners, the cost would be
about $3.10 per prisoner, per
day.

To serve TV dinners, the
sheriff’s department would
need to purchase a chest-type
freezer, Rhynes said.

The county board approved
the purchase of a Sears 23.1
cubic foot freezer for storage
of TV dinners.

The petition was circulated
by Florene Leinen.

If legal, the petition would
have forced the county to
have an election on the option
to legalize bingo in Precinct 4.

The county commissioners
said that another petition will
probably be circulated soon.

In order for any petition to
be considered, County Attor-
ney Jimmy Davis said that the
signatures must be accompan-
ied with the voter's printed
name, voter registration
number and residence
address with zip code.

A petition from Precinct 4
must have at least 39 names
of registered voters, Davis
said.

The number of names
needed on the petition is

based on 10 percent of the
voters in the precinct who
voted in the governor’s elec-
tion in 1978.

All signatures must be of
voters living east of US 385
and north of State 86 in
Castro County.

Four dates were recently
designated by the state as
bingo election dates. Onme
date has passed; the others
are April 3, August 14 and
November 2.

Tax relief to be based
on land productivity

Is the land you own being
used for agricultural pur-
poses? If it is, then you may
be eligible for tax relief on
that property.

According to Jerry Heller,
chief appraiser for the Castro
County Appraisal District,
qualified landowners have the
option of applying for agricul-
tural or open-space land
valuation on their property.

He said that two constitu-
tional amendments provide
for the taxation of land on its
agricultural use (or productiv-
ity) value. In other words,
taxes would be assessed
against the productivity value
of the land instead of what the
property would sell for in the
open market.

Heller indicated that the
legal basis for this valuation is
found first in the Texas Con-
stitution. He added that
several criteria must be met
in order to qualify under this
section.

Some include:

—The land must be owned
by an individual, not corpora-
tions, partnerships, agencies
or organizations;

—The land must have been
devoted exclusively to agricul-
tural use for at least three
years prior to the year appli-
cation is first made;

—Annual application is
required of the owner;

—The owner must file a
sworn statement each year he
applies, attesting to the land’s
agricultural use;

—The chief appraiser must
determine that the landowner
qualifies and must approve
the application, and,

—The agricultural business
conducted on the land must
be the owner’s primary occu-
pation and source of income.

Heller said another form of.
alternate valuation available
to qualified landowners is that
of open-space land valuation.
Effective since 1979, it pro-
vides for the valuation of
agricultural and timberlands
and ecological laboratories.

Several conditions must be
met in order to qualify under
this section, including:

—The land must have been
devoted principally to agricul-
tural use for at least five of
the last seven years;

—The land must be in-
volved in a qualifying agricul-
tural use;

—The land must be used
for agricultural purposes to
the degree of intensity
generally accepted in the
area, and,

—The chief appraiser must
approve the application.

In 1982, once an application
for open-space valuation is
filed with the chief appraiser
and approved, a landowner
will not be required to submit
another application so long as
the land qualifies. The chief
appraiser, however, may
request that a new application

be filed.

Heller said that under
either form of valuation, the
possibility of a rollback tax
exists.  He indicated this
liability for additional tax is
triggered by either the sale or
change in the use of the land.
A change in the use of the
land triggers a rollback tax.
The change of use would be to
a non-agricultural purpose
that would not qualify for
productivity valuation.

The additional tax is
measured by the difference
between the taxes paid under
productivity valuation provi-
sions and the taxes which
would have been paid at the
market value, he added. The
re-capture of lost taxes
extends back from three to
five years.

“‘Application forms will be
mailed to landowners, so if a
landowner has not received
the forms by Tuesday, please
let us know,'’' Heller said.

Included with the ag-use
forms will be an exemption
application for farm machin-
ery. This exemption must be
applied for annually. Mach-
inery eligible for exemption
includes tractors, plows,
combines and cotton stripp-
ers. Pickups and trucks are
not included.

The appraisal district office
is waiting on an Attorney
General opinion to determine
the extent of this exemption,
Heller added.

All exemption applications
should be filled out and
returned to the Castro County
Appraisal District, 204 South-
east Third (rear), by May 1.
The phone number is 647-
5131.

Dear Editor:

The following is a rebuttal
to the article your paper ran
Feb. 18. (*'Wind Energy May
Be a Thing of the Future.”’)

Wind power is here now!
Residents of the Texas and
Oklahoma Panhandles and
eastern New Mexico are in
one of the largest geographi-
cal areas in this hemisphere
where the wind has the best
potential for commercial use.

Located in the heart of this
region is the USDA Energy
Program on Wind Energy at
Bushland. Here valuable data
are collected about the use of
agricultural wind energy. In
collaboration with the Alter-
native Energy Institute at
West Texas State University,
many uses of wind energy
have been investigated.

As a member of this re-
search group since the
summer of 1978, [ have
actively worked with these
projects. The results of these
experiments are what were
used (in the article) by Wayne
Keese, an agricultural
engineer with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.
The picture he painted was
one that appeared pretty
bleak for wind energy. He
was correct in most of his
opinions, shortsighted on
other points and wrong on a
few others.

Wind-assist irrigation is an
efficient system provided that
you pump water all year
round as city municipalities
such as Canyon and Amarillo,
or only pump water when the
wind blows, which is rather
erratic.

But Mr. Keese was ex-
tremely shortsighted in not
recognizing that wind power
can be used for purposes
other than irrigation.

Wind power isn't just

little or no power is returned
to the utility grid; the farmer
gets full retail rate from his
wind turbine when used to
power any of his electrical
loads (irrigation, farm house
heating, cooling, or electri-
city, the same for livestock
buildings, grain and feed
processing, and many others)
— in fact, any electrical use a
farmer may have.

With proper selection, wind
turbines are a hedge against
inflation with electric rates
going up more and more. |
emphasize '‘proper selec-
tion.”" Some wind turbines
are nothing but junk, and will
not be useful or economic

In a wind regime of 16 mph
annual average windspeed,
this translates into almost
1,000 kilowatt-hours of energy
covering every square foot of
your farm. For some reason,
many critics of wind energy
seem to feel that in a blinding
flash, wind turbines should be
turning out power.

Remember, if you're old
enough, the growing pains
the automobile industry had.
Now it's plagued with recalls
and other problems. Wind
turbines have essentially
come into use over at most
the last 10 years. The auto
industry has had a 75-year
head start; now it's a rare
case when anyone can do
without his or her trusty
wheels. Give wind energy a
chance to mature before pass-
ing judgment.

A local electric co-op made
some pretty scathing remarks
about wind energy, namely
that wind turbines are ALL
unreliable and they take up
too much area. This opinion
is based, unfortunately, upon
a prototype wind turbine used
on a very specialized project.
Wind turbines now run for
many weeks or months with
little or no maintenance. As
for taking up too much farm-
land, in one of our projects,
we have two wind turbines
with about 40 square feet
taken out of use. On culti-
vated land, about a 30 x 40 ft.
area is used. [ have not

~

known a farmstead that did
not have a non-productive
corner that could be used to
harvest the wind.

Wind power has a place in
agriculture, now! We just
have to use it in an intelligent
manner. Wind is controlled
by only one person, and HE's
not likely to shut it off.

Our research group not only
conducts tests on wind energy
applications but conducts
workshops, seminars, or just
guest appearances for any
organization that requests us.
This is our job — to inform
the public about the potential
of wind power. Please feel
free to call upon us or come
and visit us at the research
center at Bushland. We will
try to answer your questions
or find the answers if we need
to.

So total was the Bobbies’
domination over Littlefield in
the district playoff game
Thursday night that Plainview
locals who had come out for
the game wondered aloud
why the Bobbies were in the
playoff situation.

Social Security

The social security disabil-
ity program is a source of
income for millions of dis-
abled individuals and their
families throughout the
country. Consequently it is
also a source of many of the
questions we get here in the
Plainview office. Today I will
discuss some of the aspects of
this program.

In order to qualify for dis-
ability, a person must have a
physical or mental impair-
ment that prevents him or her
from working. This require-
ment is not met if the specific
ailment only stops one from
doing a particular job but
does not preclude other
possible work. It must stop
what we refer to as substan-
tial gainful activity. Work is
usually defined as substantial
and gainful if the person
earns at least $300 per month.

The disabling condition
must also be medically deter-
minable. That is, it must be
subject to verification by
medically acceptable clinical
or laboratory diagnostic tech-
niques. Also, it must have
lasted or be expected to last,
at least 12 months.

For example, Joe broke his
leg and was forced to quit his
usual job as a truck driver.

cause of

The doctor adwsed Joe that
he probably wouldn’t ever be
able to return to driving a
truck because of the compli-
cated nature of the break.
However, there did not seem
to be any reason that Joe
couldn’t work at some other
type of job that didn’t require
the extensive use of his leg.
Even though he might be off
for several months the impair-
ment would probably not pre-
vent some type of work for a
full year.

In this case, Joe would not
be approved for disability
because he wouldn’t be pre-
vented from working for 12
months. And even though he
couldn’t go back to his usual
job, he could do something
else. Of course, Joe would
have the right to file a claim
for disability, but the chances
of approval are slim indeed.

One other thing I would like
to emphasize is that if you are
displaced from your job be-
technological
changes in an industry or you
are laid off because of adverse
economic conditions, it does
not make you eligible for
disability.

Next week I will cover some
of the technical requirements
for disability benefits.

Hart sales-tax rebate
19% over last January

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock last Thursday returned
$106.4 million in local sales
tax payments to 954 cities
who levy the one-percent local
tax.

““This is the biggest single
payment since. city sales tax
rebates began in 1968,"" Bul-
lock said.

The $106.4 million payment
represents a 16 percent jump
over last February’'s checks,
which in turn had grown 16
percent over the previous
February. Payments so far in
1982 are running 13.2 percent
above last year's January
Febmary total.

““This increase is higher
than inflation and population
growth put together,”” Bullock
said, ‘'‘and at least part of this
rise has to come from our
work making sure these cities
get every penny of sales tax
that’s coming to them."

However, Dimmitt's Febru-
ary check is up only 6% over
last year's, while Hart's is up
a whopping 19% over Febru-
ary 1981. Nazareth's Febru-
ary check is down 23% from
last year's.

All three cities also contin-
ue to show less for the year to
date than what was registered
for the same time period the
previous year.

Nazareth had shown an
increase for January, while
both Dimmitt and Hart had
been down, but the increases

in February for Dimmitt and

Hart have lessened the deficit
for the year to date for both of
them.

The biggest check in the
state for the month of Febru-
ary went to the Houston
Metropolitan Transit Author-
ity, which also collects the 1%
sales tax. The check was for
$24.9 million. The city of
Houston received the second
biggest check for $22.4
million.

The city and MTA sales
taxes are collected along with
the state sales tax by mer-
chants and businesses and

rebated monthly to, the cities -

in which they are collected by
the Comptroller.

Dimmitt's net payment for
this February is $20,098.29,
while the February 1981 pay-
ment was $18,885.21. The
1982 payments to date total
$27,882.55, while the pay-
ments to date for last year
were $28,440.23 — a decrease
of 1.96%.

The February payment for
Hart was $3,528.55, and the
1981 February payment was
$2,952.94. The 1982 pay-
ments to date are $3,528.55,
compared to the $3,746.40 to
date for 1981 — a decrease of
5.81%.

The $1,640.58 payment
Nazareth received this Febru-
ary was lower than the
$2,122.30 payment that was
received for February of 1981.
The total to date for 1982 is
$2,904.55, while in 1981 the
total to date was $3,108.31 —
a decrease of 6.56%.
