Demolition of the fire-wrecked gin
of N. B. Embry, destroyed the latter
part of last August, is now in prog-
ress. All the gin machinery, render-|
ed useless for further service by fire
and water, is being removed, and the |
buiding is being razed to the ground.,
In its place, Mr Embry prcposes to
erect one of the most modern and
completely equiped plants in this
section of Texas.

Mr, Embry has just placed the or-
der for the Gullett system of gins,
said to be the last word in gin ma- |

1

ckinery. The new type of gin is man- |
ufactured by the Gullett Gin Co., of
Amite, La., and is to be shipped
from Gulleft, La., by the 15th of
June. In the meantime Mr. Embry
proposes to have the new gin house
completed and in readiness to receive
the new machinery.

The floor level of the new plant,
is to be raised three feet, placing it
above high-water mark, and the floor
is to be laid in concrete, The new
Gullett gin is unique in many ways. |
The gin stands and all machinery are
placed on a level, with the press lo-
cated in a pit. The equipment will
include five 80.saw gin stands, and
the plant will have a capacity of five
bales per hour, as compared with the
three-bale per hour capacity of the
old plant Included are all the at-
tachments for handling cotton of va-
rious grades, from bollies on up.

Mr. Embry contemplates comple-
tion of the plant in its entirety by
August 1st, which should enable him
to blow his whistle when the first
bale of 1922-23 crop rolls in_ The
cost of the new gin plant will be
approximately $10,000,

was able to allay this,
