Linda McClain of the US 
Dept. of Energy, (DOE) who 
is holding a similar meeting in 
Hereford tonight, will be the 
speaker. 

The DOE has contracted 

core drilling tests at several 
locations in Deaf Smith and 
Swisher Counties in search of 
dumping sites for high-level 
nuclear waste. However, it is 
believed that no similar sites 
are being considered in Cas-
tro County. 

The DOE tests have already 
drawn opposition through 
both petitions and citizens' 
meetings in Tulia and Here-
ford. 

County joins 
highway push

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The Castro County Com-
missioners breezed through 
13 issues in a little over an 
hour Monday. 

Highlight topic was high-
way funds — What can be 
done to keep them in the 
Texas Panhandle? 

County Judge Mrs. M. L. 
Simpson told the commission-
ers about the meeting held 
last week in Amarillo con-
cerning the growing need for 
an adequate highway system 
to transport products in the 
Panhandle. 

The Amarillo Chamber of 
Commerce Highway Com-
mittee stressed the need to 
keep funds for repairs and for 
new highways in the area so 
that "we get our fair share," 
Mrs. Simpson said. 

A coalition of area leaders 
and officials will be formed to 
present an appeal on Wed-
nesday, Sept. 22, to the Texas 
Highway and Public Trans-
portation Commission and to 
the state legislature. Sen. Bill 
Sarpalius will be the spokes-
man. 

If enough people show in-
terest, the Amarillo Chamber 
will probably charter a plane 
to go to Austin for the day, at 
a cost of approximately $40 
per person, she added. 

The commissioners said 
they will support the effort. 
Mrs. Simpson said she would

let Amarillo know that Castro 
County will probably send 
representatives on the trip. 

Vicki Jacobs of Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commis-
sion in Amarillo told the 
county board that PRPC will 
abide with the county's de-
cision to keep the CETA 
program through Community 
Action. 

"It is an excellent deliver-
er of services," she said. 

The remaining question is 
whether the program will be 
delivered with PRPC or Bal-
ance of State administration. 
Apparently, the Dept. of La-
bor has assigned Balance of 
State in Austin to handle the 
program next year. 

However, PRPC and Com-
munity Action leaders have 
met and would like to offer 
the program together in one 
system for efficiency, econ-
omy and greater local control, 
Ms. Jacobs said. 

Mrs. Simpson asked Ms. 
Jacobs to let her know when 
the next meeting between 
PRPC and Community Action 
will be held. 

In other action, the county 
governing board: 

—Discussed the condition 
of Rhoads Memorial Library's 
roof. North Plains Roofing of 
Amarillo retopped the roof in 
July, 1980, providing a year's 
guarantee. Librarian Brick 
Autry said that he reported 
leakage before the year was 
up and that the roof continues 
to leak. An adjuster was to 
come to Dimmitt sometime 
this week to make an ap-
praisal of the damage. 

—Learned that two of the 
barns near the Expo Building 
were hit with lightning and 
that electrician Bob Mur-
dock rewired them. Com-
missioners decided to wait 
until stock show time to turn 
on the electricity in the barns. 

—Learned that two fans 
have been installed in the 
Expo Building. Commission-
er Edd Wilson said that the

Mustang All-Stars still alive 

From now on, criminals in 
Castro County will not only 
have to be on the lookout for 
law officers. They'll also have 
to worry about all the eyes 
and ears that may see or hear 
about their crimes. 

A group of citizens, who 
said they are worried mainly 
about a growing list of un-
solved burglaries and thefts in 
the county, voted Monday 
night to establish a county-
wide Crime Line and pay 
rewards to anonymous tip-
sters who help solve felonies. 

The program, to be incor-
porated as Castro County 
Crime Line, Inc., will be 
governed entirely by private 
citizens — although it has the 
blessing of all the county's 
law enforcement agencies. 

Local police departments 
and the sheriff's office will 
man the Crime Line telephone 
and act on tips, but the 
privately administered corp-
oration will handle all the 
money and pay the rewards. 

Here's how it will work: 
When a person calls Crime 

Line with information about 
any crime, he will be advised 
not to give his name. Instead, 
he will be assigned a number. 
After giving his tip over the 
phone, the caller will be told 
to call back at a certain time 
later. 

Then the information will 
be relayed to the appropriate 
law enforcement agency, 
which will follow up on the 
tip. 

If the tip leads to an 
"indictable arrest" for which 
a reward is offered, the law 
enforcement agency will im-
mediately notify the Crime 
Line team, which will 
authorize cash payment of a 
reward and set up a "drop" 
site where the caller can 
collect it. 

When the tipster calls 
Crime Line at the designated 
time later and identifies him-
self by number, he will be 
told exactly when and where 
to collect his reward. A mem-
ber of Crime Line's "Drop 
Committee" will deliver the 
reward ahead of time to the 
designated place, then will 
leave and come back later to 
make sure the reward has 
been picked up. The "drop" 
point could be anywhere in 
the county.

"A tip is sometimes all we 

need," saiitimi-Deptity Sheritt 
Ron Jenkins of Hart. "Our 
investigations on thefts and 
burglaries have been ending 
where they start because no-
body will tell us anything —
nobody wants to get involved. 
We know somebody sees 
some of these crimes." 

Eleven persons — men, 
women, business owners, 
farmers, professional people, 
salaried workers — volunteer-
ed Monday night to serve on 
the Crime Line Board. 
They're now drawing up a list 
of names of people from all 
points in the county to serve 
on a 25-member board of 
directors. 

From this board, several 
will be chosen to serve on the 
''Drop Committee," and 
others will be appointed to the 
Fund Committee to solicit 
money, or to the "Grievance 
Committee," which will rule 
on any questions regarding 
payment of rewards —
whether to pay in question-
able situations, whether to 
increase the reward for cer-
tain crimes, whether to pay 
duplicate rewards, etc. 

The Crime Line group 
wants to have all three cities 
and every crossroads com-
munity in the county repre-
sented on the board. 

The governing board will 
meet only every month or 
two. The bulk of Crime Line's 
work will be carried out by the 
two committees and the local 
news media. 

Approximately 30 private 
citizens and law officers at-
tended Monday night's meet-
ing in Dimmitt's city hall 
auditorium. The group voted 
to form Castro County Crime 
Line, Inc., after hearing the 
coordinator of Lubbock Crime 
Line, Inc., tell of the success 
of the program in and around 
the Hub City. 

Detective Sgt. Joel Nelson 
of the Lubbock Police Dept., 
who "answers the phone" for 
Lubbock Crime Line, Inc., 
said the program there was 
patterned after a successful 
one in Albuquerque. He 
added that Crime Lines are 
being organized in Floyd, 
Lynn, Deaf Smith, Hockley, 
Lamb and Dawson Counties. 

"We've had several pro-
grams in Lubbock in the past 
— TIPS, and so forth — but 
the reason Crime Line works 
so well is that it is run by the 
citizens of Lubbock and Lub-
bock County," Nelson said. 
"They know what the city and 
county need." 

Nelson reported that since

and glamorous to spend one's 
day and nights breaking the 
law and outwitting the poor, 
stupid law-enforcement offi-
cials. 

Children who work with 
their parents are likely to see 
that, when they work, they 
receive a reward. Children 
who roam the streets while 
their parents collect welfare 
or unemployment payments 
or work and get paid far from 
the scene may have a harder 
time understanding the rela-
tionship between work and 
reward. Children who work 
with their parents will pro-
bably be hungry enough to 
eat simple foods and tired 
enough to sleep without 
drugs. Children of whom 
nothing is required frequently 
are picky eaters, light sleep-
ers and have behavior prob-
lems. Have you ever heard of 
a farm child (migrant or 
otherwise) who was hyper-
active? 

I am not suggesting that 
the children of migrant work-
ers or of farmers have an 
idyllic life. They do not 
have many of the opportuni-
ties that are available to 
children whose lifestyles are 
different. However, I bitterly 
resent your implication that 
they are abused and deprived 
by being taught to work at an 
early age. I believe my own 
background, which has some-
thing in common with the 
Carrasco children's has con-
tributed to my having achiev-
ed a comfortable and satisfy-
ing position in life. 

As I understood it, the 
Carrascos are first-generation 

Americans. Why don't you 
research second-generation 
Mexican families which came 
here as farm workers? I sus-
pect you would find some very 
valuable citizens among them. 

After giving the matter a lot 
of thought while writing this 
letter, I think your reporter 
was right, after all. "We" do 
create a permanent under-
class, by making it possible, 
easy and convenient for gen-
eration after generation to live 
without working. I have never 
been in either a large city or a 
small town where service 
workers were not needed. 
Everywhere I look, I see 
"help wanted" signs for jobs 
in grocery stores, in fast-food 
restaurants, as domestic 
workers, as maintenance 
workers, or as department 
store clerks. I have not 
worked in a grocery store, but 
did wait tables, clean other 
people's houses, shoveled 
manure, and worked as a 
department store clerk. My 
husband washed dishes, 
cleaned animal cages and 
worked in a carbon-black 
plant to get through college. 
ANYBODY can get the kind of 
jobs we were willing to do for 
long enough to buy a bus 
ticket to a place where conch-
tions are better. 

I suggest to you, and hope 
you will suggest to your re-
porters, that the Carrasco 
family is happier, healthier 
and more valuable to society 
than the welfare families that 
"we" haVe chosen to support 
with our tax dollars.

For the last few weeks on 
the best seller table, one title 
in particular seems to have 
caused less than a furor. 

"The One Tree" by Steph-
en R. Donaldson has not been 
a favorite item. One reason is 
that the cover looks funny. It 
looks like a child's book. It 
looks like a fantasy, and it is. 

Actually the book is the 
latest in a whole set of 
fantasies by Mr. Donaldson. 
The fantasies began with a 
trilogy called "The Chronicles 
of Thomas Covenant, the Un-
believer." "The One Tree" is 
the second volume of a second 
trilogy about Thomas Coven-
ant. 

In 'order to know about the 
second trilogy this writer has 
to investigate the first, which 
luckily, we had right in the 
library on the science fiction 
shelf. What it was doing on 
the science fiction shelf we'll 
never know. It could go into 
fiction, for example, but after 
reading the wild slip cover 
and dipping into various pass-
ages, science fiction seemed 
as a good a place as any. 

It all starts with a book 
called "Lord Foul's Bane." 
Thomas Covenant, a modern 
day successful writer. comes 

down with leprosy and, be-
cause his case is so bad and 
so horrible to deal with, loses 
his fame, family and much of 
his self respect. Quite sud-
denly he is borne to another 
world where he becomes an 
important person to a people 
fighting for their very exist-
ence against an evil and 
powerful force. 

The most intriguing theme 
of the trilogy is Covenant's 
way of coping with his strange 
world. In one way; he loves 
his new-found importance. In 
another, he can't make him-
self believe in his own self 
worth, which is why he is 
called the unbeliever. The 
reader will find a fine person-
ality sketch in Thomas Cove-
nant but won't find him a 
likable hero. Actually, he's an 
anti-hero. 

So this is the introduction to 
a literary personality which 
future readers will come to 
know much like we know 
Bilbo Baggins in "The Hob-
bitt." 

"He's awful!" they'll say. 
But Author Donaldson is a 

good enough writer to make 
us all read through six books 
about a modern man, an un-
believer. 

And who knows? We may 
well be reading about our-
selves. 

Dear Sir: 
Your July 11 "Sunday 

Morning" program contained 
two segments that made me 
so angry that I could not eat 
my bacon and eggs. 

The story about the high 
unemployment rate among 
black youths in which the 
reporter stated, "We have 
created a permanent under-
class," was very irritating to 
one who CHOSE not to re-
main in the "underclass." 
However, I have no personal 
knowledge about conditions in 
the area being discussed and 
so cannot dispute the allega-
tions with any authority. 

But the story about the 
children working in the fields 
in Dimmitt, Texas, is another 
matter. My impression was 
that the writer of that story 
(speaking for CBS) disapprov-
ed of the fact that the Carras-
co family (except for the 
2-year-old) worked together 
picking onions. 

When I was a child, my 
family also worked together in 
the fields pulling cotton in 
Greer and Beckham Counties 
in Oklahoma, about 100 miles 
from Dimmitt. Until 1952, 
when I was 11 years old, my 
parents and four children 
lived in a three-room house 
with no plumbing. Besides 
pulling cotton, I remember 
helping to harvest feed crops 
and chopping weeds with a 
hoe. I don't know at what age 
we started WORKING in the 
field because babies were 
taken to the field and, at a 
very early age, started pulling 
cotton and putting it into a 
tiny sack about a foot or so 
long. Yes, it WAS hard work 
("stoop labor"). Our backs 
hurt; our knees hurt (we 
alternated crawling and 
stooping to pull cotton). We 
were hot, and we got dirty. 
We carried water from a well, 
heated it in pans and bathed 
in a wash tub in the kitchen. 

I suggest to yob that, in 
spite of that, we were both 
happier and healthier (men-
tally and physically) than 
many of today's children who 
sit or lie in front of a TV set 
for hours and days at a time 
while their parents work away 
from the home to provide 
them with designer jeans, 
video games and junk food. 

Children who work side-by-
side with their parents know 
they are an important part of 
the family unit. Children who 
sit at home or roam the 
streets while their parents 
work (or don't work) can 
hardly be expected to know 
that kind of relationship or 
closeness. 

Children who work with 
their families are exposed to 
their PARENTS' values. 
Those values can reasonably 
be expected to be more 
work-oriented than the values 
offered in many TV shows. 
The popular Dukes of Haz-
zard, for example, teaches 
youngsters that it is smart

New chief talks to Rotarians The following news release 
is from the May 1982 issue of 
the Texas Veterans Affairs 
Commission Journal: 

The U. S. Veterans Admin-
istration is now involved in 
the very serious matter of 
seeking 	payment 	on 
thousands of debts and over-
payments existing in the 
accounts of veterans and their 
dependents and survivors. 
Many of these VA debts were 
created many years ago when 
veterans sold their GI loan 
homes which were later fore-
closed due to non-payment of 
the mortgage. 

In many instances, the VA 
made efforts to collect the 
debts years ago, and decided 
they were uncollectable at 
that time. Until such time as 
a legitimate debt to the 
Federal Government is paid in 
full or otherwise properly 
disposed of by waiver, etc., 
there is no statute of limita-
tions. 

In many cases at this time, 
veterans have long forgotten 
about the old educational 
overpayments or loan default 
debts. When such veterans 
now apply and are found 
eligible for VA disability pen-
sion or compensation, the 
monetary benefits are with-
held until the full amount of 
the overpayment has been 
recouped. 

When a person is advised 
of any overpayment in VA 
benefits, the initial action 
should be to be sure the debt 
is legitimately owed. If so, 
and there were any mitigating 
circumstances, perhaps a 
waiver of the overpayment 
should be requested. If the 
waiver is denied, such 
decision may be appealed if 
the claimant desires to go that 
route. 

In many instances, debts 
are incurred administratively 
due to the lack of information 
or evidence. When such a 
case in encountered, local 
Service Officers should 
determine what evidence is 
required to clear the debt. 

In no instance should a debt 
or overpayment be accepted 
without argument unless the 
claimant is convinced it was 
incurred through his or her 
own fault. All persons 
involved in these debts and 
overpayments should discuss 
their cases with their local 
Veterans Service Officers.

YOUR 
CITY _ 	AT WORK 

By PAUL CATOE 
City Manager 

In last week's article, I 
state that City personnel 
would work to clean up all 
City-owned property. I am 
happy to report that we are 
making some progress along 
these lines. 

City personnel are currently 
cleaning up around City barns 
and warehouses, and they 
have almost completed their 
mowing at the airport. 

We are also spraying herbi-
cide on the weeds which have 
grown up through the asphalt 
in our streets. 

City crews will also clean 
up the caked-on dirt which 
has accumulated on the City 
streets up next to the curbs. 
Recent rains have added to 
this problem by washing more 
dirt from the alleyways into 
the City gutters. When this 
occurs, various types of weeds 
seem to sprout up and grow 
within the gutters, and this, if 
left unattended, can cause 
serious damage to our City 
streets. 

The City recently purchased 
a new Elgin street sweeper 
from Environmental Sales & 
Service in Hurst. The 
planned delivery date is 
Wuesdaylaktbelieve that this 
new trniF -All -help City 
personnel care for and main-
tain our City streets in a much 
more efficient manner, as our 
old sweeper has been out of 
operation for approximately 
six months. 

City personnel are making 
every effort to clean up City 
property and maintain it on a 
regular basis. Therefore, we 
are requesting that owners of 
private property make the 
same type of voluntary effort. 
Last week cur building in-
spector sent out approximate-
ly 13 notices to private prop-
erty owners in regard to their 
neglected property. We hope 
to send out 10 to 15 notices 
each week to notify property 
owners that they are required 
to maintain their lots and 
homes within the City. 

Last week we printed Sec-
tions I through V of the City's 
ordinance on the maintenance 
of private property. 	This 
week we are printing Sections 
VI, VII, and VIII: 

Section VI. 	"From and 
after the date of article, it 
shall be illegal for any person 
owning or occupying any such 
lot, place or area in the City of 
Dimmitt, Texas, to maintain 
such nuisance, as hereinabove 
defined, on such lot, place or 
area, and upon conviction for 
maintaining such nuisance, as 
hereinabove defined, the 
owner or occupant of such 

premises shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor." 

Section VII. "Upon convic-
tion for the offense of main-
taining such nuisance, the 
owner or occupant of such lot, 
place or area shall be fined 
not less than $1.00 nor more 
than $200.00 for" such offense, 
and each day that such nuis-
ance is maintained shall be a 
separate offense." 

Section VIII. 	"The City 
Health Officer, City Building 
Inspector, Fire Marshall, or 
any one of them is hereby 
authorized and impowered to 
notify, in writing, the owner 
or occupant of any such lot, 
place or area within the City, 
or the agent of such owner or 
occupant to cut, destroy and/ 
or remove any such weeds, 
grass or deliterious, unhealth-
ful growth, or other noxious 
vegetable matter found grow-
ing, lying or located on such 
owner's property or upon the 
sidewalk (or in the alley) 
abutting the same or to fill or 
drain such hole or place, or 
drain or remove such stagnant 
water, as the case may be. 
Such notice shall be United 
States mail, addressed to said 
owner, or agent of said 
owner, or occupant or his 
agent, at Ili* IS known 
address, or as hereafter more 
fully provided by publication 
of such notice. If the owner 
or occupant of such premises 
is unknown or his address is 
unknown, then such notice 
may be given by publishing 
the same two (2) times within 
ten 110) consecutive days in a 
newspaper of general circula-
tion published in Dimmitt, 
Castro County, Texas. 

I hope that by printing this 
information we can better 
inform residents of their 
responsibility to maintain 
their private property. I also 
hope that residents will con-
tact me or our City building 
inspector if they have any 
questions about this ordin-
ance,

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'i'o boost sales, growers 
need to advertise effectively. 
More people can be made 
aware of the market with 
advertising spots on local 
television and radio stations 
and in newspapers. 

One difficulty for a com-
munity in establishing a 
market is that it's sometimes 
hard to identify growers. 
Those who would be willing to 
participate are the small, 
weekend gardeners rather 
than the established bigtime 
producers, noted the econo-
mist. 

Time is another problem. 
Someone has to sit with the 
produce to sell it, and this 
cuts into busy schedules. 

"Economics and self-
satisfying participation are 
the major thrusts behind the 
re-emergence of the commun-
ity market concept," said 
Powell. "People enjoy having 
an alternative to merely 
accepting retail grocery 
prices. Plus there's the nos-
talgia trend. People seem to 
be going back to the old ways 
of doing things." 

Community markets also 
have a social aspect. They 
enable people to get together, 
drink coffee and chat, as well 
as carry on their business.

The thought of obtaining 
fresh fruits and vegetables at 
a reasonable price appeals to 
most of our palates as well as 
our pocketbooks — especially 
now when making ends meet 
is somewhat more difficult 
than it used to be. 

On the other hand, week-
end gardeners who wind up 
with more produce than their 
families can use generally 
would rather see it go to a 
good cause than watch it 
spoil. 

Both of these elements 
have brought a rejuvenation 
of the local community market 
concept, pointed out Gordon 
Powell, an economist in fruit 
and vegetable marketing. 

"It's a perfect marketing 
match," noted Powell, with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service. "Both parties 
benefit if there are a large 
enough number of people and 
small producers in a particu-
lar area. The consumer pays 
for a good product, and the 
producer finds an outlet for 
his surplus without going 
through a middleman." 

Powell listed three major 
criteria for this type of 
market. They are produce 
growers who are interested in 
selling, an easily accessible 
facility and consumers 
interested in buying fresh 
farm produce. 

Backyard gardeners should 
grow a wide enough variety of 
products to provide a good 
selection for consumers, 
suggested the economist. 
Growers generally rent their 
own stalls at the market and 
choose their own price and 
quality control committees. 

"In the summer, many 
people buy vegetables in 
hamper lots to use in home 
canning and freezing. There-
fore, growers should have 
various quantities of fresh 
produce available," advised 
Powell. "In addition, home-
made cakes, bread, cider and 
any other items may be sold."

Damage appears as a yel-
low mottling where mites 
have fed on the plant cells. 
Treatment is usually justified 
when spider mites and web-
bing are present in the middle 
third of the plant before dent 
stage is reached. 

Azodrine again received a 
section 18 registration for 
spider mites in field corn for 
1982. 

Western corn rootworm 
beetles are present in many 
fields and are causing concern 
in those fields still in the early 
silk stage. Control may be 
considered if beetles average 
5-8/plant and silks are being 
chewed back to within 1/2  inch 
of the ear tip. Once silks 
begin to dry, pollination is 
complete.

SORGHUM 
Corn leaf aphids are very 

abundant and causing concern 
in sorghum. In some fields, 
heavily infested leaves show 
pale green mottling where 
colonies have apparently been 
feeding, and occasionally leaf 
tips may be red or dying. 
Lady beetles and larvae are 
common and may help reduce 
infestations. Corn leaf aphids 
are not usually considered of 
economic importance on 
grain sorghum, and often dis-
appear as the head emerges. 
Some seed sorghum lines 
have been observed that react 
to infestations of corn leaf 
aphids. 

Greenbugs have not been a 
problem yet. 

CORN 
Southwestern corn borer 

ISWCB) activity has been 
very light this week, A few 
eggs were found in two pest 
management fields July 22. 
Light trap catches of SWCB 
moths remain very low. Other 
reports also indicate that sig-
nificant egg lay has not yet 
occurred in most fields. Corn 
borer moth emergence is un-
derway, but mating, dispersal 
from infested fields, and egg 
laying will require several 
days. Egg laying is expected 
to increase about July 28-
Aug. 1, but don't use this or 
any other date as a calendar 
spray date. Field scouting will 
be necessary to determine if 
the level of infestation justi-
fies the cost of treatment. 

Treatment is usually recom-
mended when 20-25% of the 
plants have eggs or small 
larvae. 

Furadan® 4F and 10G, 
Diazinone , Sevimol® , Sev-
in® XLR are labeled for 
SWCB control. Lorsban® 4E 
and 15G recently received a 
federal registration for SWCB 
control in field corn. Both 
Lorsban® formulations have 
a 35 day pre-harvest interval. 

Last year, Ambush® 
Pounce® , and Pydrin® re-
ceived a Section 18 registra-
tion for use in field corn for 
corn borer control. However, 
this registration has not pre-
sently been granted by the 
Texas Department of Agri-
culture for 1982. Pydrin® is 
federally labeled for use in 
corn in 1982, but has a 60 day 
pre-harvest interval. 

Spider Mite populations 
have steadily increased dur-
ing the recent week of hot, 
dry weather. Moisture stress-
ed fields have particularly 
heavy infestations on lower 
leaves and small colonies can 
be found moving into the 
middle of the plants. six-
spotted thrips, lacewing lar-
vae, and pirate bug nymphs 
are commonly seen mite pre-
dators. 

Check for spider mite col-
onies and webbing by examin-
ing the underside of lower 
leaves. Remove the leaf and 
hold it in the sunlight. Mites

the inception of Crime Line, 
Inc., in Lubbock about two
