E. Fer­
guson of Temple running in second place. The come-back of Fer­
guson is one of the most sensational episodes in political history. 
It appears certain now that Mayfield and he will be in the sena­
torial run-off.

LYNCHING RECORD IN U. S. FOR 
SIX MONTHS.

GOOD HUNTING FOR SHARKS

The Tu.-kegee Normal and Indus­
trial Institute, for colored young men 
and women, located at Tuskegjje, Ok­
lahoma. has sent out a report on 
lynchings in the United States for 
the first six months of the year.

There have been 30 lynchings in 
the U. S. according to the negro 
school's report for the first fix 
months of 1922. which is six less 
than for the first six months last 
year and 18 more than for the first 
six months o f 1920. Texas and Mis­
sissippi are charged with 19 of the 
30, or almost two-thirds of the total 
number.

Of those lynched, 2 were white and 
28 were negroes- Eleven of those 
put to death were charged with the 
crime of rape and nineteen were 
charged with other offenses. Five 
o f those put to death were burned at 
the stake and 3 were first put to 
death and then their bodies were 
burned. Four of those lynched in the 
year 1921, were burned at the stake 
and three were first put to death, 
and their their bodies were burned.

The states in which lynchings oc­
curred and the number in each state 
are as follows: Alabama. 1; Arkan­
sas. 2; Florida, 1; Georgia. 3; Loui­
siana. 1; Mississippi, 7; South Caro­
lina, 1; Oklahoma, 1; and Texas, 12.—

Good roads building is in its infan­
cy.

No one item of public improve­
ment is more important than good 
roads, and the man who offers for 
a place on the road building commis­
sion, or w'ho is already serving on 
that commission must show ability to 
cope with the situation, if he expects 
to remain in charge of the road 
work very long.

We have at last reached the point 
in history' where almost every person 
is a good road advocate, and is de­
manding more highways and better 
highways.—Ballinger Banner-Ledger.
