The biggest still and outfit ever |
seen in these parts was captured at
2:30 o'clock Monday morning eight
miles south of Brady in the Voca
community by Constable Green Owens
and his deputy. Two trucks were re-
quired to bring the outfit to Brady
Monday morning, there being a huge
copper boiler of 25 to 30 gallon ca-
pacity, an iron barrel fitted up as
«wondenser, and fifteen wooden bar-
rels. Eight full barrels and two half
barrels of sour mash, together with
25 gallons of whisky were taken with
the outfit. The still was well con-
cealed in a ravine alongside a big,
bluff in the east pasture of Albert
Behrens.

Behrens, himself, while searching the
pasture for a stray hog and some
goats, came unawares upon the still,
which was then in custody of the
constable and his men. It was Mr.
Behrens first knowledge of the still
on his place. Mr. Behrens says that
in all the 21 years he has lived there,
he has borne an enviable reputation,
and he regrets vefy much the un-
pleasant notoriety connected with the
finding of the still there.

The entire outfit appears especial-
ly designed for the use to which il
was being put. The immense copper
boiler was connected with an equal-
ly immense brass, copper-lined worm,
coiled inside of an iron barrel, and
which formed a splendid condenser,
the distilled product dripping into
an op°n barrel. The outfit must have
a capacity of 25 to 30 gallons of
corn liquor per day.

Arrival of the caravan bearing the
contraband equipment to Brady yes-
terday about noon, gathered a circus
crowd of the curious. While the
mash had all been emptied out, there
was sufficient odor to dispel any
doubts as to what they had contain-
ed, and a 5-gallon jug held what is
said to have been 100-proof white
mule.
