Geldthwaite, Text, Sept. 8.— An un­
identified woman jumped from the 
window o f Santa Fe train No. 91 
close to here tonight, about 8:00 o’­
clock, receiving, among other in­
juries a fractured skull.

Texas, and was sent 
from Atlanta, G a , dated July 17, and 
inside o f the envelope was the name. 
Mrs. Mary Evans.

Railroad officials made every e f­
fort last night to discover the iden­
tity o f the woman. A  man was 
sent to the address near Belton to 
see if the person to whom the letter 
was addressed could give him any 
assistance. At a late hour last night 
she had not been identified.

Young Woman Yet Unconscious.
Mrs. Roy Evans, who was serious­

ly  injured Friday night when she 
jumped from the westbound Santa 
Ke No. 91 near Goldthwaite, was in 
a critical condition in a local surgi­
cal institution last night, having been 
unconscious since she was brought 
here early yesterday morning.

Attendant physicians said that 
while her condition is quite critical 
and her recovery is uncertain, it is 
not believed that she suffered a frac­
tured skull as it was at first report­
ed. Besides the contusion, or pos­
sibly fracture, o f the skull, she is 
suffering from a badly bruised left 
eye and bruises o f the left hip and 
shoulder. I t  was also said that it is 
possible that her left side is par­
alyzed.— Temple Telegram, Sept. 9th.

Austin, Sept. 10.— In a statement issued by George B. Ter­
rell, State commissioner of agriculture, he reviews the cotton 
situation and appeals to farmers and business men not to force 
cotton upon the market. He insists that conditions justify 30c 
cotton at the present timq, He said: “I do not advise, I give 
facts and sensible men ought to reach sensible conclusions. The 
cotton crop this year, as estimated by the Government in the re­
port of September 1, indicates a yield of 10,575.000 bales. The 
Texas crop is estimated at 3,614,000 bales, which I believe to be 
one million bales too high.

ER ATTENDANCE
The Brady schools opened most 

auspiciously Monday morning and ev­
erything points to one o f the most 
successful school years had yet. A ll 
records promise to be broken in the 
way o f attendance, judging from the 
opening enrollment, the high school 
department showing an increase o f 
33 1-3T in attendance over the op­
ening enrollment last year.

On the other hand, the tendency to- 
wnrd twentieth century building Is Ir­
resistible. and the most up-to-date tal­
ent is displayed in the erection of lux­
urious homes or public buildings In 
Bogota today.

The national capital situated on the 
southern side o f the Plaza de Bolivar, 
resembles the Church of the Madeleine 
in Parts, and Is considered one of the 
best stone edifices In South America.

Along the entire western side of the 
plaza extend* buildings uniformly of 
pure French style, and along the north­
ern side modern buildings occupied by 
hanks and commercial houses; the 
eastern side Is occupied by the cathe­
dral, a massive structure, the towers 
of which rise 30 meters, and some few 
old bouses.
