For 100 People

Construction of the new Castro 
County Recreation Center in West 
Dimmitt will provide 4,000 man-
days of labor and employment for 
100 people, according to Donald 
R. Jennings, county supervisor for 
Farmers Home Administration. 

CONTRACTS for the project 
may be awarded within two 
weeks. Bids will be opened June 
19. 

Ed Biggs of Wichita Falls, en-
gineer for the project has estima-
ted 75 working days on the pro-
ject, including 30 or more days of 
dirt moving alone. 

The FHA loan approved for the 
project includes $100,003 for land 
purchase and $167,220 for const-
ruction. The 100-acre center will 
include a 40-acre, nine-hole golf 
course, Olympic-size swimming 
pool, trap shooting range, child-
ren's fishing lake, picnic areas 
and club house, plus two junior 
baseball parks to be built by civic 
clubs. 

Heavy storm clouds Sunday 
night spawned drenching rains 
and crop-pounding hail across 
the southern third of the county 
and whipped up a twister near 
Flagg to climax a wild weekend 
of weather. 

HEAVIEST hit this time were 
the Flagg, Sunnyside and Hart 
areas, where the storm dropped 
heavy hail and up to four inches 
of rain within an hour. 

In Dimmitt, many streets in 
the southern part of the city 
were running curb-to-curb and 
part of Broadway was under 
water as the storm dropped an 
official .67 of an inch onto al-
ready-wet ground. A horse stak-
en out near City Lake at the 
south city limits found himself 
standing almost knee-deep in wat-
er before the runoff ended. 

The southwestern quarter of the 
county apparently got the worst 
of it. 

AT THE T. G. McKinney farm, 
four miles west and one north of 
the Flagg crossroads, a twister 
scattered 17 cotton trailers, turn-
ed a combine around, wrapped a 
30-ft. TV antenna over the roof 
of the house and uprooted two 
trees. 

But the twister apparently leap-
frogged over the house, and the 
McKinneys weren't hurt. The on-
ly damage to the McKinneys' 
home was a ripped-out vent 
pipe on the roof, although the 
twister tore up machinery and 
trees on three sides of the house. 

ACCOMPANIED by two inches 
cf rain in less than an hour, the 
twister struck at 6:30 p.m., 
throwing most of its fury into a 
row of 17 parked cotton trailers 
west cf the McKinney home. The

trailers, parked and butted 	to- 
gether three wide and five deep, 
were scattered like sailboats in 
a storm. One was slammed into 
a combine 50 feet away, another 
came to rest upside down on a 
stack of gated irrigation pipe, and 
a third was overturned and "Tuck- 
ed" over the end of a grain truck. 

McKinney said the trucks and 
combines parked between the cot- 
ton trailers and the house probably 
kept the trailers from 	being 
slammed against the west side of 
their home. 

EITHER THE same hitter or 
severe accompanying winds also 
caused lighter damage to neigh- 
boring farms. At Buster Mor-
gan's farm west of McKinney's, a 
storage tank was knocked over and 
damaged the water system. A 
trailer was overturned at Andy Be- 
hrends' farm south of the Mc-
Kinneys, and irrigation pipe was 
scattered across a field on the 
Wayne Jackson farm east. 

In the surrounding area near 
Flagg, James Welch reported 
three inches of rain and hard 
hail. He said the storm ruined 
his young soybeans and caused an 
80 percent loss on his cotton and 
30 percent on his wheat. 

BOB ANTHONY, three miles 
west of the Flagg crossroads, re-
ported heavy rain and high winds 
that blew limbs off his trees. He 
said he received four inches of 
rain altogether Saturday and Sun-
day nights. 

ClYde H. Damron reported 31/2  
inches of rain Sunday night and 
hail damage to his cotton "but 
riot enough damage to replant." 

At Flagg Grain Co., Beorge Bla-
nton said his gauge registered 1.6 
inches Sunday night, and 2.2 
incdes Sunday night, and report-
ed heavy wheat damage six to 
seven miles west of Flagg, with 
some cotton ruined also. 

Irvin Ott, four miles southwest 
of Flagg, said he received two 
inches Sunday night but had no 
damage. He reported a two-week 
total of five inches on his farm. 

SUNNYSIDE was hard hit again 
too. 

Starting at 7 p.m. Sunday, the 
heavy, rolling thunderstorm drop-
ped three separate attacks of hail 
on Sunnyside, wiping out a two-
mile-wide strip of cotton and soy-
beans. 

Hailstones as large as golf balls 
fell first as accompanying rain 
flooded Highway 385 in places. 
A second hailstorm yielded mar-
ble-size iceballs after the wind 
subsided, and Ater the Sunnyside

Further-
more, there are other expenses be- 
sides the basic charges. Books 
and supplies cost the average 
family $160 a year for each stud-
ent. Transportation oasts range 
from $150 to $250 a year. Per-
penses average $400. Including 
all these expenses, it now might 
cost a family up to $3,200 a year 
to keep a youngster in a private 

ege or university average a little 
more than $1,000 a year in 1967, 
according to HEW. Those same 
basic fees and charges at a pri-
vate institution averaged about 
$2,100. Thus, four years at a pub-
lic or private university or coll-
ege will cost a family $4,000 to 
$8,000 for one youngster alone. 

FOR THE average three-child

vestment, according to the De-
partment of Health, Education 
and Welfare. 

THE NATIONAL Association of 
Home Builders has reported that 
the average new home last year 
cost in the neighborhood of $20,000, 
not counting interest on the mort 
gage.

JUNE IS Dairy Month and Na-
tional Barbecue Month. So let's 
be sure and make use of dairy 
products. 

This is a good time of year for 
barbecuing also. Here are some 
helps. Cheese is a concentrated 
food containing most of the food 
materials found in milk, from 
which it was made. The exact 
nutritive value depends on the 
variety, manufacturing procedure 
and moisture and butterfat can-
tent. To make one pound of ched-
dar cheese requires about nine 
pounds cf milk. 

Either well-aged or process 
cheddar cheese blends easily with 
the other ingredients of sauces or 
casserole dishes. When you cook 
cheese, remember that it is a pro-
tein-rich focd and subject to the 
general ru'es for protein cookery. 
Go easy with the heat. High heat 
or cocking too long makes cheese 
tough, stringy or leathery and may 
cause mixtures of cheese, ;beg 
and milk to curdle. To speed 
the melting and blending of cheese 
with other ingredients, grate or 
chop it into small pieces. 

CHEESE IS one of our most nu-
tritious and versatile foods. Be-
cause it is an excellent source of 
many important nutrients in the 
diet arid because it is a well-
liked food, cheese is used freely 
in planning mea's and making 
many good dishes. 

With a smooth cheese sauce as 
a starter, you can build many 
kinds of dishes. You'll need 4 
tablespoons fat, 4 tablespoons 
Mar, 2 cups milk, 1.12 teaspoon 
salt, and 'a pound thinly shaved 
cheese. Melt the fat, and blend 
in the flour. Add cold milk and 
salt. Heat and stir until thick-
ened. Add the cheese, and stir 
until it mea.s. Serve on bread or 
toast slices, boi'ed rice, hominy 
grits, macaroni or spaghetti, bal-
ed potatoes, cabbage, asparagas, 
onions, cauliflower or broccoli. 

For an unusual taste treat, try 
Chicken. Make the sauce with 

cup honey, one-third cup pre-
pared mustard, 2 tablespoons le-
mon juice and a dash of salt. 
Marinate the chicken pieces in 
half the sauce 1 to 2 hours in 
the refrigerator. Save the rest of 
the sauce to serve at the table, 
either heated or chil'ed. Put the 
chicken, skin side down, on the 
broiler pan 7 to 9 inches below 
the heat. Brush with inel,ecl 
butter and broil about 20 min-
utes, brush with the drippings 
and broil 10 minutes more. Turn 
the chicken, skin side up, brush 
with butter, and broil until almost 
done, about 20 minutes. Brush

Retail lumber dealers of ToNas 
have long wanted a place where 
young people could be trained in 
building materials technology and 
marketing without having to go to 
college for it. Such a school is 
now in operation, and lumbermen 
have had a hand in designing the 
courses. 

IT IS THE James Connally 
Technical Institute of Texas A&M 
University, located at Waco. 

The school does not offer a coll-
ege degree, and not all courses 
are transferrable to a four-year 
college. Persons enrolling do not 
have to have high school dip-
lomas, but they must show a de-
sire to improve themselves and 
they must discuss with school offi-
cials prior to enrollment. 

The school offers complete liv-
ing facilities on the campus. The 
complete course of study takes 
two years. The school operates 
on a "tri-mester basis — three 
terms per year of 15 weeks each. 

THE COURSE is listed 	as 

"Building Materials Technology 
and marketing." It gives a mix-
ture of technical information on 
construction and materials, along 
with training in merchandising, 
accounting and marketing.

The Research committee of 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., is 
recommending that the 23-county 
cotton producer organization in 
1967 proVide grants-in-aid totaling 
$32,200 to help carry out 12 re-
search projects on High Plains 
Cotton production, according to 
Don Jones, committee chairman. 

The committee's recommenda-
tions already have been approv-
ed by PCG's Finance Committee 
and will be considered later this 
month by the oganization's full 48-
man board. 

THE RRESEARCH Committee 
will recommend that a major por-
tion of the funds, $21,800, be spent 
on the development and evalua-
tion of improved varieties and 
strains of cotton adapted to High 
Plains conditions and on cotton di-
sease and weed control research. 

Other studies the committee felt 
should get financial help include 
conservation and utilization of rain-
fall and irrigation water, various 
methods of modifying the cotton 
plant fcr adaption to the low 
temperatures sometimes prevail-
ing cn the Plains, soil fertility 
ar.d the influence of planting de-
signs and climatic conditions on 
cotton fiber development. 

Established research institut-
ions sharing in the grants will 
be the South Plains Research and 
Extension Center at Lubbock, the 
Texas Agricu'tural Experiment 
Station at Bushland, the High 
Plains Research Foundation at 
Halfway and Texas Technologica 
College.

MANY tarn-rens have never con-
sidered a double-crop system, but 
for those who have been hurt by 
the freeze and drouth this 
might be an ideal year to con- 
sider planting soybeans following 
wheat, according to the High 
Plains Research Foundation. 

No accurate to has been coll-
ected, but it appears that farm-
ers who have tried double-crop-
ping in a normal year have 
been averaging about 20 to 25 
bushels of soybeans after wheat. 
Most of these seed have been 
planted in the first or second week 
of July. However, according to 
tests at the foundation, it appears 
that if soybeans could be planted 
approximately 10 days earlier, a 
farmer could expect from an 8 to 
10 bushel increase in yield, and 
should be able to expect better 
quality beans. 

THERE DOES NOT seem to 
be an abundance of good quality 
soybean seed available this year, 
and it is very possible the wheat 
problem, coupled with possible 
hair-out on cotton, may cause the 
supply to be even shorter. For 
these situations, the early matur-
ing varieties are recommended, 
such as the Patterson, Clark 63, 
and Wayne. If a farmer can fore-
see a need for soybean seed for 
any purpose, he would probably 
be wise to seek out a source of 
supply in the near future, be-
cause a poor quality seed can on-
ly result in less netklollar return 
for himself.

Horton explained that the First 

State Bank "puts a man on the 
road anytime there's a prospect 
for Dimmitt, no matter how re-
mote." 

Horton's opinion was, "The only 
advantage I see to an industrial 
corporation is to gather the 
money and have it availab'e. . 
I think a corporation would be a 
good deal, strictly for the purpose 
of getting the money to work with." 

"IF YOU go Into this thing," 
Newman said, "you need a dues 
system so ycu can bring in 
$10,000 or so a year, then in seve-
ral years you'll have enough mon-
ey to do something toward indus-
trial 'development." 

Those at Wednesday's meeting 
agreed that Dimmitt will be in an 
ideal position for gcing after new 
industry when the new airport, 
labor housing project and re-
creation center are competed this 
fall, 

Money has been a problem for 
many small cities in their efforts 
to get new industries. This prob-
lem is what prompted the Texas 
Legislature this year to adopt a 
propcscd constitutional amend-
ment that would enab'e cities 
to call bond elections to finance 
new industries. The amendment 
will be voted on in next Novem-
ber's general election. 

According to Larry Melner, in-
dustrial development specialist 
with Southwestern Public Service 
Co., the main factors in industrial 
development are community bet-
terment programs, research for 
manufacturers, site selection, fi-
nancing, and prospecting for new 
industries.
