Everything from computerized
tic-tac-toe and musical automobile
parts to flying Indians and Ger-
man oompah bands will be avail-
able for visitors to the industrial
section of HemisFair.

SEVEN of the nation’s 11 larg-
est industries are among the 20
industrial -and institutional pavi-
lions at the six-month World's
Fair, which opens its doors to the
public April 6.

The Bell Telephone System off-
ers the futuristic game of tic-tac-
toe in its 10,000 sq. ft. exhibit,
along with picture telephones and
computer age guessers. The
musical auto  parts—including
such as trumpets made from ax-
Jes—will be seen at the Ford Mo
tor Co. pavilion.

The German band will be part
of the atmosphere in the Falstaff
pavilion in the restored Halff
homestead. And the “Los Vola-
" dores de Papantla,’” the flying In-
dians of Mexico, will perform at
the Frito-Lay-Pepsi-Cola exhibit.

The industrial exhibits will be
free to visitors to the World's
Fair, as will the pavilions of for-
eign governments < from every
country.

The pavilions blend both the old
and new. Several exhibits are lo-
cated in the 24 historic structures
restored on the 92.6-acre grounds.
Others are in new buildings erect-
ed for the international exposition.

The Bapfist exhibit, for exam-
ple, is housed in the Eagar home,
which was part of a Spanish grant
of 1810 and was a wedding pre-
sent to Sarah Riddle Eager, the
first Anglo-American child born in
San Antonio.

THE $650,000 Woman's Pavilion
accommodates 1,500 visitors per
hour to tell the story of ““Woman's
Changing Role in a Changing
World."” Included in the new four-
level building is a modern thea-
ter-type presentation complete
with displays of fact and enter-
tainment.

The industrial
exhibits include:

Coca Cola — The world-famed
marionettes of Marty and Sid
Krofft will be featured in a 25
minute puppet show 12 times dai-
ly. The 30-inch wooden perform-
ers are worth $1,000 each. After
each show the audience will be
invited backstage to see how the
Kroffts do it.

Eastman Kodak — The 5,000 sq.
ft. pavilion features suspended
cubes projecting motion pictures
and slides to other cubes made of
a new, bright screen material.
variety of three dimensional forms
and prints are shown on print
frees.

FORD MOTOR Co.—The 10,500
square foot pavilion features a
motion picture in the round using
nine projectors on a screen 16
feet hich and 146 feet long. Be-
sides the film, Ford will display
products from a replica of Henry
Ford's original quadricycle to
modern cars and trucks. Music
appears to come from automobile
parts in the 13-piece ‘‘Autolite-
Ford Parts Harmonic orchestra.”

Frito-Lay-Pepsi-Cola — The Fly-
ing Indians of Mexico perform a
400-year-old ritual climaxed by a
flight around a 114-foot pole like
giant birds. The ceremonial ori-
ginated with the Totonacan In-
dians who believed that climbing
to the top of the pole brought
them nearer to the God of the
Heavens.

General Electric — A 5,000 sq.
fi. pavilion with a capacity of
22,500 persons per day featurcs a
30 minute musical show written
by the top Broadway song writing

and institutional

techniques.

General Motors —  Forty-five
displays of travel and transit for
the future are featured in the lake
front pavilion. Highlights include
a model system for urban rapid
transit, a solution to urban park-
ing and three experimental aot-
os on a runabout, three-wheeled,
four-passenger utility vehicle ideal
for commuting and shopping. An
impact sled to simulate accidents
also is shown.

GULF Insurance—Fair visitors
will find rest and relaxation faci-
lities at the pavilion, including a
diaper-changing section and a
lounge area. The 14,000 sq. ft.
structure is centered by a ‘‘twa
sftory"’ fountain.

Gulf Oil Corp. — A miniature
freeway system on which grown-
ups and school age children can
operate 30 cars is featured. The
two-seater cars go seven miles
per hour through tunnels, past
elevations, service stations, and
policemen.

Humble Oil and Refining Co, —
The history and future of transpor-
faion is unfolded in the century-
old Schultze store, restored for
the pavilion. Using models and
small toys to illustrate man's pro-
gress, the visitor is taken from
the evolution of the wheel through
the various stages of air, land
and water transportation.

International Business Machines
— Visitors can type a souvenir
HemisFair postcard, draw designs
on a screen with an electronic
light pen and make a swatch on
a Jacquard loom, or talk with a
romputer. IBM will have two pav-
lions, both patterned after an
open air Latin American market-
place.

Lone Star Brewing Co. — The
Hall of Texas History, an exhibit
costing more than $500,000, is pre-
sented in a 20,000 sq. ft. pavilion.
Both famous and infamous per-
sons and events important to the
founding and development of the
Lone Star state are presented in
full size and life-like animation.

PEARL Brewing Co. — A 19th
century bar complete with gas
chandeliers and  wrought-iron
porches is the decor for a cafe-
teria buffet area and refreshment
center, featuring family-type en-
tertainment with a jazz era flavor.
In a smaller connected structure,
Judson Candies, a subsidiary of
Pearl, are sold.

Radio Corp. of America — The
educational impact of computers
on schools of tomorrow are stress-
ed, featuring an advanced RCA
Spectra 70 computer system with
an operating student terminal for
individual instruction.

Bell Telephone — Besides the
computerized age-guesser and
game-playing machine, the pavi-
lion features live demonstrations

of the picturephone, a kiddyland
lu.-hore youngsters can talk with
b(‘artoon characters by telephone
and a filmed show on the theme
of “The Magic of the Telephone."

Alive Inc. — A non-denomina-
tional, nonprofit organization of
Texas businessmen sponsor the
“Sermons from Science' pavilion.
The sermons are 28-minute films
relating scientific principles and
spirifual lessons.

AND THE reason for the firm's
turn-key service arises from a
problem that consistently plagues
church building commitiees
that of making the plans fit the
budget.

“The main problem that mosl
building committees face stems
from the first stages of the pro-
jeet," Killingsworth says. ‘‘The
committee will hire an architect,
and he'll design a beautiful build-
ing for them.

One of the main advantages of
Killingswoth's approach to
church construction is that his firm
stays in close contact with manu-
facturers of specialized church
furnishings and buys directly from
the mills and factories.

“It's an example of cost being
lowered through specialization,”
Killingsworth says.

“Of course, we've run info
some skeptical people who could-
n't see how the one-company ap-
proach cou'd be better than the
usual method,” he adds. “But I'm
glad to say we won most of them
over and they were pleased with
their churches when we finished."

KILLINGSWORTH Construction
Co. actually got its start in 1925,
when C. E. Killingsworth started
his general construction firm in
Wellington and put his son, Wood-
row, to work.

It was in 1948 that the Killings

worths first came to Dimmitt. €.
E. Killingsworth’s firm had theI
contracts tn build the First |
Methodist Church here and Holy
Family Church at Nazareth, and
Woodrow Killingsworth—who was
[then in the construction business
in Colorado—came here to help his
father on the two projects. They
built the two churches as the K&K
Construction Co. £

Woodrow liked Dimmitt so well,

the small but growing city, that
he moved here and set up his firm,
incorporating it as the Killings-
worth Construction Co. in 1954.

AT FIRST the firm did general
contracting, but in 1958 Killings-
worth decided to specialize in his
first love, the construction of
churches.

The company recently complet-
ed the largest church project it its
history. It's the First Methodist
Church in Fort Stockton—a 21,331
sq. ft. complex with a sanct.uary
for 400, fellowship, hall for 210,
a 40-person choir loft, and 24 sep-
arate classrooms, office suites
and meeting rooms.

The largest sancturay the firm
has built will seat 1,000 people,
although this church wasn't as
large a complex as the Fort
Stockton church.

“WE CAN build bigger church
es,” Killingsworth says. “We're
set up for it. But the size isn't
the main thing. We like fo
build good churches, whether
they're large or small.”

Your Library

“The Nine Lives of Deaf Smith"

by Fay Campbell Griffits.

WHEN DEAF SMITH pulled his

strange, hornless cattle off the

schooner in Velasco, Texas gain-

ed one of the most courageous and

valiant men in it's history.

Historians have long neglected

llto write a biography on Erastus

Smith. It is hoped that this first
record of his heroic deeds will
cause his name to be remembered

| with dignity and praise.

Moses Austen Bryan wrote, in
a letter, in 1880: '‘there are few
men who did more than Smith
did in 1935 and 1936 in winning
and maintaining the independence
of the Empire State of Texas."

Few people knew his name. He
was known to all his friends sim
ply as Deaf Smith. The fact of
his hearing problem worried oth-
ers far more than it did him.

General Sam Houston honored
him by asking him to be his per-
sonal scout and spy.

THIS IS A brief review of
very simply written, easy to read
biography and should be of inte-
rest to all who would like to know
more about one of our state's
great heroes.

As we were making a trip to
Hereford one evening one of my
girls asked how Deaf Smith
County got it's name. Being a
ccmparatively new Texan, I was
unable to answer her question so
this book has been of special in-
terest to me. Miss Hazel Merritt
purchased the book in Hereford
for the library and we do appre-
ciate it.

I'VE BEEN heard by some,
making the statement, “I wou'd-
n't want to live in my home-
state (Towa) with all the cold and
snow, anymore.”” Imagine my sur-
prise to see a blizzard in our
beautiful Texas on the first day
of spring!

Parallel lerraces may {it in with
yeur

soil conservation program.
With the 1ight to own goes the duty
to conserve,

ALL OF lile's privileges carry
with them responsibilities; there-
fore ownership of land carries
with it the responsibility of con-
servation. We might go a little
further and say that the right to
control carries the responsibility
of conservation.

Soil conservation is an extreme-
ly broad field. Some soils may
be conserved with a minimum
amount of treatment; but texture,
degth of soil and slope are some
of the more noticeable factors
that determine special treatment
needs.

ON MANY farms there are
slopes that could be terraced to
prevent erosion and help conserve
rainfall. Not all of the slopes can
be parallel terraced, but many of
them can be. Parallel terraces
may not protect the land any bet-
ter ‘than the o'd standard type
terraces, but they are easier to
farm and to carry cut other con-
servation practices.
