Chick Saving _
Brooder Methods

A proper start in life means just 
as much to the newly hatched chick 
as to a newborn babe. Even though 
a chick may inherit all the desirable 
traits o f many generations of blue 
blooded avian aristocracy, its heredi­
tary advantages may be completely 
offset by lack of proper attention dur­
ing the days immediately following 
its exodus from the incubator. Cor­
rect brooding methods, on the other 
hand, will not only reduce the infant 
mortality rate in your flock, but will 
mvc you more robust and more pro­
ductive members for your flock of 
the future.

Such care should start even before 
you are ready to receive chicks from 
the hatchery or to transfer them 
from your own incubator to hover. 
See that all parts of the hover and 
brooder quarters are thoroughly 
cleaned and disinfecte 1. Spray all 
parts of the room with a fairly strong 
solution of dip and d'-infectant to 
guard against lice, mi e.s and othei' 
parasites. Be sure the room is well 
ventilated but free Dom draughts. 
Then put .«and and litt n- on the iloor 
to give the chicks something to 
scratch in and keep the floor covered.

See that heating units are in good 
order, burners clean and reg’ ilatin-, 
mechanism working well. Then start 
your stoves, running several days m 
advance. In this w’ay you will he 
able to thoroughly familiarize youi- 
self wdth operation and control of 
the devices. You will also have the 
quarters evenly warmed throughout. 
Place a temporary fence around each 
hover to keep the chicks near tha

The basket or box should 
be carefully covered to keep the chicks 
from getting chilled. After they 
are installed in their new home, I  
p vc them some water, grit and milk. 
They aie allowed to come out several 
times during the day for grit and 
water, and each time I put them 
back under the hover. In this way 
they learn quickly and easily. My

Z dealt and 
Wd one no trump. A jxissed, Y bid two 
hearts and B passed. Z bid two no 
trumps and all passed. A opened the 
five of spades, Y  played the eight, B 
the king and Z won the trick wnth the 
ace. Z now led the nine of hearts. Wliat 
¡3 A ’s proper play? Should he play a 
low heart or play the queen? Think 
this over carefully and consider the 
bidding, before reading further.

If Z had held tfiree hearts or more, it 
is more than probable that he w'ould 

diave passed Y ’s two-heart bid. The 
lact tnat he has bid two no trumps 
probably indicates that he has only 
two hearts. It is unlikely that he has a 
singleton for, if he had, he w'ould proba­
bly not have bid a no trump in the first 
place. Good players always avoid a no 
trump bid if their hand contains a void

suit or a singleton. The conclusion Is, 
therefoiff;, that Z has exactly tw’o hearts. 
If A shc'uld play the queen of hearts, 
therefore, all Z would have to do to 
make four heart tricks w'oukl be to 
refuse to win the first trick. Then as 
soon aft he obtained the lead, he could 
lead his «iccond heart, finesse the jack 
aM so w'l/i the next four heart tricks.

A can b.lijck this pretty little play, 
however, by ulaying the seven of hearts 
on tha second trick. If Z plays the jack 
from Y ’s haiwb it wall win the trick, but 
the only other heart trick he can win ia 
the ace. A must, win the tliird heart 
trick and so blocka Y ’s heart suit as the 
hand contains no re-entry card. This 
play, also, looks simple, but notice how 
frequently a player will split his equals 
wlien he can only lu»e oy so doing.

Protection From the Wintry 
Blasts Quite Important.

Insuring the poultry Hock against 
wintry blasts will insure the profits 
to be received from the birds this 
winter.

“ Incomes from farm flocks depend 
upon poultry housing conditions. A 
good Hod: ponrly lioused is almost 
certain to be less proiitnble than a 
poor flock sheltered in an ade(iuaie 
building,’’ warns G. T. Klein, extension 
poultryman, Kansas State Agricultural 
college.

Tlio modern poultry bouse has fa­
cilities f'T tlu* liens to scratch, feed, 
roost, lay, and exercise in the same 
room, according to the poultry spe­
cialist. One large, \v(«ll-ventilated, 
well-lighted, dean sanitary room has 
rcplaceil the separate roosting quar­
ters, scratching shed, and laying 
house. An ui)-to-date house is so com­
plete il'at hens are confined in them 
In September and are not given range 
until the following spring.

Klein says that the most satisfac­
tory house is one 20 feet in deiitli. 
It sliould have about one-fourth of the 
south side open and be tight on the 
other tim e sides except for windows 
In the east and west ends and under 
the droppings board on the north. A 
10-indi layer of straw as a ceiling 
gives protection to the birds by modi­
fying the temperature in both winter 
and summer. Such a ceiling keeps th® 
air in the building free from damp­
ness, prevents accumulation of frost, 
and keeps the litter dry.

Lanterns as Henhouse
Lights During Winter

There is no question but what pro­
viding the laying Hock with a twelve- 
hour day throughout the winter by 
means of artificial light at the begin­
ning or end of the day, or both, ptiys 
under Iowa conditions. More and more 
farm Hocks are being tliiis helped to 
make the best of warm houses' and 
good rations during the months of 
short days. Generally, pro\lding the 
poultry house with liglds has been as­
sumed to go hand in band with elec­
tricity on the farm. But as yet a com­
paratively small per cent of Iowa 
farms are electrically equipped.

During the last two years I have vis­
ited at least a dozen Iowa farms where 
It was called to my attention that lan­
terns bad been used to furnish light 
for tlie chicken house, says a writer 
In Wallace's Farmer. In most cases, 
these were gasoline lanterns, although 
I know at least one farm woman re­
ported the use of an oil pressure kero­
sene lamp. If equii'ped with roHcctors 
of the right sort and hung in the right 
part of the poultry house, the.so lan­
terns have proved a safe and desirable 
sort of lieht. For llinse without elec­
tricity, tliis sort c f  ligliting for tlio 
poultry liouse is worth investigation 
and trial.

money to the owners.

Experience has shown that washed 

eggs are suitable only for immediate 
consumption, and will not stand for 
any lengtli of time under storage con­
ditions.

If Leghorns are hatched too early 

they may start laying early and have 
a fall moult before cold weather. 
This throws them out of laying all 
winter.

Hatch the turkey eggs In the In­
