It a household washes less than
five loads of laundry a week, it
saves money to use sell-service,
coin-operated machines, according
to Doris Myers, Extension home
management specialist.

LAUNDERING costs in the coin-
a-mats are lower today than 10
years ago, she adds. A decade
ago, coin-operated launderies
charged 20 cents for eight pounds
— or 2'4 cents a pound. Today's
larger more efficient equipment
makes laundry cost about 1';
cents a pound.

For self-service dry cleaning,

several dollars can be saved on|'

every eight-pound load, accord-
ing to National Automatic Laun
dry and Cleaning Council figures.

BY USING self-service dry
cleaners and following recom-
mended procedures, a large per-
tent of all stains found on gar-
ments will be removed, notes the
specialist. But some stains, espe-
cially those that become ‘'set.”
can never be removed without
damaging the fabric,

Spotting spray used in coin-op
dry cleaning establishments will
assist in the removal of water
soluble soil, but circumstances
such as the age of the stain, type
of fabric, dye and unusual stains
may require chemical treatment
by a professional, Mrs. Myers
states.

It's important fhat farn
ers get cut and sce what's occu
ring in their ficlds and deterniin
what sort of discase control meas
ures to use for the coming yean
says Dr. C. Wendell Horne, Ex>
tension plant pathologist at Texa
A&M University.

TWO DISEASES that coul
cause trouble are downy milde
and maise dwar{ mosaic virus.

Downy mildew is characterize
by down, or a fuzzy type ¢
growth, on the underside of th
leal surface. Striping of youn
plarts occurs when the plant i
systemically infected. Infectio
causing tkis symptom occurs i
the soil. Plants that are systemi
cally infected are sterile and wil
not produce a normal seed heac
Horne said.

The fungus carrying downy mi)
It is carried over from seaso
another in the soil. One helplu
contrcl measure is rotating with :
non-related crop. You can als
grow resistant or tolerant plants
added the pathologist. All count
agents have a list of the hybrid
or varicties that are resistant {
the discase.

MAIZE DWARF mosaic viru
requires a living host at all times
It is carried over from scosol
to season in rhizomes of Johnsor
grass, Shoots of the Johnson gras:
ccme out in the prinz beforc
grain sorghum is planted. Aphid:
feed on these shoots, and then mi
grate to the grain sorghum, carry
ing the virus.

Elimination ¢f the Johnsor
grass is an effective control meas
ure of the virus in some areas,
sain Horne.

Many farmers who previous-
ly decubled as machinery mechan-
ics, . providing a gecod s€ource of
werkers, find it more difficult to
rerfcrm repair on leday’s machin-
ery. Tha limited source of mech-
anics has caused busincsses to
pirate employecs from their com-
retitors, and the automobile indus-
try to entice mechanics from
farm machinery repair.

Wages fer machinery miechanics
average about §$2.50 per hour
statewide, below that of most skill-
ed latorers, Webb pointed oul. An
average work weck is 48 hours,
ranging from 44 to 54 kours, and
unskilled machinery mechanies us-
ually begin at about $1.50 an hour.
Thus, wages have also had an ef-
fect on the shortage, Webb said.

‘Snap-back clause’ in spotlight
as Senate studies $20,000 limit

The House of Representatives
passed the Agriculture Appropria
tions Bill for fiscal 1970 last week,
and in so doing, attached a rider
limiting the amount of payments

under the cotton, feed grain and |

wheat payments in 1970 to $20,00
per farmer.

THIS amendment was subject
to a great deal of debate and is
very important in its application
to West Texas farmers, Panhandie
Congressman Bob Price said

“I opposed the amendment to
gether with the leadcer<hip on both
sides of the aisle in the House,
In the Appropriations Committes,
and in the Agriculture Commit
tee,"”” Price said. "I [elt this was
not the time or the place to at
tach the amendmoent of such im
portance to farmers throughout
the district and our state.

“Since the limitaticn would trig
ger debate, I think vou will be
interested in some of the rami
fication of the House action. When
the bill is considered in the Sen
ate, the effect of the so-called

simultaneously back fo the farm-
er at a low price, or threugh
loans under which the cotton could
be redeemed by a payment of a
price lower than the amount of
the loan.

“EITHER OF these options
would mean a significant change
in the government pricing system
on upland cotton; and because
of this fact, the rider applies
only to fiscal year 1970.

tractor course;
33 are certified

Forty-six boys 14 to 16 years
old enrolled in the public tracter-
driving course in Dimmitt last
week, and 33 of them graduated.

ALL 46 BOYS passed their writ-
ten exam, but 13 of them failed
the difficult driving test.

The course was sponsored by
the County Technical Action Pan-
el, Dimmitt High School vocatien-
al agriculture department and Ex-
tension Service Programs Build-
ing Committee.

The boys who received their
certilicates are now exempt from
certain  previsions of the Child
Labcr Law, and are allowed to op-
erate a tractor for an employer.
Without this traimng, they would
have to be at least 16, under pro-
visions of the Fair Labor Stand-
ards Act.

THE 13 BOYS who did not re-
ceive their certificates wiil have
ancther chance June 11. These
boys passed their written tests,
but failed to negotiate a tractor
with a two-wheel implement
through a turnabout course that
included backing up 60 feet with
cnly a six-inch clearance on each
side.

Enrollment included one boy
from Deaf Smith County, one from
New Mexico and 44 from Dimmitt,
Hart and Nazareth.

A similar course is being plan-
ned in Hereford, and Dimmitt in-
structors said that another course
would be organized here if 20 or
more boys want to take it,

CLASSROOM instructors for the
course were John Quinby, Marvin
Cepica and David Hays. Outside
instructors were Charles Hottel
and David Springer.

Several of the boys had sum-
mer jobs lined up before takinz
the course, and fcur of them have
been placed in summer jobs by
the Texas Employment Commis-
sion so far, according io Glenn
Gripp,, local TEC office manager.
