W. B. Tilson of Plainview, pres-
ident of the association, request-
ed a tempcrary delay of proceed-
ings, alter a public hearing in Aus-
tin. Sept. 15. Although the group

fulfilled legal requirements for
certification by Commissioner
White, additional time was re-

quested to explain the proposed
program to scybean growers in
the 23-county area which will be
involved,

“We definitely plan to petition
for certification at a later date,”

According to Jim Valliant, soil
ecienfist at the High Plains Re-
search Foundation, cotton develop
ment has been hirdered by days
in which the temperature did not
top the T0-degree mark.

Using ‘“‘degree hours” the
reached 70 degrees, multiplied by
the number of degrees above 70 —
to show the lack of fiber decvel-
crment, Valliant said that in the
past four weeks, cotton had cnly
614 hours. In comparison, the week
of Aug. 11-17 showed 1,279 degree
heurs. The highest cotton develop-
nient weather was cn Aug. <
when 198 degree hours wcre re-
cocrded, Since the unfavorable
weather started, the highest de-
gree hours has been on Sept. T,
wher1 105 degree hours wcre re-
corded,

HE SAID that the wet weather,
ccmbined with losses through  di-
scace and insects, have reduced
the average cotton lint yield ap-
proximately 150 pounds.

Other foundation researchers a-
gree with him. Ben Quebe stat-
ed that the tests he has with verti
cillium wilt resistant varieties held
up well before the prolonged wet
weather,

“But now, all varieties are
showing varying degrees of wilt
damage,” he said.

Dr. Douglas Owen said the
rains did save an irrigation cn
soybeans and for the most part
soybeans were holding up pretty
well through this wet period.

“Scme  Patterson and Clark
beans show signs of maturing and
if not harvested soon, farmers
could have some loss due to pod
dropping,’’ he said.

SOME ARMY wOorms and boil-
worms are showing up in area
soybeans, but not in sufficient
numbers to severely affect yields.
Also he noted, there was some pre-
tence of salt marsh caterpillars.

““But, these are leaf eaters ard
even if they were in large numbers
which they are not, they would
only eat leaves and not damage
the pods,” he stated.

Some of the later maturing soy-
heans are getting pretty rank and
tall due to lush growth, and there
is some ccncern that these beans
might fall and lodze before har-
'vest. : |

THE COURSE is entitled “Gen-
eral Farm and Ranch Repairs,"
and is conducted urnder the Cocor-
dinated Vocational Academic Edu-
cation (CVAE) program.

J. V. Wescott is the course in-
structor

The course, Wescott explained,
is designcd to attract students
who do not plan to go on to col-
lege or specialized schools. Stud-
enls are taught difierent vocaticn-
al skills that can provide them
with a good livelihood and keep
them from becoming ‘‘trapped”
in the labor market.

WHILE learning these vocational
skills, the boys also are given
enough academic training to al-
low them to study further i tech-
nical or professional skills during
high school or after graduation,
Wescett said.

More than 60 million Americans share ownership in cooperatives. City, town, and rural
people use these co-ops to get housing, food, health care, credit, insurance, drugs, furniture, and
petroleum products. Rural people use cooperatives to get ginning, elevator, fuel, electricity and

telephone service, chemicals, and steel products. All of this cooperative business totals $20 billion
dollars a year.
