the sale three weeks ago of 
the bank which he owned in 
Clovis. 

Progress in reorganizing 
the federally chartered Lub-
bock bank "is going great so 
far," Loyd reported Tues-
day. "We opened back up 
Monday morning and de-
posits increased a million 
dollars on our first day. 
Most of them were old 
depositors coming back." 

Loyd's purchase of the 
Lubbock bank included its 
deposits, present building, 
furniture, equipment, cash, 
bonds and consumer install-
ment loans, but did not 
include any of the bank's 
commercial loans.  — the 
portfolio that was reported to 
be responsible for the bank's 
problems. Loyd is now 
reviewing the bank's com-
mercial loans for possible 
purchase from the FDIC. 

Bill Loyd, owner and presi-
dent of the First State Bank 
of Dimmitt for the past two 
years, Friday purchased the 
liabilities of the insolvent 
Security National Bank of 
Lubbock and reopened it 
Monday as the City Bank. 

The transaction will not 
affect the operation of the 
Dimmitt bank, Loyd said this 
week. 

"For the time being, I will 
be spending four days a 
week in Lubbock and one day 
in Dimmitt," Loyd said. The 
bank operations and staff 
here, he said, "will remain 
the same — we've got a good 
staff." 

The Lubbock bank is vir-
tually the same size as the 
Dimmitt bank, with more 
than $45 million in deposits. 

Loyd and his family —
including his wife, two 
daughters and two sons-in-
law — purchased the Lub-
bock bank's deposits and 
part of its assets for $3,451,-
000 Friday in a bidding 
session in Dallas called by 
the Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Corp. The Loyd fam-
ily's bid was the highest of 
three submitted. 

Acting US Comptroller of 
Currency H. Joe Selby 
ordered the Security Nation-
al Bank closed at 6 p.m. 
Friday and appointed the 
FDIC as receiver to liquidate 
the bank's assets. 

"It all happened pretty 
fast," Loyd said this week. 
"I got the notification Wed-
nesday afternoon that the 
liabilities of a bank in this 
area might be for sale, and 
was told that if I was 
interested, to be at a meeting 
Thursday in Dallas. 	On 
Thursday they distributed 
the information, and we were 
to have bids in by Friday. It 
was awfully quick for an 
investment of that size —
you don't have time to think 
twice — but the FDIC 
wanted to make sure there 
was no interruption in the

Durbin, who farms near 
Nazareth on the same land 
his father had leased when 
first coming to the county, 
was cited for conservation 
practices dating back as far 
as 1968, when he began in-
stallation of his 19,642 feet of 
irrigation pipeline, designed 
to prevent erosion and loss of 
water quality. 

Levelling 15 acres of land 
to correct a drainage prob-
lem with aid from the 
RWSWCD, Durbin also 
planted 58 acres to fescue 
grass to handle other prob-
lem slopes. In 1983, 32 acres 
of his steepest, shallowest 
soils were planted to sideoats 
gamma grass to also provide 
some forage for livestock. 

Durbin's crop rotation con-
sists of corn, wheat and 
specialty crops such as 
onions and cucumbers. Crop 
residues are left to help 
protect his fields during crit-
ical erosion periods and to 
conserve soil moisture. 

The son of Lillian and 
Jerome Durbin, Durbin 
married Joan Clarice 
Schulte, and they have 11 
children. All the older 
children have assisted in the 
operation of this family farm. 

Hutto "more than quali-
fies for Homemaker of the 
Year, having been extremely 
active as a homemaker, 
mother and wife, working 
with the farm enterprises 
and involved in many county 
and community activities," 
according to the nomination 
form. 

Hutto and her husband, 
S.R., have two farms in 
Castro County, consisting of 
about 520 acres, with 497 of 
them in irrigated farmland. 
They became members of 
RWSWCD in 1953. 

Hutto has worked exten-
sively with her husband, 
formerly with the farming, 
but now mainly with their 
hog operation, which runs 
around 1200 head of feeders. 

"She is the one who tells 
me when it's time for the 
hogs to go to market," S.R. 
said, noting that they usually 
sell the animals at between 
210 and 240 pounds. 

Hutto also spends a lot of 
time each year in her garden 
and orchard, and preserves 
much of the vegetables and 
fruit for her family. She also 
enjoys growing flowers, has 
planted windbreaks around 
her home, and built a fish 
pond in front of her home.

DHS all-stater is first woman in state Hall of Fame 
Lometa Odom, former Dimmitt all-stater and Wayland 

All-American, made history again Saturday when she 
became the first woman ever inducted into the Texas High 
School Basketball Hall of Fame. 

She was inducted at the 11th annual Hall of Fame 
Installation Banquet at noon Saturday, amid a standing 
ovation by more than 1,000 in the Waco Convention Center. 
At the same banquet, Joe Lombard of Nazareth was 
announced as the High School Girls' Coach of the Year. 

"I accept this honor on behalf of all the people who 
touched my life," Odom said in her four-minute acceptance 
speech. "It's been a lot of hard work, yet many happy 
memories. M y life is richer because of all who helped me 
reach today." 

Odom also paid tribute "to all my former teammates, who 
are my friends. I feel that each and every one of them share 
the honor with me, for without them there wouldn't have 
been a team." 

M any of those former Dimmitt High School teammates 
were on hand in Waco for the induction — to Odom's 
surprise. 

They were Mauriene Smithson Matthews of Plainview (a 
fellow DHS all-stater and Wayland All-American), Decimae 
Dennis, Connie McRee Barrington, Darlene Cates Wooten, 
Katy Coke Wright, and Odom's sister, Margaret Parks --
who also was an all-stater at DHS and an All-American at 
Wayland. 

Also attending were Odom's mother, Opal; her sister, 
Danna Beck; and Allan and Peggy Webb, all of Dimmitt. 
Webb was one of the Wayland Flying Queens' pilots while 
Odom played on the national championship women's team. 

"You should have seen the look on her face when those 
ex-Bobbies walked in as a group," Mrs. Beck said. 

game, but Fm going to play this one." 
With outside forwards Mary Nelson and Darlene Cates 

feeding her the ball, Odom scored 38 field goals and two 
free throws for 78 points — a state tournament individual 
scoring record that has never been equalled. Meanwhile, 
guards Mitzi Wilson, Katy Coke and Decimae Dennis 
"pretty well shut down Penelope's offense," Odom 
recalled, and Dimmitt won the game and the state 
championship — the third of five that the Bobbies would 
win in a six-year span. 

That 78-point game was the high point of Odom's 
amazing high school basketball career — a career that also 
included two other state championships and victories over 
two Iowa state championship teams in 1950 and '51. Other 
high points followed — making All-American four years at 
Wayland while playing on three national AAU champion-
ship teams; playing on the United States team that won the 
gold medal in the 1955 Pan American Games in Mexico 
City; being the unanimous choice as captain of the 1956 
All-American team. 

During her senior year at DHS, she averaged 39 points 
per game. She stands fourth on the Wayland Queens' 
all-time scoring list with 1,614 points. 

After graduating from college, she coached at Gruver a 
year, at Spearman four years and at White Deer 17 years. 
She has coached junior high girls in Plainview the past six 
years, and said one of her star players so far has been the 
daughter of her former DHS and Wayland teammate, 
Mauriene Smithson Matthews. 

Odom's installation Saturday by the Texas Association of 
Basketball Coaches was her third induction into a hall of 
fame. She was inducted into the Helms Foundation 
National Hall of Fame in 1968, and in 1971 was the first 
woman inducted into the Panhandle Sports Hall of Fame.

Odom departed from her prepared remarks to introduce 
her former DHS teammates, "and I issued a blanket 
challenge to anyone who wanted to play us," she said. 

Introducing her family, she commented, "In thinking of 
those who contributed to this, credit has to go to my family 
first." 

She also paid tribute to the late John Blaine, who 
developed her into an all-stater as a DHS sophomore and 
guided her and her teammates to three state championships 
from 1950 through 1952, to her college coaches, and to the 
family of the late Claude Hutcherson of Plainview, who 
sponsored the Wayland Flying Queens and provided the 
planes that enabled them to play a coast-to-coast schedule. 

Odom played in only 11 losing games throughout her 
basketball career — seven in high school and four in 
college. The Bobbies went undefeated in 1952, and the 
Flying Queens were undefeated three straight years while 
Odom was the starting post forward: 

"Did I ever let a loss upset me? You bet — we weren't 
supposed to lose," she said this week. "I'd find myself 
wondering what I could do to keep this from happening 
again." 

One game which Odom's team was tagged to lose was in 
the 1952 state tournament against undefeated Penelope. 
The Bobbies were undefeated also, but Odom had a badly 
sprained ankle and was not playing up to her usual par. 

"They had a 44-0 record going into the game, and they 
were favored," Odom recalled. "We were scared to death 
of them, and we hadn't been playing very good ball in the 
two games before that." 

Jinx Tucker, sports editor of the Waco Tribune, wrote 
before the showdown that Odom was "snake-bit." 

Odom convinced Coach Blaine to tape both her ankles as 
tightly as he could, and vowed, "I may never play another
