Something novel comes from 
Yellow Springs, Ohio, w’here a 
“substitute currency” is reported 
to be enjoying success and assist­
ing a farming area in its business 
operations. Moreover, the prin­
ciples involved have been given 
the endorsment of Dr. Irving 
Fisher of Yale University, who 
I’Ccently paid a visit to the area 
to see how this scrip plan works.

As outlined by the Associated 
Press the system works like this:

A farmer having 100 bushels of 
potatoes, but no cash, wants a 
carpenter to repair his barn. The 
carpenter, perhaps otherwise un­
employed, is willing to take his 
pay in commodities, instead of 
cash, but does not want only 
potatoes.

So the farmer sells his potatoes 
to the exchange, which pays him 
in scrip; the farmer then hires 
the carpenter, paying wages with 
this scrip, and the carpenter 
spends the scrip at the exchange 
buying potatoes or other things 
he needs. If either the carpen­
ter or the farmer has any scrip 
left over he can keep it indéfini 
tely and spend it any time he 
wants to.

Scrip of the Yellow Springs 
Exchange is issued on parchment 
bond paper in denominations of 
10 cents, 25 cents, 50 cents and 
$1 and $5. So popular has the 
store become that it had to en­
large its space twice in the last 
two months. It now has about 
$1,000 worth of scrip in circula­
tion and is doing nearly $1,000 
worth of busifiess a week, about 
one-third of which is in regular 
cash—Haskell Free Press.

Organizing a Society.
Temporary organization. When 

an organization or a society for 
some particular purpose is de­
sired, those interested usually call 
a mass meeting at a specified 
date and place. At the hour 
named it is proper for anyone to 
call this meeting to order, state 
the purpose of the gathering, pro­
pose someone for chairman or 
call for nominations. When a 
chairman is elected he should 
come forward, thank the assem­
bly and take charge of the meet­
ing. A clerk or secretary' should 
be chosen, and a resolution pro­
viding for the organization of a 
society for the purpose named 
should be offered. If this resolu­
tion is adopted, a committee to 
draft a constiitution and by-laws 
should be appointed. A commit­
tee to nominate officers for the 
permanent organization should 
also be appointed, unless the as­
sembly prefer to nominate the of-

, in order. With adoption of
j this report and the election of of- 
‘ fleers named, the permanent or­

ganization is completed. The per­
manent officers take the places 
of the temporary officers, and the 
society is ready to proceed to the 
business for which if was organ- 

I ized.
Constitution and By-laws. The

as possiible. Small societies do

I and by-laws, one set of rules that 
may be given either name, being 
all that is necessary.
