Water Conservation 
Problems Discussed 

"The first hundred years are 
the hardest" is an adage that 
will meet little agreement from 
county committeemen working in 
the 13-county High Plains Water 
Conservation District of West 
Texas these days. In the first 45 
days since initial water well ap-
plications were received, fewer 
problems have been encountered 
than expected. 

Questions have arisen, however, 
and decisions are being made on 
a fair and equitable basis, ac-
cording to T. J. McFarland, Dis-
trict Manager, of Lubbock. Com-
mittees work without pay for 
time or travel, and meet at least 
once a week to process all ap-
cations received. As with the gen-
eral public, these five-member 
committees are vitally interested 
in the protection of underground 
water by regulation well spacing. 

Two of the biggest problems 
faced to date by County Com-
mitteemen are: 

1. Procedure to be used in 
educating people in more wise 
use of water and controlling of 
excessive pumping in agriculture. 

2. The District as well as the 
committeemen are striving to im-
press upon water users of the 
High Plains the importance of 
information gained through com-
pleted well log and registration 
of the well after the pump has 
been installed. 

All this information has been 
needed for a great number of 
years to enable people of the 
High Plains to develop water in 
such a way that maximum bene-
fit could be gained. 

Application forms are to be 
submitted to county committees 
for approval before new wells are 
started. Forms are available with-
out cost from county committees, 
county agents, well drillers, and 
pump companies. 

Owners of completed wells are 
required to enter well log and 
registration with their county 
committee, on the regular form 
provided. This is required under 
Article 7880-3c, Section B-5, Tex-
as Revised Civil Statutes. Plainly 
stated, the purpose of this re-
quirement is to record proper in-
formation on each well. 

Area newspapers are being 
asked to help keep the public in-
formed by publishing weekly the 
action taken by the Board on 
applications for water well per-
mits. This information is now 
being made available for such 
use.

All too soon the an-
nouncement was made that a 
group of Apache Indian students 
from the Indian School in Phoe-
nix were ready to give us a 
number of native dances. We went 
and sat in the sunshine before 
the band shell where a most en-
joyable program was given. The 
Indian girl who had charge of 
the ceremonies gave introductions 
that helped us enjoy each num-
ber more. Spirited dances in nat- 
ive costumes were given. 	One.  
beautiful Indian maiden sang two 
songs as she beat the rythm on 
her little drum.

Ever hear of a prison operating 
without iron bars, guns, guards, 
bloodhounds, or walls or fences? 
Of a Penitentiary where 7,140 in-
mates had television, orchestras, a 
half pound of fresh meat per day 
and more than they could eat of 
other good foods? Where they had 
a bath and clean clothes every 
day and competed like kids to 
see which farm could present the 
Warden with the first tomato of 
the season? 

Well, there are such things in 
the 13 different units of the Texas 
Prison System. How this came to 
be and the full tale of what hap-
pened to your Prison System in 
the past five years is truly a 
great story, and a story only 
half finished. 

In 1948 a new Prison Board 
brought one 0. B. Ellis from Ten-
nessee to Texas to take over one 
of the most costly, brutal, hope-
less and hopelessly run-down Pris-
on Systems then operating in the 
United States. 

In 1949, the daring new Board 
and the new System manager 
talked the Legislature out of $4,-
196,075 to try some new ideas. A 
new kind of merit system was 
put into operation by Ellis and 
things began to happen. 

Ellis has been accused of "cod- 

idling" his wards. Others say be 
is being practical, humane and re-
turning scarred individuals to a 
useful place in society. 

But whatever one thinks of his 
unusual techniques, here are sonic 
of the astounding facts concern-
ing his administration. 

1. Reduced escapes from 126 
in 1947 to 29 in 1952 (none this 
year). People for miles around 
the prison system no longer live 
in constant fear of desperate men 
in areas where housewives once 
feared to go outside to hang the 
family wash. 

2. Killings by guards in 1947-
9; in 1952-0. Of inmates by in-
mates in 1947-5; last year-2. 

3. Mutilations in 1947-87;men 
mutilated themselves in 1952 only 
1. 

4. Has greatly reduced the finan-
cial burden. Note These Statistics. 
In 1946 Texas spent $1.25 per in-
mate of your tax-money—in 1949 
only 99c—in 1951 49c —YET A 
CLEANER, MORE ORDERLY 
PRISON SYSTEM CANNOT BE 
FOUND. The more than four mil-
lions we gave Ellis in 1949 has 
been more than made up through 
savings besides a $10,000,000 in-
crease in value of prison facilities 
and buildings as a result of Prison 
labor and management.

knowledge of the Constitution of 
the United States and the prin-
ciples which it affirms. In ad-
dition, he must show a fairly 
comprehensive knowledge of the 
workings and organizations of 
the American government. 

But that is only a small part 
of the process of becoming a 
naturalized citizen. To begin 
with, an applicant for citizenship 
(if he is an ordinary case) must 
have been lawfully admitted to 
the United States for permanent 
residence.Then he must be entered 
on the registry of the Commis-
sioner of Immigration, acquire an 
alien registration card, and re-
ceive a certificate of arrival from 
the Immigration Department. 

Some time later he will re-
ceive a letter from the govern-
ment telling him where he must 
file a declaration to become a 
citizen—commonly known as 
"first papers." He may file his 
declaration shortly after he ar-
rives in this country but not be-
fore he is 18 years of age. 

After he has lived in the Un-
ited States five years, and his 
paper is at least two years old, 
the future citizen may file a pe-
tition for naturalization, known 
as "second papers." He must have 
lived in the state in which he fil-
ed for at least six months. 

He will then be called for two 
hearings—one before the immi-
gration authorities, and the sec-
ond in federal court. At this time 
he must be able to speak and 
understand the English language, 
and he will be questioned regard-
ing the Constitution, history of 
the United States and the gov-
ernment organization. 

After 30 days the applicant wiL 
be notified to appear at the court 
for a final hearing on his peti-
tion. When the court grants a 
petition for naturalization, the ap-
plicant takes the oath of renun-
ciation and allegiance—he re-
nounces allegiance to the foreign 
state of which he is a subject or 
citizen, and promises to bear al-
legiance to the United States. 

The court may deny the ap-
plication. The laws relating to the 
granting of citizenship are strict-
ly observed. Omissions, oversights, 
mistakes—all doubts in relation to 
the application are decided in fav-
