LOANS TO BE MADE
IN THE NEAR FUTURE

Jas. B. Reed, secretar>'-treasu 
er of Dickens National Farm Loan 
Association, received word toda 
from W. I. Myers, Governor of the 
Farm Credit Adminstration, Wash 
ington, D. C., that Federal Ian 
bank loans and Land Bank Com­
missioner’s loans will be made i 
the future through the Federa 
land bank in bonds of the Federal 
Farm Mortgage Corporation, whic 
bonds are guaranteed by the United 
States Government both as to prin 
cipal and interest, which will be at 
the rate of 4 per cent per annum 
for the bonds to be is.sued at this 
time. These bonds will take the 
place of the cash distribution in the 
disbursement of the unclosed loans 
previously approved by the Federa 
land banks.

The bonds of the Federal Fa: in 
Mortgage Corporation, accordin ' t 
that statement by Governor Myers, 
will have behind them not roly *hc 
unconditional guarantee of the Fed­
eral Government as to both piinoi- 
pal and interest, and the capital of 
the Federal Government as to both 
principal and interest, and the cap­
ital of the Federal Farm Mortgage 
Corporation amounting to about 
$200,000,000. but also the consolida’ ed 
bonds of the Federal land banK.n is­
sued in exchange for the bonds ot 
the Federal Farm Mortgage Cor­
poration and the mortgages accepted 
by the commissioner as
security for loans.

Governor Myers assured secre­
tary Jas. B. Reed that the Federal 
Farm Mortgage Corporation bonds 
will be an attractive infe5tmer'^ 
“They will be as readily marketabl 
as bonds of the United States Gov­
ernment and they will be quoted in 
all of the principal markets,’ ’ he con 
tinued. “ Holders who have to dis­
pose of these bonds should not sell 
them without first ascertaining 
their real market value.”

The Governor particularly stress­
ed the fact that country bankers 
probably large investors in
these securities since the creditors 
of farmers who are being refin 
anced may not a l l i n  the position 
where they can hold the bonds so 
acquired and will find it necessary 
to sell them . Secretary Jas. B. 
Reed states that these bonds, which 
will be tendered to farmers' credit­
ors in pa>anent of the refinanced in­
debtedness. are “exempt from all 
Federal. State, municipal and local 
taxation, except surtaxes and se- 
tate, inheritance and gift taxes. 
They are lawful security for fifteen 
day borrowing by member banks of| 
the* Federal Reserve system. They| 
are also lawful investments for all' 
trust, public and fiduciary funds of 
which the deposit or investment is 
under the authority or control of 
te Government. The pajonents of the 
interest on these bonds and the 
payment of their principal are 
guaranteed by the United States, 
which means that if the Federal

The* inter­
est rate on new loans will continue 
to be 4 1-2 per cent, for the emer 
gency period w’hen made through a 
national farm loan association and 
5 per cent, when made directly by 
the bank.”

fact that the disease gets its name' 
of lockjaw.

Puncture wounds, such as those 
resulting from sticking a nail or 
thorn in the foot or hand, are the 
most dangerous. The reason for 
this is that the tetanus germs can 
thrive only in a wound that is closed 
or in the presence of other germs 
that use up the air present. Tetanus 
germs do not thrive in the open air.

The prevention of lockjaw de! 
pends upon the proper care of all 
minor injuries. Closed wounds should; 
be made open wounds and kept | 
thoroughly clean. Anti tetanus serum 
should be given after a puncture 
wound; gun powder wounds are also 
frequently followed by lockjaw. The 
period of time for the disease to 
develop in man is usually from six 
to fourteen days, according to the 
amount of infection. In man, with 
a short period o f  incoibation, six 
days or less, the disease is almost 
always fatal. With a longer period 
the disease Is usually milder and the 
chances for recovery greater.
