The other 1,450 were 
accepted by the Government as 
butcher or gfazer cattle and will 

i be handled by the Cattle Program.
It is estimated from the number 

of cattle listed in the County Assent’s 
office that the completion Friday 
night represents approximately one- 
third of the cattle to be handled, 
provided the drought continues. Tbe 
appraisers will continue their work 
in the county, but no more cattle 
may received at the pens for 
shipment until after tomorrow, 10th 
of this month, or until the further 
notiec for shipment. As long as 
tbe appraisers assigned to this 
county ate able to handle as many 
as 250 head of cattle per day they 
will bg retained here.

May Total Hundred Thousand
The cattle accepted and con­

demned to date will bring into this 
county approximately ^35,000.00 in 
cash. The final total value will 
probably run well over the $100,000 
mark.

It is interesting to note that of 
these 212 farms and ranches from 
which cattle have been condemned 
or accepted totalling 3,312 head, 
about 12,876 head are left on the 
places. These figrures prove con­
clusively that, contrary to the es­
timate of many, our stock of cattle 
in Dickens County will be by no 
means depleted.

• street car and then discov­
ered that your purse con­

tained only four pennies instead 
of the necessary five?

Plenty of Milligrams

If you have only one fish day a 
week—Friday—in your home,
these recipes for new fish dishes 
may make you decide to inau­
gurate the habit of two a week— or 
even three. Every one is guaran­
teed delicious and assures your 
family of many more milligrams 
of iodine than the 0.05 which is 
the minimum amount each person 
should have each day.

Salmon au Gratin'. Fork to­
gether lightly two cups of salmon, 
two cups mashed potatoes, six 
tablespoons milk, six Uiblespoons 
melted butter, salt and pepper. 
Sprinkle half a cup grated cheese 
over the top; then buttered 
crumbs over the cheese. Brown 
in a moderate oven—37.5 degrees 
— for about twenty minutes. This 
serves eight.

Luxor Salmon Mold: Mix to­
gether in the top of a double 
boiler a teaspoon and a quarter 
salt, one teaspoon mustard, a few 
grains cayenne, two egg yolks, 
and a tablespoon and a half but­
ter. Add one cup of milk and 
three tablcspoorc vinegar, and 
cook until thick. F jJoften four tea­
spoons gelatin In four tablespoons 
water and dissolve in this mix­
ture. Cool. When beginning to 
thicken, add contents of one 1- 
pound can salmon, flaked, half a 
cup peas and half a cup chopped

walnuts, and mold in a fish-shaped 
mold. This serves eight.

Cod and Oysters
Jellied Codfish: Make a white 

sauce of two tablespoons butter, 
two tablespoons flour, one and a 
half cups milk, salt and pepper, 
and one slightly beaten egg. Dis­
solve in it one tablespoon gelatin 
which has been soaked in four 
tablespoons cold water. Cool. 
Fold m contents of two 10-ounce 
cans codfish flakes and eight 
chopped sweet pickles, and mold 
as desired. Chill. This serves 
eight to ten liberally.

Codfish Flakes in Cream Sauce: 
Flako contents of one 10-ounce can 
codfish cakes, in large rough 
pieces, using a fork. Drop into 
deep hot fat— 390 degrees—and 
fry until brown. Drain and serve 
with a sauce made by melting two 
tablespoons butter, adding two 
tablespoons flour, and then grad­
ually adding a cup and a half 
diluted evaporated milk and cook­
ing until thick. Add two table­
spoons minced parsley, salt, pep­
per and one teaspoon lemon juice. 
This serves four.

Chicken and Oyster Patties: 
Make a cream sauce of a table­
spoon and a half butter, a table­
spoon and a half flour, one cup 
thin cream, half a teaspoon salt, 
an eighth of a teaspoon celery 
sxilt, and a few grains paprika. 
Add a quarter of a cup shriidded 
canned pimlentos, the contents of 
one 5-ounce can oysters scalded in 
their liquor, and two cups diced 
chicken. Serve at once In hot 
patty shells. Fills six to eight 
patties.*

Be R  Resolved By The Legislature 
Of The State of Texas 

Section 1. That Section 1 of Ar­
ticle 8 o f the Constitution of the 
Statg o f Texas be amended so as to 
hereafter read as follows:

Section 1. Taxation to be equal 
tnd uniform as to real estate and 
to be equal and uniform as to all 
reasonable classifications of proper­
ty; and occupation and income tax­
es; exempUons; limitations upon 
counties, cities, etc.

‘^Taxation o f real property shall 
be equal and uniform. All prop­
erty in this State, whether owned by 
natural persons or corporations, 
other than municipal, shall be taxed 
in proportion to its value, which 
Shan be ascertained as may pro­
vided by law. The Legislature may 
by general laws make reasonable 
classiflcationa o f all properly other 
than real property for the purpose 
of taxation, and may imposo different 
rates thereon; provided that the 
taxation o f all property In any c^ass 
shall be equal and uniform. The 
Legislature may impose a poll tax 
It may also impose occupation tax­
es, both upon natural persons and 
upon corporations, other than muni­
cipal, doing business in this State.
It may also tax incomes of both 
natural persons and corporations 
other than municipal, except that 
persons engaged in mechanical and 
agricultural pursuits shall never be 
required to pay an occupation tax 
provided that Tv/o Hundred Fifty 
($250.00) Dollars worth of house­
hold and kitchen furniture, belong­
ing to each family in the State, shall 
be exempt from taxation, and pro 
vided further that the occupation 
tax levied by any county, city or 
town for any year on persons or 
corporations pursuing any profession 
or business, shall not exceed one 
half of the tax levied by the State 
for the same period of such profes 
sion or business.’’

Section 2. The foregoing amend­
ment to the Constitution of Texas 
shall be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors c f  this State at 
an election to be held throughout 
the State '̂ n the first Tuesday after 
the first Monday in November, 1934. 
At this election, all voters favoring 
said amendment shall v/rite, or have 
printed, on their ballots the words: 

“ For the Amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas pro­
viding that taxation of real property 
.shall be equal and uniform; and 
that all property in this State, other 
than that owned by municipal cor­
porations, shall be taxed m propor­
tion to its value as ascertained as 
may be provided by law; and pro­
viding that the Legislature may 
make reasonable classifications of all 
property, other than real property, 
for the purpose of taxation, and that 
the taxation of all property in any 
class shall be equal and uniform; 
and providing further that the Leg­
islature may impose poll tax and 
occupation tax and income tax and 
exempting from occupation tax per­
sons engaged in mechanical and ag­
ricultural pursuits; and exempting 
from taxation Two Hundred Fifty 
($250.00) Dollars worth of household 
and kitchen furniturg belonging to 
each family; and providing that the 
occupation tax levied by any county, 
city or town shall not exceed one-

half that levied by the State for the 
same period.”

Those voters opposing said pro­
posed amendment shall write or 
have printed on their ballots the 
words:

thé Legislature may impose poll tax 
and occupation tax and income tax,

THE NEW  NINETEENTH IS IN 
LUCK

It is gratifying to know that the 
newly created 19th district will 
have an opportunity to elect for 
its first Congressman a man who 
not only has the right principles 
o f  government, but has also such a 
forceful character and pleasing 
personality that he will really be 
able to accomplish something.

George Mahon has demonstrated 
by the unusually large lead which 
h^ took over his seven opponents 
in the first Primary that he will 
be a power and an influence among 
any body of men or women with 
whom he is associated. His taking 
the 25 counties of the district by

j^^OR the first time in the 
history of Texas, the Uni­

ted States Bureau of the Cen­
sus now published the Texas 
birth rate along with that of 
the other States in the Union. 
There were 2,064,944 births in 
the United States last year, 
and although Texas, according 
to the 1930 census, had only 
4.7 percent of the Nation’s 
total population, there were 
107,924 births, or 5.2 percent 
of all filed in the United 
States.

In the six big states, in 
each of which there were 
more than 5,000,000 people, 
Texas comes fifth according 
to the 1930 census. New York
leads with 12,588,000; Penn­
sylvania comes second with 
9,631,000; Illinois third with 
7,630,000; Ohio fourth with 6,- 
616,000; Texas fifth with her

5,824,000. and California sixth 
with 5,677,000.

While fifth in population 
among the six big states, Tex­
as comes third in the number 
of births registered last year. 
New York registered 187,139; 
Pennsylvania 157,046; Texas 
comes third with 107,924; Illi­
nois fourth with 106,861; Ohio 
fifth with 95,530, and Califor­
nia sixth with 74,944 births.

Better than all that, Texas 
leads these six states in birth 
rate. This report of the cen­
sus bureau shows that Texas 
had a rate of 17.9; Pennsyl­
vania a rate of 16; New York, 
14.4; Ohio, 14.1; Illinois 13.7. 
and California, 12.4.

Ev e r y o n e  who has heard the
old song—and that includes 
almost everyone except a few 

Eskimos at the North Pole—auto­
matically adds—“ in the cornfield 
and Imagines a peaceful sunny 
place far away from cities and fac­
tories. But in recent^years, in 
the interest of delicious fresh corn 
for city dwellers, the picture has 
changed a little. Canneries have 
come nearer to the cornfield than 
most of us realize. The ears of 
corn are picked at the very in­
stant of their prime ripeness and 
rushed to the adjacent canneries 
where the corn Is sealed in cans 
and cooked at once without an 
iota of flavor lost.

Golden Corn
In a can of corn, you have the 

beginning of many peaceful, sunny 
dishes. Try these new corn re­
cipes which have been tested by 
a graduate dietitian:

Corn and Bacon Omelet: Fry 
six slices of bacon until crisp, 
remove from pan and break into 
small pieces. Drain contents of 
one No. 2 can of whole grain 
corn, add to hot bacon fat, and 
fry a golden brown. Add the 
crisp bacon, and season to taste. 
Meanwhile make an omelet for 
six. Just before folding over, 
pour over the corn and bacon, 
fold over into a hot platter, and 
serve at once. This serves six.

Escalloped Com and Celery: 
Bring one cup diced celery and 
half a cup diced green pepper to 
boiling In salted water. Drain. 
Put alternate layers of celery, 
peppers, and the contents of one 
No. 2 can of com seasoned with 
salt and pepper in a baking dish. 
Pour one-hi^f cup of milk over, 
and cover with one-half cup bread 
crumbs. Bake forty-five minutes, 
or until celery is tender in mod­
erate— 375 degree—oven. This 
serves six.

Com and Cheese Pudding: Com­
bine contents of one No. 2 can 
com, half a cup chopped green 
pepper, two tablespoons each of 
chopped pimiento and chopped 
onion, one cup grated cheese and 
one teaspoon salt Add two beat­
en eggs, and pour into buttered 
baking dish. Bake in a slow ovep
