In the absence of Senator Shep­
pard and by his authority I desire 
to say the PWA advise the Presi­
dent has approved loan of $12,500.- 
00 and grant of $10,227.00 to the 
city of Dickens for constructing a 
water storage and distributing sys­
tem.

Plans and specifications for the 
new water system for Dickens City, 
well will be located in the northwest 
part of town with a 60 feet stand­
pipe to ho'd 85,000 gallons.

Distributing system will be of 6 
inch cast iron main from well to the 
square and school building; the res­
idence section will be served by 2 
inch mains.

Meters will be installed for all 
consumers, with sufficient number 
o f  fire plugs to give adequate fire 
protection to both business and 
residence section of the city.

This project is scheduled to be 
under contract before December 15, 
and which will giv'e employment to 
a numbr in need during the winter 
months.

When finished and operating it 
will be self supporting as payments 
are to be made to the Gov^ernnient 
from revenue derived from con­
sumption of water and not from a 
tax.

Dickens is progressing along the 
lines of more pretentious cities and 
is to be commended for their pro­
gressive spirit.

5 
not voting.
