“ HOW  LONG OH C ATALIN E, H O W  LONG,?“
It is with astonishment that West Texas learns of the appoint­

ment by President Roosevelt of an East Texan, Hon. T. W. David­
son of Dallas, to the Northern District Federal Judgeship recently 
made vacant by the resignation of Judge Meek last December, not 

that Mr. Davidson may not be estimable in every way.
North Texas and West Texas had every right to expect, especial­

ly in view of the fact that all of the other principal officials of the 
Northern District reside either in Dallas or Fort Worth, that a 
Northwest Texan would be appointed to succeed the retiring Judge.

But again politics are in the saddle and again have mapped the 
course. We confess that we looked for broader vision at the hands 
of the National administration. And although friendship for a man 
who has befriended one is an admirable trait, the fact that Mr. 
Davidson was the original Roosevelt supporter in Texas should not 
have influenced the President to an appointment which apparently 
.will penalize West Texas and North Texas to such an extent. It 
now becomes continuingly necessary for those applying for injunc­
tions or having business with the Federal Court in vacaton to travel 
hundreds of needless miles to Fort Worth or Dallas. What this has 
cost the citizenship and will continue to cost is a serious matter in 
economy of time and money, the injustice of which has very amply 
been called to the attention of the administration over a long per­
iod of time by countless members of the bar and others interest­
ed. The recent resignation of Judge Meek of Dallas, due to ill 
health, offered an opportunity to equalize these great handicaps of 
distance.

The Northern Federal Judicial District comprises ninety-nine 
counties, extending from the New ¡Mexico line on the west to the 
Oklahoma line on the north to a great distace below San Angelo on 
the south and to slightly beyond Dallas on the east, more than 
ninety counties of such district being west of Fort Worth__a ter­
ritory conspicuously larger than the entire state of Oklahoma. And 
despite the fact that Federal Judges Wilson and Atwell reside re­
spectively at Fort Worth and Dallas, and the United States Mar­
shall, Mr. Wright, and the United States Attorney, Mr. Eastus at 
Fort Worth, all within thirty miles of one another and at the ex­
treme Eastern edge of this huge judicial district, the administra­
tion at Washington turns thumbs down on the countless appeals 
from Northwest Texas and appoints another Dallas Judge.

Only upon the unjustified assumption that there are no suitably 
qualified barristers in the vast territory thus adversely affected 
could such an appointment be defended. And we do not concede 
any such premise.

The countless appeals to Washington from a section of this state 
representing approximately thirty percent of its population and 
approximately thirty-one percent of its area, in which there is resi­
dent no Federal Judge, have been ignored or made subversive to 
politics. It is not unlikely that many West Texans will be inclined 
to remember this incident in future politics.

THE EVER PRESENT DANGJER

We have read numerous editorials, articles and they are 
still being printed every day in large numbers on automobile ac­
cidents. Not many months ago one of the most serious highway 
accidents, in the loss of life and property damage, happened close 
to Spur. Since that time there have been others less serious, yet 
serious and causing many aches, pains and worries. Last week 
a high school girl in Spur was hit by a car while riding a bicycle. 
She was not seriously injured but it could have been a major 
tragedy.

The State of Texas has inaugurated a safety drive against 
highway accidents. Let’s bring that closer home and apply it to 
the streets of Spur as well. The sand and snow storm season is 
here, making automobile driving still more perilous. As automo­
bile drivers and as pedestrians let’s all be careful and as the 
public carriers now say, “ Watch Your Step.’ ’

Plans for the new Swenson City 
Park golf course have been drawn 
and the work of grubbing out the 
fairways was started by a crew of 
WPA men Monday.

No. 9 hole will be 
near the club house on the hill east 
of the swimming pool and is 520

The tees will be ten feet by ten 
feet, ten inches high, filled in with 
clay with a 2 inch slope to the back 
side. Native stone club racks w’ill be 
built at each tee with a native 
stone bench back 15 feet from each 
tee. It is planned to move the pres­
ent club house to the top of the 
hill east of the old location, adjoin­
ing No. 7 tee and make some ad­
ditions.

The greens will be similar to 
those formerly used being 36 feet 
in diameter, filled with coarse build­
ers sand, .screened, with a top layer 
of fine 1 oiled to light browm col­
or.
