Medicare demands 
$300,000 refund

to me that the geri-psych department 
has been that profitable." 

Board Vice-Chairman Jerry Annen 
said, "What bothers me is that the 
people we have around haven't 
caught this. Who should have caught 
it?" 

"We took action before and made 
adjustments in the per-diem pay-
ments," Sloan said. "It just wasn't 
enough." 

He added, "I should have caught it. 
Medicare didn't pick up on my noti-
fication to them. We knew we had a 
problem and we tried to correct it, 
but it didn't get corrected." 

Sloan reported that construction of 
the CAT-scan department and the 
Rehabilitation Center is being fin-
ished "35 to 40 days ahead of sched-
ule." 

The hospital's three therapy de-
partments—physical, occupational 
and speech—moved into the new 
rehab center at the Medical Center of 
Dimmitt over the weekend. 

The hospital's cast wing—where 
the therapy units previously were 
located—is now being remodeled to 
include small administrative offices 
for Sloan, Chief Financial Officer 
Mark Wishard, Associate Hospital 
Administrator Linda Rasor and Ad-
ministrative Secretary Sharon Watts 

Sloan, who was displaced by the 
new CAT-scan department, has been 
"camping out" in a mobile office on 
the hospital's front lawn until he 
could relocate to the east wing. 

Sloan explained that enough equip-
ment and facilities are being left in 
the east wing to provide physical 
therapy for the hospital's in-patients. 

Clinic prices going up 
Prices at the Medical Center of 

Dimmitt are going up an average of 
5%. 

In approving the increase last 
Thursday night, the hospital board 

followed the recommendation of' its 

"Typically, Medicare is lower than 
industry standards," Chief of Staff 
Gary Hardee said. 

County residents appear to be mak-
ing full use of the clinic.

consulting firm, Parrish, Moody & 
Fikes of Waco, which also advises 
more than 80 other hospital districts. 

The price hikes will vary by proce-
dure, CEO Joe Sloan told the board. 

"There are some things that are 
way low that will go up maybe 10 or 
12%, but the average will be 5%," he 
said. 

Main reason for the price revisions 
is to keep the clinic's charges in line 
with industry standards. 

The new price structure will in-
crease the clinic's revenue by about 
$25,000 per year, Sloan said. 

"Does Medicare pay enough to 
meet our costs?" Board Secretary 
Carolyn Sides asked. 

"No," Sloan answered. "They said 
at one time that they did, but they 
never did take a lot of our costs into 
account. A few hospital districts have 
made it work, but only by cutting 
staff to dangerously low levels." 

Financially, there was good news 
and had news at the hospital board's 
monthly meeting last Thursday night. 

The good news was that: 
—During the last 90 days, average 

daily revenue was up by almost 
$5,000 per day—to $34,900, vs. 
$30,000 during a comparable period 
last year—thanks to increased ser-
vices offered by the hospital district. 

—Collections are up by $100,000 
per month, thanks to the collection 
firm that the district contracted. 

The bad news was that the hospital 
district has to give $300,000 back to 
Medicare. 

The $300,000 problem stems from 
overpayments for geriatric-psychiat-
ric care, billed by the Horizon Health 
Management Corp., which operates 
the Welch Home Place unit for the 
hospital district under contract. 

"We got a call last week that said 
we had an overpayment from Medi-
care of more than $300,000 in geri-
psych," CEO Joe Sloan explained to 
the board. "I turned it over to 
(Parrish, Moody & Fikes, the dis-
trict's management consulting firm) 
for their opinion, and they said after 
studying the figures that we owe it." 

He added, "I've asked if we could 
have an extension on the payment 
until some of our tax money comes 
in (October). I told them we didn't 
want to have to borrow money. 

"If we can wait until October, I 
don't think it will hurt so much, be-
cause our collections are up that 
much," Sloan said. 

This isn't the first time the billings 
from the geriatric/psychiatric unit 
have caused problems with Medi-
care. 

"I told (Horizon) last year that I 
didn't want that to happen again, and 
it did," Sloan said. 

Board Chairman Henry Ramaekers 
commented, "If we have to send 
$300,000 back, it just doesn't appear 

The Medical Center of Dimmitt 
had 1,906 patient visits in May, an 
increase of 450 over May 1999. 

Meanwhile, Plains Memorial Hos-
pital's admissions were down by 20 
from the last year-86 admissions 
compared with 106 in May 1999. 

Thirteen of these were surgical 
patients, including nine day surger-
ics. 

Acute-care patients stayed in the 
hospital an average of 2.68 days. 

The hospital averaged 12 patients 
per day in its daily census during 
May, an occupancy rate of 29%, 
compared with 15 patients per day 
(37% occupancy rate) in May 1999.

The leadership of Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers Associ-
ation wants the National Cattlemen's 
Beef Association to give producers a 
choice when they pay dues to 
NCBA. 

"TSCRA strongly believes that the 
owner of the cattle who pays the 
dues should be able to designate 
which state affiliate gets credit for 
the portion of those dues remitted to 
NCBA," J. Mark McLaughlin said. 
McLaughlin is president of the live-
stock trade association based in Fort 
Worth, with 14,000 members who 
own or control approximately 2 mil-
lion head of cattle on millions of 
agricultural acres, primarily in Texas 
and Oklahoma. 

The issue is contentious for cow-
calf producers who may live in 
Texas but feed some of their cattle 
out-of-state, particularly in a state 
where the affiliate is unified with the 
NCBA, McLaughlin added. Produc-
ers who are members of a unified 
state affiliate, like many cattle feed-
ing organizations, are automatically 
made members of NCBA. TSCRA's 
stance supports producers' choice in 
determining which state, or which 
affiliate within a state, gets the credit 
for the dues money that comes out of 
their pockets. 

"Likewise, TSCRA refuses to be a 
'dues collector' for NCBA and op-
poses NCBA's discriminatory dues 
structure that penalizes state affiliates 
that are not unified by increasing 
their state dues," McLaughlin said. 
"There is a disturbing trend within 
NCBA to make the state/national 
partnership mandatory for all state 
affiliates to participate in the national 
organization. TSCRA supports the 
rights of its members to choose 
which organization they wish to join 
and pay dues. It makes the organiza-
tion more accountable to its mem-
bers." 

In other business meetings, 
TXCRA members approved progress 
of the association's Beef Quality 
Assurance project, the first phase of 
a larger program that will eventually 
include process verification of 
stocker and feeder cattle and an indi- 

vidual animal program identification 
network. 	For this first phase, 

TSCRA is cooperating with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
and the Texas Beef Council to offer 
interested producers an informative, 
easy-to-read BQA handbook and a 
series of certification meetings 
across the state. 

"What we are trying to do is help 
the producer get the animal to the 
packer without any producer-influ-
enced blemishes," said Dick Sherron, 
chairman of the group's BQA Task 
Force. 

"I'd like to be able to show people 
that the cattle producers of Texas are 
at least trying to do things right," 
added Austin Brown II, a TSCRA 
director from Beeville. "Perception, 
as they say, is reality." 

TSCRA members heard good 
news about the weather and strong 
expectations for calf prices. Bob 
Rose of the Lower Colorado River 
Authority told producers he was 
"cautiously optimistic" that Texas 
would be seeing a wetter period into 
the fall. 

"In general, La Nina is fading 
pretty quickly," Rose said. "As we 
get into the spring, we should be 
going into El Nifio, which is a more 
favorable weather pattern for Texas." 

Temperatures are expected to be 
near normal into the fall and above 
normal through winter and spring. 
Rose also told producers to expect a 
very active tropical season, adding 
that "it doesn't take a big hurricane 
to cause a lot of rain." 

Economist Larry Falconer told 
TSCRA members the cattle industry 
will undergo at least one more year 
of liquidation because the number of 
heifers on feed and harvested re-
mains high. 

"Because fewer replacement heif-
ers in the national her translate into 
fewer calves on the market in the 
future," Falconer said, "we'll proba-
bly see strong calf prices again next 
year — maybe even two or three 
more years." 

The fall meeting of Texas and

As all of us privileged enough to 

live in this great state know, Texans 
are a generous bunch. 

I've been able to see that generos-
ity up close in the last couple of 
years as some 2 million of you have 
chosen to donate $1 each to the 
Blindness Education, Screening and 
Treatment — BEST— program when 
you renewed your drivers' license. 
Those funds have been used to create 
a program to provide blindness 
prevention education and screening 
to all adult Texans and blindness 
prevention treatment for those not 
covered by health insurance. 

With the motto "One Pair, No 
Spare," the BEST program began 
with an awareness campaign kickoff 
in March, and we at the Commission 
for the Blind are excited by its 
possibilities. Crucial to the success 
of the program are the Department of 
Public Safety, which has agreed to 
place BEST posters in all its licens-
ing sites and collect the fee, the 
Texas chapter of the National 
Federation of the Blind, and Senator 
Mike Moncrief and Representative 
Elliott Naishtat, who sponsored the 
legislation that created the program. 

As a veteran in the vocational 
rehabilitation field, I am used to 
dealing with the aftermath of vision 
loss but, with the BEST program, the 
state has the opportunity to help stop 
blindness before lives are affected. 

Blindness and visual impairments 
among Texans are expected to in-
crease in the coming decades as the 
population ages and minority 
populations continue to grow. 
Macular degeneration strikes older 
populations while diabetes, which 
can cause blindness through diabetic 
retinopathy, glaucoma and cataracts, 
is more prevalent among minorities. 

In fact, you may benefit from 
blindness screening if: 
• You are age 45 or older.

The proof is the size of 
the original Reserve note, but is 
much thicker and heavier. It contains 
a quarter-pound of .999 pure silver 
bullion. 

The giant quarter-pound golden 
proof contains a quarter-pound of 
.999 pure silver layered with genuine 
24-karat gold. The coin is an exqui-
site adaption of the new US dollar 
coin—the first dollar coin in a gener-
ation, and the first-ever gold-colored 
coil. It features a portrait of 
Sacagawea, the Native American 
guide who accompanied Lewis and 
Clark on their first exploration to the 
Pacific Ocean nearly 200 years ago.

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Cotton talks 
The Texas Agricultural Statistics 

Service's June 1 estimate of 2000 
plantings indicates the Texas High 
Plains will plant some 3.89 million 
acres of cotton, at least initially. It is 
still anybody's guess as to how many 
acres will make it through to harvest. 

The TASS figure matches closely 
the results of an informal survey 
taken from the membership of the 
Farmers Cooperative Compress a 
couple of weeks ago that indicated 
3.96 million acres were intended for 
cotton this year. 

Statewide the TASS estimate indi-
cates Texas will plant 6.3 million 
acres of cotton in 2000 compared 
with 6.15 million in 1999 and 5.65

The Public Utility Commission of 
Texas ruled June 29 that the more 
than $1.2 billion Southwestern Pub-
lic Service Co. spent in 1995-1997 to 
fuel its power plants and to buy elec-
tric power from other suppliers for 
resale was prudently spent on "rea-
sonable and necessary expenses." 

The PUC periodically scrutinizes 
all power plant fuel and purchased-
power costs that Texas investor-
owned utilities pass through to cus-
tomers. It requires that all expenses 
be reasonable and necessary. 

The commission's decision also 
refuted allegations by a former SPS 
customer and some Austin-based 
activists that SPS had mismanaged 
its fuel supply contracts. The inter-
veners had argued that some fraudu-
lent charges by SPS contractors 
"may have" been passed through to 
customers. The commission con-
cluded, "Southwestern's gas and coal 
contracts have been properly admin-
istered," and determined, "there is no 
indication that the business practices 
of Southwestern's fuel contractors 
were fraudulent." 

SPS noted during the fuel-cost 
hearings, "SPS customers have en-
joyed a trend of decreasing rates for 
16 years; our rates [in 1999) will be 
approximately 25% lower than they 
were 16 years ago. Meanwhile, by

Cotton Prospects 
Whoever said you could never 

have too much of a good thing obvi-
ously never tried to grow cotton in 
West Texas, where too much can 
often create as many problems as not 
enough. 

In West Texas, where planted 
acres and harvested acres often bear 
little resemblance to each other, 
things can change virtually over-
night. 

This year has been no exception as 
a dry, hot May yielded to an unusu-
ally cool, wet June and changed the 
outlook for the area significantly. 

Growers, while more than thankful 
for a record setting month that saw 
the all-time June rainfall record at 
Lubbock eclipsed, are probably be-
ginning to feel that you can get too 
much. Lubbock has recorded more 
than 8.25 inches of rain since June 1. 

A less than scientific analysis of 
heat unit accumulation for the month 
indicates cool, cloudy weather has 
dropped heat unit accumulation 
about 20 percent below the long-
term average. This could be inter-
preted to equal as many as five days 
worth of growth that have been lost 
during the month. 

Should this continue much longer, 
the clop could begin to exhibit signs 
of disease or other ailments that 
reduce yield potential. 

On the other side of the coin is the 
fact that a return to normal daytime 
temperatures in July will probably 
allow the crop to make up the lost 
heat units and continue to develop 
without significant moisture stress 
for several weeks. 

An extended period of hot, dry 
weather would likely mean another 
round of rain in late July or early 
August will be needed to keep the 
crop in good condition.
