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Council okays
drought plan

The Dimmitt City Council voted
Monday night to approve the pro-
posed drought contingency plan for
the city.

City Manager Don Sheffy said he
doesn’t expect the city to ever have
to go into any of the phases de-
scribed in the plan, but the water
district requires the city to adopt such
a plan. Sheffy said he prepared the
plan working off of the plan adopted
by the City of Hereford.

Mayor Wayne Collins asked who
would make the determination of
whether a drought exists and whether
the drought plan could be modified.

Sheffy said that the city may
make the determination and the plan
can be modified at any time and is
not binding on the city.

If activated, the plan would call
for reductions in water usage, rang-
ing from 10% in case of mild water
shortage conditions, to 50% in case
of severe water shortage. Non-essen-
tial water usage would be restricted
to prescribed days and times or pro-
hibited completely, according to the
discretion of the city manager.

Copies of the plan may be viewed
at the City Hall.

In other business, the council
voted to postpone action on bids
received for a new trash truck for the
city.

Bruckner’s submitted a final bid
of $105,698.48. Metro Sterling
Truck Sales bid $95,500. Lone Star
Truck Center bid $90,060. South-
western Equipment Co. of Austin bid
$103,750. Roberts Truck Center of
Lubbock bid $89,142.68.

All of the bids included a trade-in
allowance.

Works department supervisor
Saul Arce told the council he exam-

said he felt the double axle would be
beneficial.

Collins and council member Bob
Murdock both advised against get-

ting the tandem axle, saying that it-

would cause the truck to get stuck in
conditions where it might lose trac-
tion.

Collins said if it was a “twin
screw” arrangement rather than a
“tag” or “drag” axle, then it wouldn’t
be a problem.

Council member Roger Malone
moved to table the bids so that the
city personnel can consult with area
towns that may use a tandem axle
vehicle and see if it is an advantage.

The council held the first reading
of an ordinance for annexation of
property belonging to Shirley Wise,
as she had requested.

The first reading also was held for
the renewal of the franchise agree-
ment with Energas. The city grants a
franchise for the company to use the
city right-of-way in alleys.

Collins said he tried to get the
continuation of a “store front” opera-
tion in Dimmitt included in the fran-
chise agreement, but Energas repre-
sentatives said they felt they could
not promise that, even though a
“store front” is being provided at the
present time.

Energas representative Russell
Murph said that a “most favored
nation clause” was included in the
agreement, which would allow
Dimmitt to claim the same benefits
any other city may be granted by
Energas.

‘The city must hold two more
readings before the franchise agree-
ment is approved. g ;

Collins said he feels the company
is dealing “in good faith” with the
city.

The council heard an inquiry
from Chad Davis concerning place-
ment of a barn and pens near the
Wise property that has applied for
annexation.

Collins advised that it would
come under the city’s “extra-territo-
rial jurisdiction,” and said it would
probably be best to have a public
hearing on the matter at the next
meeting of the council, to give an
opportunity for public comment.

The proposal from First Care set
the premiums at $220 per month per
employee for employee-only cover-
age, $462 for employee and spouse,
$446.60 for employee and children,
and $627 for employee and family
coverage.

R&H'’s proposed premiums were
$270.67 for employee only, $568.42

for employee and spouse, $487.22
for employee and children, and
$703.76 for employee and family.

The Dimmitt Independent School
District pays 100% of the employee-
only premium cost for non-profes-
sional employees and 60% for pro-
fessional employees.

Local schools set free and
reduced-price lunch policies

The Dimmitt, Hart and Nazareth
school districts recently announced
their policies for providing free and
reduced-price meals for children,
served under the National School
Lunch Program and School Breakfast
Program.

The schools have copies of their
policies, which may be reviewed by
any interested party.

The household size and income
criteria identified below will be used
to determine eligibility for free and
reduced-price meals. Foster children
who are the legal responsibility of a
welfare agency or court may also be
eligible for benefits regardless of the
income of the household with whom
they reside. Eligibility for the foster
child is based on the child’s income.

Application forms are being dis-
tributed to all households, along with
a letter informing households of the
availability of free and reduced-price
meals for their children. Applications
also are available at the principal’s

.office of each campus.

To apply for free and reduced-
price meals, households must fill out
the application and return it to the
school. Applications may be submit-
ted anytime during the school year.

For school officials to determine
eligibility for free and reduced-price
benefits, households receiving food
stamps or TANF only have to list
their child’s name and food stamp or
TANF number. An adult household
member must sign the application.

Households that do not list a food
stamp or TANF case number must
list the names of all household mem-
bers, the amount and source of the
income received by each household
member and the social security num-
ber of the adult household member
who signs the application. If the
adult who signs the application does
not have a social security number,
the household member must indicate
that a social security number is not
available by writing the word
“none.”” The application must be
signed by an adult household mem-
ber.

Under the provisions of the free
and reduced-price meal policy, the
Food Service Director of each school
district will review applications and
determine eligibility. Parents or
guardians dissatisfied with the ruling
of the official may wish to discuss

the decision with the reviewing offi-
cial on an informal basis. Parents
wishing to make a formal appeal for
a hearing on the decision may make
a request either orally or in writing to
the superintendent or designee of the
applicable school district.

Households that list a food stamp
or TANF case number must report
when the household no longer re-
ceives these benefits. Other house-
holds approved for benefits based on
income information must report in-
creases in household income of over

$50 per month or $600 per year, as
well as decreases in household size.
Also, if a household member be-
comes unemployed or if the house-
hold size increases, the household
should contact the school. Such
changes may make the children of
the household eligible for benefits if
the household’s income falls at or
below the levels shown below.

In the operation of the child feed-
ing programs administered by the US
Dept. of Agriculture, no child will be
discriminated against because of
race, color, sex, national origin, age
or handicap. If any member of a
household believes he/she has been
discriminated against, he/she should
write immediately to the Secretary of
Agriculture, Washington, D.C.
20250.

Virgil Feinsod and Sam Griffin,
youth directors at the Methodist and
Baptist churches, organized and
sponsored an interfaith group of 16
young people on a mission trip to
Atlanta, Ga.

They were a part of a ministry to
people living in very different condi-
tions than the young people do. They
worked at the International Training
Center. This is a place where home-
less people who have become Chris-
tians can live. Here they are discipled
in Christian principles and trained to
work. The men work in the kitchen,
have daily car washes and keep the
place clean.

The LT. Center is housed in large
warehouses. One is a sanctuary
where 140 homeless people live in
groups of 12. The ministry here is
called “Blood-N-Fire.”

Our young people worked with
the “Kids’ Camp.” It is a day camp
that runs eight weeks from 9 a.m. to
3 p.m. each day. One team of teens
led recreation and another team
helped with the arts and crafts.

The children were from the
Capitol Homes housing project. This
is the poorest and biggest housing
project in the US. The number of
children attending Kids’ Camp had
to be limited to 40 a day.

The Dimmitt youth also were
involved in a ministry called “Search
and Rescue.” they would go to the
housing projects, visit with the peo-
ple, hang out on the street corners
with the people there, and stay alert
to the needs of the people.

To meet the needs, they distrib-
uted food, provided transportation
for those who had family members in

the hospital, and did many other
things to help. They cleaned the
warehouse center, clothing room, and
a food room that was about the size
of a football field.

Two afternoons they did carnivals
for the children there. This consisted
of “goofy” games and fun times.
They went swimming with the kids
one afternoon.

The group had worship times led
by the ministry people of Blood-N-
Fire. They all prayed a lot. One of

With the summer “officially”
over and children returning to
school, parents once again begin
thinking of ways to achieve the goal
of guiding children and youth from
dependency to independence and
self-responsibility—a  demanding
process that takes a long time. Par-
ents behave and act in a variety of
ways to achieve this goal.

Young people become independ-
ent and responsible when they are
“empowered.” However, most par-
ents are highly skilled at “enabling”
and unskilled at “empowering” their
children and adolescents, according
to Marilyn Neal, Castro County Ex-
tension Agent for Family and Con-
sumer Sciences.

Enabling involves getting be-
tween the child or adolescent and life
experiences to minimize the conse-
quences of their choices. It involves
protecting the adolescent from the
consequences of the choices they
made. Enabling responses include:

4 Doing too much for them.

4 Controlling or punishing.

4 Overprotecting and rescuing.

4 Lying for them.

4 Giving them too much.

4 Living in denial.

Empowering involves turning
over control to the adolescent as soon
as possible so that they have the
power over their own lives. It in-
volves letting children and adoles-
cents suffer the consequences of the
choices they make. Empowering
responses include:

4 Listening and giving emotional
support and validation without fixing
or discounting.

4 Teaching life skills.

4 Working on agreements through
family meetings or joint problem-
solving.

4 Letting go (without abandon-
ing).

4+ Deciding what you will do
with dignity and respect.

4+ Sharing what you think, how
you feel, and what you want (without
lecturing, moralizing, insisting on
agreement, or demanding that any-
one give you What you want).

4 Sticking to the issue with dig-
nity and respect.

“Comparing the list of enabling
responses and empowering responses
makes it easy to see the difference.
Unfortunately, the enabling re-
sponses are second nature to most
parents,” Neal said.

The difficult part of empowering
adolescents is that this power over

their own lives often leads to mis-
takes and failures. Only when parents
understand that learning from one’s
own mistakes and failures is an im-
portant part of a successful life pro-
cess can they understand the impor-
tance of using empowerment rather
than enabling in guiding youth.

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Proposed water plan includes groundwater purchase, new pipeline

The future of all the towns on the
Texas High Plains depends upon
each having a long-term supply of
high-quality water.

In order to obtain such a water
supply for industrial and municipal
use, the Llano Estacado Regional
Water Planning group has developed
a conceptual project which includes
purchasing groundwater and trans-
porting it via pipeline within the
region.

During a meeting on June 15, the
group agreed to include the concep-
tual project as one of the water man-
agement strategies in the regional
water management plan. Feasibility
studies and preliminary investigation
into the project cost have already
begun.

Under the proposed project,
groundwater rights would be pur-
chased in either Hartley County or
Roberts County. A pipeline would be
constructed to transport the water to
Vega and then south to Hereford,
Friona and Muleshoe. The new pipe-
line would then be connected to the
existing City of Lubbock pipeline,

which conveys water from the Bailey
County well fields. The City of Lub-
bock would receive compensation
for use of the pipeline.

Water transported in this pipeline
could be used to meet the City of
Lubbock’s future water needs, as
well as supply water to the towns
and cities along the route. In addi-
tion; lateral pipelines could be ex-
tended from the main feeder line to
serve other towns and cities in the
region.

Water from the new distribution
line could also be made available to
feedlots, dairies and other industries
along the route.

The additional water supply could
reduce the demand on the existing
Canadian River Municipal Water
Authority water supply pipeline,
which transports water south from
Lake Meredith to eight Canadian
River Municipal Water Authority
member cities within this region.

Water from the Canadian River
Municipal Water Authority line
could then be made available to

towns and cities along and in the
vicinity of the pipeline who do not
currently receive water from the
water authority.

The MacKenzie Municipal Water
Authority distribution line could be
connected to the Canadian River
Municipal Water Authority pipeline,
as could the White River Municipal
Water District distribution line.
There are several other options as
well.

“The volume of groundwater an-
ticipated to be purchased would be
adequate to supply the demand for
100 years,” said A. Wayne Wyaltt,
chairman of the Llano Estacado Re-
gional Water Planning Group. “The
project would be designed so that no
more than 50% of the volume of
water purchased would be depleted
during the initial 50-year period.”

He added that there are several
ways in which the proposed project
can be financed and operated.

“One way is for each participating
entity to obligate itself to pay its pro-
rata share of the cost of the water
rights/pipeline, based upon the
amount of water it needs, by signing
a long-term contract to take and pay
for a certain amount of water each
year,” Wyatt said.

It should be possible to complete
the pipeline project in five years,
according to Wyatt.

The cost of the water depends
upon the amount of water that needs
to be purchased, the size and length
of the pipeline, the cost of wells and
the pumps/pump stations required.

“Preliminary estimates are that the
cost of the delivered water to each
entity will be in the range of $1.50 to
$2.50 per 1,000 gallons,” Wyatt said.

As a comparison, the City of Lub-
bock currently charges $1.52 to pro-
vide 1,000 gallons of treated water to
residential users.

Letters from the regional water
planning group have been sent to city
officials within the region to deter-
mine if their town or city wishes to
participate in the project. This will
assist the regional water planning
group in determining the amount of
ground water that would need to be
purchased and the size of the pro-
posed pipeline.

Farmers without production flex contracts
now eligible for loan deficiency payments

In a statement issued by the US
Dept. of Agriculture (USDA), pro-
ducers who have produced a 2000
crop contract commodity on a farm
without a Production Flexibility Con-
tract (PFC) are now eligible for Loan
Deficiency Payments (LDP).

In previous years, a farmer had to
have a PFC with Farm Service
Agency before being eligible for
LDPs. This year, a farmer may re-
quest LDP in the normal manner
before beneficial interest is lost.

This act was a part of the Agricul-
tural Risk Protection Act of 2000
approved by the President on June
20.

Texas Corn Producers Board
chairman Joe Reed stated, “With
prices at all-time lows, it is impera-
tive that the administration do what-
ever it can to help all farmers, not just
farmers signed into the program.”

“All farmers need to take advan-
tage of the tools available such as the
LDPs and the government loan pro-
gram. Cash prices are varying greatly
between elevators and posted county
prices in all areas of the state and
farmers may want to look at several
options when selling their new crop
corn,” said Reed.

In another effort to improve han-
dling 2000 crop LDP requests re-
ceived from producers, an amend-
ment was issued and provided the
ability for producers to conduct busi-
ness and provide signed documents to
the Farm Service Agency by telefac-

simile. Producers must complete
form FSA-237 for faxed signatures to
be accepted. Contact your local
county FSA office for more informa-
tion.

Texas Corn Producers Board is
the agency responsible for adminis-
tering the one half-cent per bushel
checkoff for corn. TCPB represents
over 19,000 Texas corn farmers.
