Examine all the
wounds every three or four days for
screw worms and treat them for
screw worms, but also smearing all
wounds again with the brand and
horn smear. This materially reduces
infestation as it is more of a pre-
ventive measure.

Until we learn more about the ha-
bits of the screw worm fly and de-
vise some method of trapping him
or find better methods of repelling
him around fresh or recently treat-
ed wounds Texas will continue to
suffer a loss of ten milllion doflars
annually to its livestock industry.

First Year’s Record of Resettlement

Work In Motley, Kent, Dickens Counties;

An increase in the amount of,
livestock owned by low-income farm |
ers is one result of the first year’s
work of the Resettlement Adminis-
tration, which ended with the month
of June. Official summaries receiv-
ed by Dale Campbell, district super-
visor, covering the period to May 1,
show that Resettlement borrowers in
Motley County purchased 37 horses
and 9 mules, 10 dairy cattle, 20 hogs
and 182 chickens. These livestock
purchases accounted for $4,255 of
the $17,097 loaned in the county.
The loans were made to 55 families
of %which all were white. They in-
cluded 291 persons. The average
loan was $310 per family. Loans for
machinery totaled $1,026, harness
$166, food $5.360, clothing $1,052,
feed for livestock $1,759, seed $562.

In Kent County the Resettlement

borrowers purchased 59 horses and
19 mules, 14 dairy cattle, 26 hoge
and 253 chickens.

These livestock purches accounted
for $7,247 of the $27,676 loaned in
the county. The loans were made to
300 families, of which 83 were
white and included 499 persons.

In Dickens County the borrowers
purchased 99 horses and 5 mules,
17 dairy cattle, 58 hogs and 268
chickens.

These livestock purchases account-
ed for $10,385 of the $32,292 loan-
ed in the county. The loans were
made to 108 families of which 97
were white and included 506 persons
The average loan was $298 per fami
ly.

Loans bearing 5 per cent interest
and are repayable in one to five
years, depending upon the kind of

cent of similar loans made the .
Texas Rural Rehabilitation Corpor-
