maximum diversion. Failure lo have 
the retjuired number of soil-eonserv 
ing a cre—a penalty of $3.00 per 
acre will be as.sess* (l.

The soil-conser\’ing crops that 
may be planted on diverted acres 
are:

1. Lcj.'tmies, including 
cowpea.s .md jnung beans.

2. Sudan grass not harvested for 
seed or hay.

3. Sweet sorghums in row or 
grain sorghums seeded solid or 
broadcast provided all the crop is 
left on the land or plowed under.

4. Alternate strips of sorghums 
or Sudan grass and fallow if strips 
of sorghums or sudan grass are not 
less than approximately 2 rods in 
width and not more than 12 nor 
less than 4 rods apart. Further pro­
vided that the strips o f sorghum 
and Sudan gra.ss are not w’ider than 
the fallow strips, and if the stalks 
are left on the land as a protection 
against wind erosion. The acreage 
actually occupied by the fallow 
strips will be soil-con.servdng, ex- 
ept that strips of grain sorghum 
seeded solid, or broadcast, or sudan 
grass and sweet sorghum in rows 
from which heads or seed are not 
harv'ester, shall be classed as soil- 
conserving if left on the land.

5. Alternate rows of sorghums, 
Sudan grass and fallow planted in 
either single or double rows and 
provided the ro\̂  s are not less than 
10 or more than 16 feet apart where 
the stalks are left on the land as 
a protection against wnnd-crosion. 
Only the fallow strips " ’ill be soil- 
<\>nserving except rows of sweet 
sorghum or sudan grass from which 
heads or seed are not harv’ested.

The rates and conditions of pay­
ments will be 5c per lb. on cotton 
times the average yield allocated 
that farm. The payment for diver­
sion on general crops will be an av­
erage of $9 per acre for the U. Stat- 

i es.
On any farm where the planted 

acres of any' soil-depleting crop ex­
ceeds the ba.se established for such 
crops, a penalty will be accesised 
equal to the payment received for 
diversion of each acre provided 
diversion has been made. In other

words a producer will not be allow 
e«l to decrease his cotton acres 
above the 35 . maximum and plant 
the.se excess acres in feed for har­
vest without drawing a penalty for 
increa.sing the planted acres of 
feed above the feed base or visa 
versa.

The division of payment between 
landlord and operator will be the 
siimc as under the 1936 -Agricultur 
al Conservation Program.

The ratiPTe building allowance for 
any ranch will be determined by 
multiplying the grazing capacity by 
$1.50. The grazing capacity for any 
ranch will be the normal number of 
animal units that can be grazed 
over a period of 12 month.s without 
decreasing the stand of grazing 
vegetation and without the forage, 
tree growth or watershed.

This payment may be earned by 
carrying any one or more of the 
following practices:

1. Re-seeding by deferred graz­
ing, or withholding 25̂ 1' of the 
ranch from grazing for a period of 
6 months, and further provided the 
operator does not increase the num 
her of cattle on the remainder of 
the ranch land to the extent that 
the grass is dpstroyed or materially 
decreased.

2. Contour fuiTowing or listing 
range land— 70c per acre.

,3. Ridging range land—10c per 
100 linear feet.

4. Construction of spreader dams 
— 15c per cu. yd.

mination of Grazing Capacity,” so 
that the ranch may be inspected 
by the range inspector and a graz­
ing capacity be established for that 
ranch.

Further instructions and privi- 
ledges under both the .Agricultural 
Conservation Program will be made 
uublic when they are available.

RABIES

Riibies is an acute infectious dis­
ease, transmitted to man either 
through a bite or through exposure 
of a nerve ending to the saliva of a 
rabid animal as in a cut, open sore 
or abrasion of the skin. The only 
means of transmission of the dis­
ease is through the saliva which is 
infective three to five days before 
the animal is infective three to five 
days before infection or in rare in­
stances through direct contact with 
the infected brain substance.

In the United 111 human deaths 
from rabies were reported in 1008, 
4.0 deaths in 1010, 107 in 1028 and 
for the last five years 323 deaths 
were reported. In Texas 9 deaths 
were reported in 1025; 5 in 1920! 4 
in 1932; 0 in 1933 and 9 deaths 
from rabies in the first six monthf; 
of 1934.

These stastics prove that rabies is 
on the increase and is still a public 
health problem in Texas. Therefore 
a more careful supervision of doRs 
and early prophylactic anti-rab.c
treatment of pa‘ i'"''= *»•
rabid animals should be encouraRcd. 
All persons bitten or licked on an 
open sore or abrasion by a rabid 
animal should take the anti-rabies 
treatment.

Rabies is caused by the virus the 
nature of which has

finutoly ditcimined. The viiu ;̂ is 
found in the salivia, salivary gland.- 
and central nervous system of an 
infected animal. It may be clas.^ified 
as “ .‘Street virus” and “ fixed virus.” 
“ Street virus”  is thy type that is 
tran.'ferred under natural condi­
tions from dog to dog to man, or 
from dog to some other animal. 
When this “ street virus” is inocu­
lated into mbits and carried from 
rabbit to rabbit by sub-dural injec­
tion of material from central nerv­
ous system the virulence ef the 
virus increases and tthe incubation 
period becomes shorter.

Tin* domesticated ot and 
pet when afflicted with rabies fre- 
(juently attacks people w’ith much 
ferociity and can cause severe 
wound wiith its sharp teeth.

The dog is tb<. chief offender for 
rabies in man, therefore prophylac­
tic me.asures should be directed a- 
gainst this animal. England has 
completely eradicated rabies by 
muzzling and quarantining dogs. 
Vaccination has akso proved an ef­
fective means for combating the 
spread of the disease. Prophylactic 
measures necessary to control rab­
ies are (1) Tompulsory reporting 
of all ca.scs of suspected rabies, 
(2) license fee with a vaccination 
tag for all dogs, (3) destruction of 
all ownerless dog, (4) owners to be 
legally responsible for damage in­
flicted b>’ their dogŝ  (5) observa­
tion and quaarantining of all sus­
picious dogs.

Rabies in dogs may be diagnosed 
from the symptoms, but it is ad­
visable to confirm chift diftpiĴ sis by 
the laboratory tests siince there are 
.several diŝ âses which simulate 
rabies. The disease manifests it.self 
in three stages; namely, premoni­
tory, excitement, and paralytic. The 
first tw'o stages may be absent or 
transient while paralysig i§ show'n 
in .all animals before they die. In 
dogs the ficst sign or symptom is 
extreme nervousness restlessness, 
and irritability. About 10 per cent 
of dogs develop the dumb type of 
rabies and these animals seldom at­
tempt to bite although the saliva 
is highly infectious. The other 90 
per cent develop the furious type 
and then often travel long distan­
ces, biting and inoculating man and 
animals en route. TheSg animals will 
.swim rivers and will eat and drink 
until the throat muscles become par* 
alyzed. Paralysis usually begins in 
the hind legs and ascends quite 
rapidly so that it soon becomes gen­
eral. The course of the disease in 
the dog averages from four to five 
days and rarely exceeds ten days.

When a person is bitten by a 
suspicious dog, the aninmi should
be placed under observation for ten 
days. The only way to carry out 
this plan effectively î  to place the 
offending animal in charge of a 
compettent veterinarian or put him 
on a lock and chain and not any 
change in behaviour. If the dog is 
normal at the end of ten days, the 
person bitten is safe and his case

immunized or killed. \ aluable dogs 
should be vaccinated, and dogs that 
have no value should be destroyed 
immediately.

Rabies i.̂  commonly supposed to 
be a disease of w’arm w’cather but 
the w’armth of weather has no in­
fluence on the disease. On the con­
trary, rabies is more prevalent dur­
ing the winter months because ex­
posure to the cold lowers the re­
sistance of the animal. It is true
that more dogs are killed during 
summer months, but the percentage 
of rabies is low.

The following table, illu.strating 
the percentage of rabies per month 
for a five year period, 1920-1934, 
show’s the prevalence of rabies in 
the winter months:
