NEW TEACHER AT

“ TH E REST OF  
TH E RECORD”

GoTernor of Texas

This \\-eek demonstrated a^aiu 
the wisdom o f taking; the unre­
strained power of pardon out o f 
the hands o f the Governor and 
placing it in the hands o f a non­
political board.

Upon my return from Mexico 
I found four men condemned t‘> die 
in the electric chair. Under the old 
.system th Governor, with all hi  ̂
other cares and responsibilities would 
have had to pass on these cases. It 
simply wasn’t fair to compi him to 
.submit to the tearful appeals o f 
wives, mothers, relatives and friends 
Althou^fh he mi^ht have a Lejrisla- 
ture ou his hands, although he might 
have sickness in his home or sevehal 
other trying ordeals, he wa> pla-ed 
in the position o f weighing the life 
o f a man and almost tanding out­
side the death chamber wMtchir.g the 
condemned man pace back and forth 
waiting for the deadly hour <̂ f 
twelvj, o ’elock and the last w.dk to 
the litile green chamber. 1 don’t 
think I ever sle?)t a wink on the 
night any man was compelled to pay 
the penalty.

Now its different. Before he Gov 
ernor can commute a death penalty, 
or grant any other kind o f clemency, 
it has to be recommended by the 
Board o f Pardons. The Governor 
can refuse to follow the Board if it 
recimends clemency, but cannot 
grant an.v whatever unless the 
Board reromend.s it. __

There are three members o f  the 
Board. Only ">ne is appointed by

the Governor, and the others by the 
Supreme Court and Court of Crim- 
nial .\ppeals. The members o f  the 
Board have several investigators and 
of course, no other responsibilities
than looking after clemency cases. 
In this manner both the convict and 
the public get a better deal than un­
der the old system where the Gover­
nor was charged with all the respon 
.sibilit.v in addition to his other 
duties.

I am proud o f this great reform. 
We are not having an.v cimplaints 
about wholesale abuses o f th.. par­
don power. It is all based now on 
n^eiit, and un<iuestionahly everyone 
is much better satisfie»l.

built.

It is heartening to know that  ̂
war emergency’ should arise, our 
guard is manned, officered, ’ equip­
ped. trained and ready for immedi­
ate service.
