Much promise had been held out
since the preliminary meeting of
farmers, ranchers, and Spur busi-
ness men several weeks ago for
WPA aid on the 15 mile project,
but nothing definite was obtained
until last Friday.

Mr. Townsend, WPA project sup-
erintendent who will over-see the
work on the Kalgary road, is here
this week, nd it is planned to begin
the actual dirt work about Monday.
The highway has been termed an
all-weather construction bed, grad-
ing of the strip to be followed by
gravel surfacing. It is likely that
approximately 50 men will be placed
on the work at the beginning of
construction, with additional labor
to be added at a later date if nec-
essary.

According to information given
out by County Agent G. J. Lane
here Tuesday -afternoon, 20 of the
24 Government Range Program
checks stated to be the quota for
Dickens County have already been
received in the county by ranchers,
and total $4250.50.

Issuance of the range checks has
not, however, caused the furor of
former issues, as practically all Dick-
ens County ranchers are in fine
shape as to good range grass, wheat
that has cut feed costs far below
the normal outlay, and entrance to
early summer with cattle in fine
condition.

The direct expenditures of im-
provement on ranch lands in this
territory has increased the nominal
values, and the new funds coming
in will make other showings in im-
provements. The chief outlay has
been in watering and tankage facil-
ities, and fencing projects.

WHEAT RATES
GIVEN 0UT

Crop insurance which will guar-
antee insured wheat growers three-
fourts of an average wheat crop in
1939 will cost framers of Dickens
county an average of 1,4 bushels per
acre, acordnig to figures announced
at the state meeting recently held
at Amarillo.

For insurance that guarantees one-
half of an average crop, the rate
will average .8 bushel per acre in
Dickens county.

The county rates reflect the ave-
rage per acre loss in this county
during the 10 years, 1926-36. The
premiu mthat an individual wheat
grower will have to pay for insur-
ance will depend half on this county
rate and half upon the crop losses
on his own farm. The rates for each
farm will be computed in the branch
office of the Feedral Crop Insurance
Corporation. ;

The cost of insurance is not based
on the average amount of yield, but
on the year-to-year variations in
yield. “Two farmers with the same
average yield for the 10 year period
would not necessarily pay the same
premium for the same percentage.”
E. N. Holmgreen( administrative of-
ficer of the Texas AAA office at
Texas A. and M. College, who at-
tended the meeting, pointed out.
The farmer who suffered but little
crop loss would pay less that the
farmer who suffered frequent and
heavy losses, even though their ave-
rage yieds were the same.”

The figures farmers need for cal-
culating their insurance will be
availabl for farms which took part
in wheat adjustment programs in
the office of the county agricultural
agent and the county committee,
about which the county crop insur-
ance program wil center. Farms on

which figures are not available willI

be appraised.
The premium a farmer pays covers

only the actual cost of the insur-

ance. Administration costs and costs |

for storage of insurance reserved
will be paid by the Corporation.

GRASSHOPPER CONTROL FIGHT
UNDER WAY

The fight to combat the worst
grasshopper infestation in history is
under way with the arrival of 37
carloads of bran and 14,800 gallons
of sodium arsenite from federal
sources, according to R. R. Reppert,
entomologist of the Extension Ser-
vice of Texas A. and M. College and
state grasshopper control leader.

Texas has been assigned 7000 tons
of bran and 140,000 gallons of so-
dium arsenite by the Bureau of En-
tomology and Plant Quarantine,
which administers the government’s
grasshopper control program. This
material will be matched by farmers
who will receive allotments of poi-
son mash through county agricul-
tural agents and county grasshopper
control committees.

Entomologists have known for
over six months that more than 100
Texas counties would suffer a severe
hopper infestation, and federal en-
tomologists have helped the Texas
Grasshopepr Control Committee
make advance plans to hold down
crop damage.

While the hatch stlil incom-
plete, hoppers have emerged in re-
cord numbers in most of the coun-
ties where damage is expected. Only
in the Panhandle are the hoppers
still in the egg stage. The recent
cold wave did little to reduce grass-
hopper numbers.

County agricultural agents, county
grasshopper control committees, and
farmers are ready to combat the in-
sects. Experience has shown that
contro! is simplified when poison
mash is scattered around the places
where hoppers hatch out before they
multiply and spread to fields. A
similar program last year saved
Texas farmers 6 million dollars and
returned more than a hundred dol-
lars for each dollar spent.

Control measures will begin
around May 1 in the counties where
the hatch is most advanced, Reppert
said.

SEVEN MILLION COPIES IS
ANNUAL CIRCULATION
OF SCRIPTURES

An annual circulation, throughout
the world, of seven million copies of
the Scriptures, for thes thriteenth
successive year, was reported by the
American Bible Society at its 122nd
annual meeting held on Thursday,
May 12, at its headquarters, the Bi-
ble House, ‘57th Street and Park
Avenue, New York City. During
1937, the circulation, totalling 7,328,-
550 copies of Bibles, Testaments, and
Portions of the Boble was in 197
languages and dialects, including
different systems for the Blind.
Scriptures in 97 languages were cir-
culated in the United States and in
149 languages by the Society’s
twelve foreign agencies.

1937 was the first full year in
which the Bible Society operated
from its new Bible House. As antici-
pated, the new location brought the
Society's work to the attention of
many who were unaware of the
important place the Society occupies
in the life of the nation and the
world. Among the gains noted was
an increase in the number of vol-
umes distributed in the United
States.

China, in spite of the fact that
for half the year was torn by war,
for the sixth successive year report-
ed a distribution of more whole Bi-
bles than ever in her history.

A tean per cent increase, totalling
the largest circulation of Scriptures
in its history of 41 years, was report-
ed by the Brazil agency of the Soci-
ety.

OLD DIARY OF CATHOLIC
PRIEST HAS BEEN
PUBLISHED

A diary kept by a Catholic priest
who accompanied the expedition of
Martin de Alarcon, sent in 1718-
1719 to establish a settlement on the
San Antonio River and to carry
supplies ot the mission settlements
of East Texas has been translated
and published in the latest issue of
the Southwestern Historical Quar-
terly. This periodical is iss&xed by the
Texas State Historical Association,
through a board of editors composed
of Drs. R. L. Biesele, C. W. Hackett,
and W. P. Webb, all professors at
The University of Texas.
zThis translation was made by Fritz
L. Hoffman of the University of
Colorado, himself a graduate of the
Texas institution. He points out that
this diary, kept by Fray Pedro Perez
de Mezquia, is the chaplain of the
expedition, Fray Francisco de Celiz,
has already been ftranslated and edi-
tede by Hoffman, and was published
by the Quivira Society.

The Celiz diary follows the activi-
ties of Alarcon to February 10, 1719,
whereas the Mezqiua diary stops
with June 22, 1718, the day on which
Alarcon returned to the Rio Grande
settlements for supplies before be-
ginning his long journey to East
Texas from San Antonio, which he
founded on May 5 of the same year,
Hoffman pointed out.

His translation of the Mezquia
diary was made from a transcript
copy in the Library of Congress, the
copy having been made from an
original in the archives of the Fran-
ciscan college of Santa Cruz de Que-
detaro prior to the conversion of
that college into a military barracks
and the subsequent loss of the ar-
chives. The essential data in the two
diaries, with very few exceptions, is
almost exactly alike, he added.
