C. Hull as president; John A. Moore, 
first vice-president; Ernest George, 
second vice-president; O. B. Ratliff, 
secretary; and Lawis Lee as treas­
urer. The Directors are Clyde Wal­
thall, Dr. M. H. Brannen, George 
Gabriel, Charlie Powell, T. E. Mi­
lam, Olen Arthur, and Dick Speer. 
The latter meet, both of which have 
been held in the George Gabriel 
bulldnig, by courtesy of Mr. Gabriel, 
local dry goodsman, made an un­
usual step in final plans. A number 
o f projects were discussed, with un­
animous adoption of a good will trip 
to Stonewall County’s Golden Jubi­
lee at Aspermont tomorrow, with 
30 minute stops at Girard, Jayton, 
and Swenson.

The initial great booster trip of 
approximately 50 club members, 
with a musical led by Robert Field­
er and forty pieces of his Spur High 
School Band, plan to gather early 
tpjnorrow morning at the High 
^school building flere, for de'parlure 
on the motorcade to the Stonewall 
county seat at 9:00 o’clock, with col­
ors flying and badges of good will as 
their personal calling-cards.

Excepting time for travel, and 
three other stops, the group will 
have practically the entire afternoon 
to devote attendance of the Jubilee 
at Aspermont, returning t̂o Spur 
Friday night.

put out, must assume personally the 
risk of losses’ if stock are turned 
loose for free grazing.

Cognizance should be taken of the 
warning by farmers and stockmen, 
nd efforts made to avoid damage by 
this project which is intended for 
id to crops of this entire area.

Living up to its :'20utation as be­
ing one of the best stock raising and 
farm production areas in this part 
of the State, the McAdoo School 
presents something tangible in fig­
ures as accomplished and compiled 
for evidence of the work that has 
been done by the Agricultural boys 
in the year just ending.

The McAdoo school has one of the 
largest Agrciultural Classes of any 
school of its size in this area, and 
one pointer on the accomplishments 
for the ending year would be the al­
lusion to the many prizes and rib­
bons carried off by the boys from 
the Lubbock Stock Show.

Forty-eight boys make up the Ag­
gie Class, and some idea as to #e 
size of their projects can be gleaned 
from th table on page 5. The De­
partment of Vocational Agriculture 
is but three years old, and the pro­
gress made is really remarkable. 
Many plans for the coming year 
hav'e already been made by Mr. 
Grist, the boys cooperating in map­
ping out the work, and it is expected 
that the Class for 1938-’39 will ex­
ceed in number the closing year’s 
group.

A chart will be carried next wjeek 
showing the various projects, amount 
of money invested, profits, labor ex­
pended and all other results.

Duggan Explains The 
Cotton Damage 
Situation

Mesdames W. F. Ragland and son

According to a telegram receiv’̂ ed 
by County Agent G. J. .Lane from 
Mr. Duggan, Director of the South­
ern Division of AAA, the dmage to 
cotton crops listed under the present 
program may be classed as coming 
under technical terms from the Gov’̂ - 
ernment.

Forwarding to farmers Lane’s in­
terpretation of the telegram from 
Duggan, “Cotton destroyed by grass­
hoppers will be considered as havr- 
ing been planted to cotton, if the cot­
ton was destroyed before bolls are 
first formed.” It further states that 
“ no payment, with respect to cot­
ton, will be made unless land on the 
farm is considered as being planted 
to cotton, except where failure to 
plant was due to flood or drought.”

The first statement, however, 
would practically eliminate any con­
troversy in this area as to formed 
bolls, in those cases where grasshop­
pers have destroyed the cotton, up 
to the present time. Unlike South 
Texas, the season here gives local 
farmers the advantage of late form­
ation.

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Connolly Wins Fight 
For Needy Farmers

Part time work for needy farmers 
was made possible under the relief 
set-up by an amendment offered by 
Senator Tom Connally and adopted 
by the Senate last week. Farmers, 
who have met with crop losses and 
other misfortunes and who are in 
need, will bo permiteed to supple­
ment their farm incomes by work­
ing part time on rural relief projects 
without being put on the relief rolls 

“ We all know” , remarked Senator 
Connally, “that the great bulk of all 
the relief money in the W. P. A. 
goes into industrial areas, to the ci­
ties. Out in the extreme drought sec­
tion, a portion of which is in my 
State up near the Colorado and the 
Kansas lines, we have the condition 
that when there is plenty of rain 
it is a very fertile countrj’, and the 
farmers make good crops; but in re­
cent years they have been suffering 
from terrible drought. It ought to 
be the purpose of the Congress to 
keep such a man out on the farm 
and let him carry on his own busi­
ness; but many of them are going to 
leave the farm unless they can sup­
plement what they are making by 
w’orking sort periods of time on the 
W. P. A. Under present \V. P. 
rules a farmer cannot be hired to 
work on a country road for a sin­
gle day unless he is on relief rolls. 
This amendment will remedy that 
situation.”

Senator Connally was active also 
in obtaining the passage of the “ Rus­
sell Amendment” in the Senate to 
the Relief Appropriation Bill which 
provides $212,000,000 to apply in 
bringing the price of farm products 
toward parity. Under this amend­
ment those farmers who are taking 
ten cents per bushel in the case of 
wheat, two cents per pound in the 
case of lint cotton, five cents per 
bushel in the case of com, one cent 
per pound in the case of tobacco, and 
one-fifth cent per pound in the case 
of rough rice.

More than 16,000 high school and 
college students were enabled to 
continue their school work during 
the academic year now ending 
through part-time employment on 
NY.\ Student Aid jobs, J. C. Kellam, 
State Director of the National Youth 
Administration, announced.

Of this number, about 9,500 were 
students of high school grade, and 
5,900 were college and university 
students, he said. The students work­
ed under supervision of members of 
the school staff, {lerforming useful 
and practical work for the benefit 
of the institution they were attend­
ing. High School students earned 
as much as $6 a month, while college 
students were enabled to earn an 
average wage not greater than $15 
a m.onth.

“These sums are small, but to a 
youth trying to get an education, 
this sum each month is often the 
difference between going on and 
dropping out of school entirely,” Mr, 
Kellam said.

An analysis of 13,918 applications 
filed by students showed that 95 
per cent of the students selected for 
NYA Student Aid jobs came from 
low income families.

‘Advanxiety, coined by adding to 
Anxiety the first three letters of the 
calfs sire. Advance Domino, thus 
deriving Adv’anxiety, pronounced 
“ Ad-vang-zi-e-ti.” Originally shee­
ted by Stribling because of his in­
dividual merit and illustrious an­
cestry, his development has been 
closely followed by Hereford breed­
ers.

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The ta.x bill is frankly a compro­
mise—Senator Harrison and his fol­
lowers wanted further reforms, but 
they were impossible at get at this 
time. Therefore it has gone far to­
ward correcting tax inequalities and 
abuses.

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WATCH CZECHOSLAVAKIA
‘•Twenty years after the war ‘to 

make the world safe for democracy’” 
, wrote Leland Stowe, a New York 

Herald Tribune foreign correspond­
ent, recently, “354,000,000 out of Eu- 
ropes 550,000,000 people are living 
under dictatorships in 12 European 
countries, and democracy is banish­
ed from four-fifths of continental 
Europe.”

Sir Philip Gibbs, the well known 
English novelist and journalist, has 
said. ‘ The nations are arming again. 
Men who remember the last war 
seem to be preparing for the next. 
Nothing was learned, nothing was 
settled, by that monstrous struggle”

For the past few weeks, since the 
German-Czech border crisis was 
averted, there has been quiet abroad. 
But it has been an exceedingly om­
inous quiet The problems that con­
front Europe grow steadily worse, 
not better. The armament race, 
which has been going on for a year 
or two, has been speeded up. And 
while the governments concerned at­
tempt to keep it hidden, it is an open 
secret that mobilization is underway 
by several major piowers, that almost 
all of the powers have perfected 
plans which make it possible to pu 
the countries on a war basis in j 
few hours, and that there are more 
men and more munitions at the var­
ious frontiers in Europe than at any 
time in the past.

The place to watch is still Czech- 
oslavakia. It is true that Hitler back­
ed down a few weeks ago, at a time 
when it seemed German invasion 
of the Sudeten territory was as­
sured. It is not true, according to 
experts in touch with affairs, that 
Hitler has at all changed his views 
or desires. He felt then that the time 
was not ripe and that the risk was 
too great—largely, it is believed be­
cause he has not been given satisfac­
tory assurances that Italy will fight 
with him if a general war breaks 
out, in spite of the Rome-Berlin axis. 
Mussolini is- apparently still pursu­
ing a fence-sitting policy. He wants 
to back a winner. That fact alone 
may be all that is holding the Reich 
in check.

TEX.AS F.AIR IX FIRST-Ql’.%RTER 
BUSINESS T.^BLE

Showing neither spectacular gains 
nor relatively severe losses, the Te.x- 
as table in the state-by-state busi­
ness record for the first quarter of 
1938 compared to the same period 
of 1937 reveals iour “plus” and four 
“minus” ratings in the eight key 
business indices covered by the tab­
ulation, says a report of the All- 
South Development Council.

On the whole, compared to the na­
tional figures on “ percentage of gain 
or loss,” the Texas showing was fa­
vorable, since only in the “heavy 
(^instruction” table did the nation as 
a whole show a gain, and the Texas 
declines were less severe than the 
national averages.

Bolstered by gains of more than a 
hundred per cent by several states, 
“heavy construction” advanced in 
the nation-wide picture by 27 per 
cent, with Texas up 32, Leouisiana, 
whose intensive drive for new indus­
tries helped make it the nation’s 
leader in this field in 1937, carried 
on with a 205 per cent gain in 1938’s 
first quarter. Oklahoma was up 155 
per cent.
