City Gets $6,358 From Sales Taxes

The City of Winters has received
$6,358.86 from the State Comptroller
as a rebate for the one-cent sales tax
collected for the month of June.

City To
Hire
Attorney

Winters City Council Monday night
approved a proposal to employ an
attorney and a bond broker to assist in
calling in bonds outstanding against
the city’'s power plant, in the event
ongoing negotiations to dispose of the
plant are completed.

Cost for attorney’s and broker's fees
will be in the neighborhood of $2500,
Mayor Homer Hodge told the council
members present at the regular
meeting.

The council has been negotiating
with West Texas Utilities Co. for
several months regarding sale of the
plant to WTU. Several offers and
counter-offers have been made, but no
definite decisions have been made, due
to the legal processes involved.

Mayor Hodge again pointed out
Monday night that the proposal to sell,
once an agreement has been reached,
will have to be submitted to the voters
for approval. “The people voted the
light plant in, and the people will have
to vote the light plant out,” the mayor
said in essence.

In discussing the financial condition
of the city-owned light plant, Buford
Baldwin, city secretary, said that the
gas bill for operation of the generating
engines for the previous month had
been about $16,000. Annual cost of gas
for operation of the plant is estimated
at about $180,000, it was brought out

Comptroller Bob Bullock said his
office has made checks totaling $39.3
million to 865 Texas cities for their
June share of the one percent city
sales tax, a 15.1 percent increase over
the same period last year.

Bullock also reminded Texas tax-
payers of the following bills approved
by the 1977 Legislature which will
affect sales tax collections:

—SB 110 exempts from the sales tax
syringes and hypodermic needles used
for medical purposes. The bill is
effective Aug. 29.

—HB 694 exempts newspapers and
subscription sales of magazines from
state and local sales taxes effective
Aug. 29.

Bullock said the exemptions will
have only a minor effect on overall
sales and use tax collections.

City Council

Winters City Council Monday night
duplicated the action taken by the
Ballinger City Commission last week,
rejecting the proposal that the two
cities join with the county in financing
a countywide ambulance service.

Decisions by the governing bodies
of the two cities have in fact returned
the problem of providing ambulance
service to the county commissioners.

The county commissioners now have
only a few days in which to decide
what action to take in providing the
important service to county residents,
as the two funeral homes in Winters
and Ballinger have announced they
will discontinue the service July 1. No
announcement of pending action had
been received from county officials at
press time this week.

Under the proposal which had been
made and approved by the county
commissioners June 14, the operation
of ambulance service would be turned
over to the two hospitals, with the
county and the two cities financially
underwriting the operation. The
county would have paid each hospital
$300 per month, and each city would
pay its local hospital $300 per month, a
total of $600 for operating the
ambulances for each hospital. Cities
would also provide all upkeep on four
ambulances to be purchased and
equipped by the county.

During discussion of the proposal by
the Winters Council Monday night,
aldermen expressed the opinion that
residents of the two cities would be
taxed doubly for the service, while
rural residents would be taxed only by
the county, to pay for the service.

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EDITORIALS

Council Should Call Election

Clifton Poe resigned from the City Council a few days
ago for health reasons, leaving the city's governing body
with only four aldermen and the mayor to conduct the city’s
business. With this limited number, it is sometimes difficult
to have a quorum present to officially open a meeting.

This happened this week, as one alderman was absent for
personal reasons, leaving only three to act.

As we understand the situation, the council has a choice
of: leaving the seat vacant until the next election (Poe's
term will end in April, 1978); appointing someone to serve
the remainder of the unexpired term; or call a special

election.

Leaving the seat vacant for the next several months
would place an extra burden on the remaining aldermen, as
each already has responsibility for his own department.

There would be nothing really wrong with appointing
someone to serve the unexpired term—it has been done
before—and the sitting council could be expected to act for
the good of the town in making an appointment. There are
many good men and women available.

However, in view of the very important decisions which
are expected to be made within the next few months, it
would seem the best route to follow would be to call a
special election. Such action would give everyone an
opportunity to have a voice in selection of the person to fill
the post for at least a few months.

Cost of a special election would be minimal, and such
election could be cause for more people to become
interested in their city government. It would also indicate
to the people that the sitting council is asking for public
advice and cooperation in making their decisions. An
election could be called and held within the next few weeks,
building the council to full strength for the months ahead.

“Worms”Is Good Investment,

Say Local Worm Farmers

By JOE ECKOLS

The newest and most
unusual industry to arrive on
the Winters scene is the
cultivation and sale of earth-
worms.

But the supply of fisher-
men is not the goal aimed at
by the local growers.

On a national scale, labor-
atories are soliciting private
individuals to raise hybred
red wiggler earthworms,
which may be resold to
supply scientist for experi-
mental use.

According to one local
worm grower, Joe Pritchard
of Wingate, worms are
already in great demand for
such purposes as components
in farm fertilizer, livestock
and pet food additives, a
base for many cosmetics, an
countless other potential
uses. Pritchard said that
scientists are currently stu-
dying worms for use as a
possible food source for
human consumption.

In addition to being an
independent worm grower,
Pritchard and his wife Donna
will soon assume manage-
ment of 4 worm distributor-

Pritchard will
be a regional manager for a
national worm supply comp
any.

Presently in the Winters
area, there are at least eight
worm farmers with invest-
ments of up to 40 beds.

Worms are supplied to
would-be farmers through
various organizations which
sell the worms by beds or by
approximate weight to re-
present a bed or bin.

John G. Key Jr., another
worm grower in Winters,
said, “All a farmer must do is
secure the worms from a
supply house and then
maintain them in a some-
what temperature controlled
environment, and with daily
feeding, the worms do the
rest.”

Temperature control whi
ch Key refers to is an
optimum growth climate for
earthworms, 70 degrees F.

The beds themselves are
constructed in a 3 foot by 8
foot rectangle, with a depth
of 6 to 12 inches, and painted
with a non-toxic paint. The
beds are prepared with a
peat moss substance, dirt,
manure, or a mixture of
these. The manure can also
serve as a food source for the
worms as well as a growth
environment, Key said.

Each bed serves as a
“home™ for approximately
60,000 to 100,000 of the
wigglers, or 25 to 50 pounds
by weight. These worms
begin to breed, lay eggs, and
grow into mature two-inch
worms in 60 to 75 days. This
would mean a bed would
double in number of worms
with this period of time.

Worms are fed once a day,
on a mixture of laying mash

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and corn meal, or in some
cases, manure which is
mixed in the soil prepara-
tion.

Key said at present he was
content to allow his invest-
ment to grow, but if he
should decide to “harvest”
his crop, they would be fed
into a separator to select the
mature worms from the
eggs, young worms, and soil,
The mature worms would be
sold on a per-pound basis, he
said.

Key said, “Present market
value is between $2.50 and
$2.75 per pound, with some
speculation that the market
may reach $3.00 per pound
this year . . . I hope,” as he
scattered feed amoung his 20
beds stored in a vacant

building in Winters.

Key pointed out that a
farmer investing in only one
bed of worms would have 64
beds at the end of one year.
Based on a ten pound per
bed harvest, at $2.50 per
pound, an income of $1,600
per month could be realized.

Pritchard added that by
supplying your own beds and
purchasing only the worms,
an individual may start with
one bed for as low as $495.
“For a $495 intial investment
to earn $1,600 a month after
only one year, it makes good

sense,” Pritchard and Key
both agreed.
Indeed, raising

earthworms may be the most
unusual industry to be
established in Winters.

Joe Antilley, chairman of
the Texas State Soil and
Water Conservation Board
and Kenneth Kuykendall,
president of the Association
of Texas Soil and Water
Conservation Districts will

present reports on the
activities of each organiza-
tion.

Communication is the na-

As simple as it is, I
learned the appropriateness
of that phrase last week in
front of a national television
audience.

I had been asked to appear
on the NBC Nightly News
program opposite President-
ial Press Secretary Jody
Powell, just 24 hours after a

House Sub-committee on
Energy and Power had
approved my amendment

calling for gradual deregula-
tion of natural gas prices.
The intent of the ‘“confr-
ontation” was to clarify some
of the differences between
my views on natural gas
deregulation and those of the
administration’s. It is obv-
ious that we share similar
goals, to supply plentiful and
economical fuel to the Amer-
ican people, but we differ in
the way we think these goals
can be attained. I also
believe my amendment add-
resses itself to the very
important issue of environ-
mental impact, while the
administration's proposed
coal conversion plans seem
to ignore some serious
effects such a conversion can
have on the environment.
Mr. Powell had made
comments about my amend-
ment, which calls for immed-
iate deregulation only of a
limited percentage of nar-
rowly-defined “new” natural
gas and for 5-year phased-in
deregulation of offshore gas,

to the effect that my
amendment called instead
for total and immediate
deregulation.

Because my derugulation
amendment pertains only to
what is defined as “new
natural gas,”it would affect
only about 10 per cent of the
natural gas supply now
available, but, at the same
time, would provide incen-
tive for further exploration,
which means more jobs,
more gas and, in the long
run, more economical fuel for
the consumer, .

After Mr. Powell’s state-
ment, which he made from
an elegantly furnished White

Krueger's Kolumn

House office, the cameras
returned to me in a stark
television studio a few miles
from the White House. I
replied that the press secre-
tary's comments were con-
sumately and absolutely fa-
Ise, then time ran out, before
I could explain the precise
points of my amendment,
points which Mr. Powell
obviously had not had time
to study.

It now falls upon me and
other members of congress--
without the aid of national
television time--to go about
the task of education the
nation on the specifics of
complex, yet extremely imp-
ortant, energy legislation.

After the brief national
TVappearance, I did receive
some unanticipated support,
also at the national level.

Newsweek Magazine, in
this week’s edition, has done
a 750-word profile concern-
ing my efforts and that story
puts into perspective some of
the most confusing elements
of natural gas deregulation
and the role it plays in the
overall energy picture.

Then, over the weekend,
syndicated columnist George
Will, in a nationally televised
program, said “Bob Krueger
has done more to resolve the
energy crisis” than anyone in
the administration.

That calibre of substantial
support is appreciated, part-
icularly when it comes from
highly respected and objec-
tive sources such as a
national magazine and a
journalist with the integrity
of Mr. Will, but it also points
out the increasing impor-
tance of getting to the
American people the inform-
ation they meed to help their
legislators determine the
route we must go to prevent
energy shortages, to supply
fuel at a reasonable price and
to protect the environment.

That challange, as complex
and difficult as it is, is one I
accept. I hope .the people of
Texas, and the entire nation,
take the time to differentiate
between off-the-cuff emo-

tional rhetoric and responsi-
ble and scholary reaction.

horses and he probaly had
quite a few in the area.

In order to supply the
store with groceries, before
it was closed, Hutchison
made a trip to Round Rock
twice a year and it was a two
months trip for his wagon
and four horse hitch. On his
return he would dump the
sacks of flour in the river,
then take them out and let
them dry before stocking
them in the store. This
treatment coated the sacks
and kept the weevils out.

After the store was closed
the telegraph station was
operated in the Hutchison
home for some years and
then they finally closed it
down.

The first Methodist church
was organised in the Hutchi-
son home. There were three
families present who were
charter ' members. When vis-
iting preachers came thro-
ough they stayed in the
Hutchison home and also
preached there as they had
no church building.

In 1886, Hutchison moved
his family to Runnels City,
which then had a population
of 750. But he didn't stay, he
moved into the country for
several years before return-
ing to the city.

Runnels City boasted of a
fine rock hotel with 13 rooms
and a large parlor, the only
one in the city many
weddings were held there.

Mrs. Hutchisons parents,
Mr. and Mrs. W.K. Dikinson,
operated the hotel for a time,
until the city declined after
the removal of the county
seat to Ballinger in 1888.
Then it ceased to be a hotel
and became a home for the
family. The Hutchisons lived
there with her parents and it
was in the hotel parlor that
both their girls were married
in 1891.

After the deaths of Mr.
and Mrs. Dickenson, the
Hutchisons moved on to the
Wilmeth area, then known as
Mazeland. They later moved
to Midland where Hutchison
established a ranch.

Mrs. Hutchison's brother,
Ed Dickinson, moved his
family to the hotel. He was
county surveyor for Runnels
and Coke counties, and
moved his office to Ballinger
but retained his residence at
Runnels City. The last
wedding to take place in the
old hotel was that of his
daughter, Gertrude, to Ver-
mont Van Zandt in 1920.

The rock hotel was demol-
ished in 1923.
