ing, Volunteer Organiza-
tion to be Perfected. 

With the completion, early in 
June, of the city pump station, 
now being erected by the Man-
ning Construction Co., of Lock-
ney, Dimmitt will have its first 
organized fire department. The 
fire truck, purchased last year, 
will be housed in the new build-
ing, which is of brick, one story 
high, and 26x40 feet. 	It will 
face the east on 5th street, and 
besides providing sleeping space 
for two firemen, truck room, and 
the city water pump, will' con-
tain a supply and repair depart-
ment for the municipal water 
system. 

The building will cost approxi-
mately $4,000.00. 

The organization of the vol-
unteer fire department, which 
will include 21 men, will prob-
ably be under the supervision of 
the concern from whom the e-
quipmerit was purchased.
