HEALTH FACTS

Austin -Throughout the Uni­
ted States the week of February 
14 - 21, will be observed as Na­
tional Heart Week, and Dr Geo. 
W. Cox.. State Health Officer 
has announced that the State 
Health Department will cooper­
ate to the fullest extent In 
stressing to the public the ne­
cessity for full information and 
intelligent action in attempting 
to control this nation’s major 
killer, heart disease.

From a national level, heart 
disease is the leading cause of 
death, and yearly takes a great­
er total number of lives than 
the next five leading causes of 
death combined. One out of 
every three deaths In the United 
States^ is due to disease of the 
heart and blood vessels, and it 
Is estimated that one out of 
every twenty persons suffer 
from some form of heart or 
blood vessel disease.

A great amount of research In 
the causes and treatment of the 
heart diseases has established 
the fact that some of them can 
be materially helped by certain 
drugs, or even surgery, and It 
has been proved beyond doubt 
that the heart patient who pla­
ces himself early under compe­
tent medical care, has by far the 
best chance of survival. In many 
Instances the patient can. un­
der competent care, lead an al­
most normal life, with only cer­
tain restrictions as to activities 
and indulgences which might 
adversely affect his condition.

"Consult your doctor for a 
physical check-up at least once 
a year,” Dr. Cox advises. “ If 
heart disease occurs, he will 
have an opportunity to find it. 
and begin proper treatment in 
the early stages, thus assuring 
you a better chance to finish a 
normal, comfortable life span."

Fort Worth — Oood soil mois­
ture has given western Texas 
and Oklahoma temporary rest 
from wind erosion although 
large acreages are still without 
enough cover to prevent blowing 
when the soil’s surface dries. 
"Regional Soil Conservation 

Service Director Louis P. Mer­
rill pointed out that the princi­
pal benefit from the recent 
rains and snow Is that farmers 
now can produce a crop that, 
with a good cropping pattern 
and properly managed stubble, 
will help prevent blowing on a 
large scale next year.

Mid-January reports from soil 
conservation field men in Okla­
homa and Texas show 4,612,934 
acres in the two states without 
good enough cover to prevent 
blowing when the soil's surface 
dries. Of this, 3.119.853 acres are 
in Texas. Merrill explained that 
this two-state figure, which rep­
resents the main blow hazard in 
the United States, can be cut 
sharply as farmers and ranchers

Ed Eas­
terling of Beaumont, chairman 
oi the drafting committee, was 
to arrive Monday night and they 
were to go over the objections 
and proposed amendments in 
detail. Mitchell and Bandeen 
agreed to further discussion 
with Easterling if necessary 
Jackson said the bill w’ould be 
introduced as now written be­
cause mimeographed copies have 
been distributed all over the 
state but that whatever changes 
are worked out between the two 
organizations can be offered in 
the legislature as amendments.

GOOD CAMERAS SELDOM WEAR OUT
Frequently people write us that 

they have found an old camera In 
their home and wonder if It is still 
any good Mere age has little to do 
with a camera's usefulneas Good 
photographs can still be made with 
the cameras Matthew Brady used to 
take pictures of the Civil War IJke 
a fine watch, a good camera may 
look old fashioned, but with good 
care they seldom wear out

Before you try to uae a camera 
that baa been out of action for some 
time, take It to your camera dealer 
or repair man for a good check up 
Have blm Inspect the bellows and 
body for light leaks, see if the shut­
ter needs cleaning or adjustment 
and polish up the lens If the cam­
era shows obvious signs of wear or 
damage. It Is best to send It to the 
manufacturer for a good going-over.

A few dollars spent on a thorough 
overhaul will often make an old 
camera as good, and sometimes bet­
ter than new for black and white 
pictures, even though Its lens may 
not be corrected for color. If the 
old camera has a good lens, don't 
be In a rush to get rid of It Just be­

cause It does not have every mod­
ern feature

If you have no need for an o\d 
camera, or want a different type, 
ask your dealer to make you an 
allowance on the old camera toward 
the purchase of a new one. You 
may be pleasantly surprised at the 
price It may bring

Many of ua have old cameras 
around the bouse that are never 
used Instead of throwing them away 
or letting them gather duat. Invest 
a few dollars In having them put 
Into working order and send them 
to the Veterans Hospital nearest 
your home There are thousands of 
soldiers eager to have a simple 
camera to help pass the long hours. 
Photography haa proven one of the 
most popular and moat useful hob 
bles for these men, and there Is 
always an urgent demand for any 
kind of equipment.

o H Juhnmn aged as well as the best 20% 
of the farms are managed, output of the average 
acre could lie doubled. In most areas the output 
of pasture land could lx* increased three or four 
times. Our cleverest feeders get 60% more out of 
their feed than do average feeders. Production 
per cow, sow or hen could lie increased 50% to 
100% if animals and methods as good as those 
used by the top 20% of our farmers were em­
ployed by all farmers.

There are two ways o f achieving higher pro­
duction per acre without increasing costs. The 
most practical method is to raise the level of 
manag«*ment efficiency without increasing pres­
ent working forces per farm. The other method 
is for the farm family, with modern power and 
machinery, to farm more acres. This second meth­
od has obvious limitations. For there would not 
lx* enough acres to go around without eliminating 
many farm families.

Claude Flores 
Rites Thursday

Death came Tuesday to claim 
another of Callahan County’s 
most prominent citizens. Claude 
Flores, 78, passed away at 4:30 
p. m. Tuesday In the Veterans 
Hospital at Dallas, where he had 
been for two weeks.

Funeral was held at 1:30 p. m. 
Thursday at Wylie Funeral Cha­
pel, with burial In the Belle 
Plain cemetery, with the Amer­
ican Legion in charge. Rev. John 
M Weidman. assistant rector of 
the Episcopal Church of Heaven­
ly Rest, Protestant Episcopal, 
Abilene, officiated.

Mr Flores, early day Callahan 
county resident and World War 
I veteran, was first hospitalized 
here about Christmas, later at 
St. Joseph’s at Fort Worth for 
three weeks and then at a con­
valescent home at Fort Worth 
before being taken to Dallas.

He was a member of the Epis­
copal Church, president of the 
Belle Plain College Ex-8tudent 
Association and a charter mem­
ber of the Callahan County Old 
Settlers Reunion, as well as the 
Eugene Bell Post No. 82 of the 
American Legion here. He held 
membership also In the Abilene 
Veterans of Foreign Wars.

Flores enlisted In World War 
I when 47. served three years In 
the 12th Engineers, the first 
troops to reach France after en­
trance of the United States in 
the war. Flores was caught in 
a big German drive at Cambrai 
in November, 1917, and in an­
other in March, 1918. He held 
medals lor campaigns at Cam­
brai. Cnntigney. Montdldier, No- 
yon. Somme Defensive, St. Ml- 
hiel, Meuse-Argonne defense 
sector.

He spent six months in the 
base hospital In Paris after an 
attack of pneumonia, but was 
sent back to the front.

Every member of the 12th En­
gineers received a medal given 
by St. Louis citizens. Tl>e regi­
ment. organized In 1917. imme­
diately after the U. S s entrance 
went to England In July and to 
France In August, where It ser­
ved with the English one year 
at the front.

He returned to Baird in 1919, 
was for a time employed by an 
engineering company on a dispo­
sal plant at Los Angeles, and 
acted as night clerk for the old 
Seay Hotel here. In 1925 land 
acquired by his parents produ­
ced oil and become part of the 
Hlckman-Flores oil field. The 
Flores land had about 100 pro­
ducing shallow wells. Claude 
Flores had seen after these In­
terests since that time.

Flores was bom Sept. 17, 1870, 
in Pilot Point, Texas. He came 
to Belle Plain in 1879 with his 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. John A. 
Flores. His father was an old 
trail driver who contracted to 
drive cattle to Abilene, Kansas. 
The elder Flores died In 1928 
and his wife In 1913. They are 
burled at Belle Plain. Claude, 
who never married, lived In the 
old home place.

Flores wras the oldest perman­
ent resident of Belle Plain. In 
early youth he attended old 
Belle Plain College.

He is survived by three sis­
ters, Mrs. Kate Young. Tulia, 
Maude Benham, Balmorhea. and 
Willie Barnhill, Baird.
