Meeting June 9  To Seek Public’s View On Resources
A meeting to seek the "public views 

on the future of the conservation, 
protection and enhancement of Texas’ 
soil, water, and related natural 
resources,” will be held in the court 
room of the Runnels County court­
house, June 9, at 7:30 p.m„ Sam 
Faubion, chairman of the Runnels Soil 
and Water Conservation District, has 
announced.

The meeting is in response to 
President Carter’s signing of the 
Resources Conservation Act last 
November which requires an appraisal 
and evaluation of the state and 
nation’s soil and water conservation 
program.

‘The RCA authorizes and directs 
the Secretary of Agriculture to 
develop a national soil and water 
conservation program in cooperation 
with the public, the local soil and 
water conservation districts, the

Texas State Soil and Water Conserva­
tion Board, and the Soil Conservation 
Service,” Faubion said.

’This program will establish new 
direction for future soil and water 
conservation efforts in Texas, based 
on current soil, water, and related 
resource appraisals,” Faubion con­
tinued. “One point I want to make 
clear is that districts in their 40-year 
history have always assisted landown­
ers with voluntary conservation 
programs on their farms and ranches. 
We do not advocate any other 
approach since farm and ranch land is 
privately owned and that the interests 
and welfare of the ownerk must be 
served and that programs must be 
acceptable to them,” Faubion added.

Action required by the RCA 
includes gathering data to appraise 
the condition and quality of Texas’ and

the nation’s soil and water resources 
by 1979.

The act outlines a 5-year plan for 
the USDA’s conservation assistance to 
districts and requires an evaluation of 
the effectiveness and progress of 
ongoing programs. Reports will be 
made to the public and the Congress.

“Our first meeting will primarily 
deal with discussions on soil and water 
resources in the district and how to 
conserve them,” Faubion said. ‘The 
public will also have the opportunity 
to learn more about the RCA and the 
mission, relationship, and responsibili­
ties of the district and the Soil 
Conservation Service.

“I want to empahsize that a grass 
roots, bottom-up approach is the key 
to this act. Our district and SCS will 
need to identify specific resource

Mother Poe had a heart of 
gold and would do anything 
to help people, but if they 
didn’t come up to her 
expectations she let them 
know about it in no uncertain 
terms. Her words could be as 
acid as the buttermilk that 
she drank three times a day 
as long as she lived. And 
sometimes her remarks were 
as caustic as the lye soap 
that she enjoyed making.

Clara McAdams recalled 
that once she mentioned in a 
crowd that she had up a 
quilt. The next morning she 
heard someone moving about 
in her living room and 
Mother Poe was in there 
quilting. All she said was, 
“You’ll never get this quilt 
out if you don’t work on it.” 
She brought Clara fresh 
vegetables and left them in 
the mail box, there was no 
time for small talk.

Mother Poe didn’t give 
anyone an opportunity to re­
ply, especially on the tele­
phone. When fruit was first 
sold by weight, she thought 
she had been overcharged on 
some fresh peaches. She 
phoned the Economy Gro­
cery Store and said, “Fred 
Young, do you expect to go 
to heaven?” and banged up 
the receiver, but she kept 
the peaches.

The Mother Poe mono­
logue follows:

How are you today, Mrs. 
Poe?

“Yesterday, I felt like I 
was dead and rained on, but 
I’m just down in my 
get-along today, and my get 
worser hurts. Been sitting 
around too much since I 
moved to town, thought I’d 
come over and help you 
quilt. My lands, don’t you 
have one up? Where’s your 
frames? What do you do all 
day, just sit around sipping 
coco colee and eatin’ cake?”

“Rachel, what do you think 
your poor old mammy would 
say if she could see you now, 
just holding your hands? You 
ought to be hung up by your 
toenails.

“And Mattie Cooke, you 
don’t do enough work to 
keep your blood stirred up. 
That’s what’s wrong with 
everyone of you!

“Something else that’s 
wrong with people is they 
don’r wear enough clothes to 
cover up their behinds. 
These girls that wear shorts, 
why they don’t even make 
decent underwear. And those 
that wear dresses need a 
ruffle on them, some need 
two ruffles, they’ve got such 
low necks you can see their 
gizzards!

“And they’re the very 
ones that are out trying to- 
sell TB seals so their 
children won’t have tuber­
culosis. My blood boiled so 
over this that I had to write 
the editor and let off some 
steam.”
To the Editor:

There is so much being 
said pro and con in regard to 
combating tuberculosis. I 
think all you have to do is 
stand on the streets and see 
how the modern mothers 
dress their children, nude 
from four inches below their 
hips to their ankles and very 
little clothing from the hips 
up.

Just think how you would 
feel going to school or church 
as cold as it gets in this 
country, sometimes, dressed 
that way. It is bad enough to 
start them out that way in 
July and August and get 
their poor little skins tanned 
and brown as ginger cake.

But I know it would feel 
worse to be frozen than
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sunburned.
1 am the mother of twelve 

children and I never did send 
any of them out in the winter 
without stockings or long 
socks on. But, if you were to 
tell a child these days to put
on their stockings they
would not know what to look 
for. I’ve been told that
exposure brings on TB and if 
you don’t call the modern 
way of dressing children 
“exposure” then I don’t know 
what you’d call it.

I think the one who
invented those socks the 
children wear nowadays must 
have run out of a job, or else 
thought cotton was scarce. 
They may be all right for 
summer wear, but the chil­
dren had just as well go 
without any in winter, for 
they are more often in the 
bottom of their shoes.

Some will say “Oh, you are 
old fogy.” But it’s better to 
be old fogy and have good 
health than to be stylish and 
always on the grunt, or in­
viting TB to come in. And 
another think I want to 
mention are those nylon 
hose. If you don’t put on 
three pairs you don’t have 
anything on, but they cost so 
much a common-liver can’t 
afford them.

Mrs. W. W. Poe,
Winters, Texas

Question: “Mrs, Poe, you 
said you had 12 children. 
How did you raise them 
without any modern conven­
iences?”

“Did you ever see an old 
hen with one little chick?”

“Yes.”
“Well, didn’t she spend as 

much time scratching for 
that one chick as the hen 
with the whole brood?”

“Children raise their par­
ents now instead of the 
parents raising the children 
like in my day. We used a 
firm hand. Everyone in the 
family had a job to do. We 
got up at 4 a. m.. feeding was 
done, cows milked and 
breakfast over by daylight. 
The younger children picked 
a weighing of cotton before 
schooltime and the older 
ones did the washing. After 
school they picked two 
weighings of cotton before 
night.

“It took a lot of work to 
keep a family of 12 going, 
especially when all the 
clothes had to be made by 
hand, even to the knitting of 
socks. I also made the cotton 
masttresses we slept on.

“I went to town twice a 
year, once in the Spring and 
again in the Fall, to buy 
materials. I raised chickens 
and a garden, too. I only had 
two girls and they helped me 
make apple preserves and 
hominy by the wash pot full. 
We baked a flour sack full of 
teacakes three times a week. 
About the only rest I had 
was when 1 sat down to 
churn, read the paper and let 
the baby nurse.

“And you know, with all 
those boys, 1 had so many 
daughters-in-law that 1 some­
times felt like the devil owed 
me a debt and paid me in 
daughters-in-law. But I got 
along with them all right un­
less they took my piece of 
chicken, the back, off the 
platter, then I told them that 
was mine to leave it along. It 
was our custom that each 
person had his place at the 
table and his piece of chicken 
and he didn’t bother anybody 
else’s either.

“I’ve cooked more meals in 
my time than anybody I 
know of, but I had one rule 
that I didn’t cook supper on 
Sunday night. I just piled it 
on the table and we ate what 
was left. I called it my “wood 
pile” meal. Guess I started 
the potluck supper idea.”

“Mrs. Poe, you have 
cooked a lot. How do you 
cook poke salad?”

The Perfect F'ood? 
Nutritious Milk Comes Close

Want to keep your family 
in good health this summer?

Milk is a basic food yoiir 
family needs every day. An 
excellent source of calcium 
and prbtein, milk helps the 
body build and reptiir tis­
sues, fight infections, and 
supply energy. It also is rich 
in riboflavin, a B vitamin 
that helps keep skin healthy 
and vision clear.

Milk lends itself to a 
variety of uses and, accord­
ing to the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture (USDA), is 
now in especially strong 
supply.

So, drink up, and try milk 
in any of many interesting 
combinations.

If your children are get­
ting bored with the traditio­
nal milk and cookies after 
school, why not try cherry- 
chocolate milk? For six 
servings, combine 1 Vi quarts 
milk, Vz cup of drained juice 
from a jar of maraschino 
cherries, 6 of the cherries, Vj 
cup chocolate syrup and V/t 
cups instant nonfat dry milk. 
Whirl in the blender and 
serve very cold. For a 
minted variation on this 
basic recipe, simply substi­
tute Va teaspoon of pepper­
mint extract for the cherry 
juice and '/i cup crushed 
peppermint candy for the 
cherries.

Milk and cream are also 
basic ingredients in creative 
cookery. Try any one—or 
both—of the following soup 
recipes for satisfying, nutri­
tious meals.

Cream of Pea Soup ''
2 packages frozen peas
3 tablespoons chopped on­

ion
1 cup boiling water
IV* tablespoons butter
3 cups milk, whole or skim
3 tablespoons flour
1 teaspoon salt
Cook peas and onion

together in boiling water, 
until tender but not mushy, 
about 7 minutes. Put vege­
tables and cooking liquid 
through a sieve or blend in 
the blender. Melt butter in a 
2-quart saucepan and blend 
in flour over low heat. Stir in 
milk slowly. Cook until 
slightly thickened, stirring 
constantly. Be sure to keep 
the heat low. Stir in pureed 
vegetables and salt; heat to 
just boiling. Yield: 6 serv­
ings, 1 cup each.

People with something to 

hide are finding a shadow 
under which to shield tfieir 
true identities with fraudu­
lent birth certificates.

Fraud associated with 
birth records is a serious 
problem and one of deep 
concern to the Texas Depart­
ment of Health, according to 
W. D. (Don) Carroll, Chief of 
the Bureau of Vital Statistics 
of the Texas Department of 
Health.

To meet this problem, the 
Bureau of Vital Statistics 
recently initiated the use of a 
new certification of birth 
form which, it is believed, 
cannot be successfully coun­
terfeited.

If a person’s birth wasn’t 
registered when born, a 
Delayed Certificate of Birth 
can be filed. Supporting 
documents showing the date

and place of birth must be 
submitted. Many such delay­
ed certificates have been 
filed based on affidavits and 
supporting documents subse­
quently proved to be false. 
The Bureau has been instru­
mental in providing evidence 
needed to convict those 
guilty of causing fradulent 
delayed certificates of birth 
to be filed.

Elia Malea-Valdivia is 
serving a 13-year peniten­
tiary sentence following his 
arrest in McAllen by U.S. 
Department of Justice a- 
gents. More than 200 aliens 
sought his assistance in 
preparing applications for 
delayed certificates showing 
birthplace in Texas. To 
support these applications. 
Malea caused to be created 
false affidavits, false baptis­
mal certificates and false 
Bible records.

At the time of this arrest, 
a suitcase containing Malca’s 
ledgers and various record 
forms was seized. His ledger 
showed that each individual 
paid between $800 and 
$1,400 for his services.

Last November the Rev. 
Luis Hernán Acevedo-Cue- 
vas of Houston pleaded 
guilty to two counts of a 
23-count indictment charging 
him with violation of immi­
gration laws by supplying 
fraudulent documents to ille­
gal aliens, most of whom 
were born in South America. 
He is serving an eight-year 
sentence.

Rev. Acevedo charged as 
much as $2,500 for a package 
of false documents, including 
a delayed certificate of birth, 
a baptismal certificate, voter 
registration card. Social Se­
curity card, and a passport.

In April, 1977, a Dallas 
man, Domingo Rodriguez, 
and his wife, Anita Rodri­
guez, were gfiven prison 
sentences of two and three 
years, respectively, after 
pleading guilty to conspiracy 
to commit fraud by obtaining 
and selling fraudulent birth 
certificates. The husband- 
wife team charged $700 to 
$800 each for false delayed 
certificates of birth sold to 
illegal aliens.

Another problem encoun­
tered is the fraudulent use of 
valid birth certificates, 
where one person uses a 
certified copy of the birth 
certificate of another person. 
In one case, a young lady 
used a certified copy to 
obtain a Social Security card, 
a driver’s license, carious 
identification cards and even 
a passport.

Many people want to 
establish a new identity or 
dual identities, frequently 
for criminal purposes. They 
would prefer to get the birth 
certificate of a person who is 
dead. They use inscriptions 
on tombstones, obituary co­
lumns and other sources to 
obtain the information neces­
sary to request a certified 
copy of a deceased person’s 
birth certificate.

Counterfeiting of birth 
certificates has been a way 
of getting a new identity or 
establishing United States 
citizenship.

But, he said, they 
included birth certificates, 
baptismal certificates.

birth certificates.
