Winters proper has received only
6.50 inches of rainfall during the year,
according to Roy Rice, official weather
observer for the Weather Bureau, and
the countryside in the immediate
vicinity has been equally dry.

Crop prospects have been bleak in
the immediate area. Some of the row
crops which had been planted, and

which did come up, are suffering from
the lack of moisture. Much of the
farm land in this area has not been
planted, because of the lack of rain,
and time is growing short, according
to farmers.

There are a few fields of milo which
look fairly good, but are beginning to
show the lack of water. If rains do

come before it is too late to plant, this

year's harvest season will be long.’

There will be no heavy harvest rush,
as is the case in normal vears.

Most of this year's wheat crop al-
ready has been harvested, and what
remains should be cut within the next
few days.

Grass Fires In Area

Hot, dry weather has conditioned
the countryside so that grass and
brush fires are becoming more
frequent, and Winters Volunteer
Firemen have been kept busy during
the past few days answering alarms.

On Sunday night, grass and brush
fires swept the dam area of the old
Winters lake north of town. Firemen
could not reach the main blazes on the
dam, and were forced to allow the
fires to burn themselves out. Firemen
made two calls to the lake fire, which
was thought to have been started by
fireworks.

Winters firemen were called out
again Monday night to fight a range
fire in South Taylor County, north and
west of Bradshaw. One unit from the

Abilene fire department was dis-
pa‘tched to this fire, which was

contained in about five hours after
burning over a wide area. Because of
darkness, firemen had difficulty in
reaching many places, and some fire
fronts burned themselves out.

Two tank trucks from Mac Oil Field
Co. of Winters were dispatched to
the South Taylor range fire, and
Halliburton sent a pump truck.

Members of the Winters Firemen's
Auxiliary took sandwiches and cold
drinks to the firemen fighting the fire
Monday night.

Winters Fire Chief Marvin Bedford
again issued a warning to everyone to
be very careful during this dry,
rainless weather. Fires can be started
by a hot vehicle exhaust pipe in dry
grass, and any burning of trash could

start destructive fires in the commun-
ity, he said.

City officials and firemen
have warned that shooting of
fireworks in the city limits is
not only illegal, but can be
very dangerous, especially at
this time.

Because of the long hot,
dry period, conditions are
ripe for destructive fires
which could be started with
fireworks.

City Of Winters
Digs Water Wells

The dry, hot weather is helping to
lower the water level in Winters City
Lake day by day, and one can almost
see the level drop. Even though it is
low, and getting lower, it is felt there
will be water available for many
weeks yet, if conservation measures
are continued.

However, the City Council is taking
no chances of being caught unprepar-
ed, and forced to haul in water by
truck or rail—if the weather continues
hot and dry.

The council authorized drilling of
wells in several places to check the
level and production, in the event the
water in the lake becomes so low it is
not usable. Drillers have sunk ten
wells, with at least seven of them
non-producers, and three which could
provide emergency water if needed.

Three producing wells were drilled
on the Van Whittenburg farm about
six miles east and south of Winters.
Indications were the first of the week

that these three wells combined could
produce up to 300 gallons a minute, if
they did not run out. Pump tests are
being made this week to determine
just how much water can be taken
from these wells. The water also has
been sent to State laboratories for
testing. If these wells produce as well
as anticipated, production could be as
high at 12,900,000 gallons a month,
which would make a big addition to
the lake water.

City officials were also checking this
week with the Army, with plans to
borrow lines and pumps to transport
the water from the wells to the main
line which runs from the lake to the
water plant in town. In 1974, pumps
and lines were borrowed from a
surplus department of the Army, to be
used in the event of an emergency.
However, a short time after the pump
was installed near the intake tower
ast the lake, heavy rains came and
filled the lake. There was barely time,

in 1974, to move the pump to prevent
it being covered by water.

A well was located several days
ago on the Pete Davidson place on the
east side of town, and water is being
pumped into the system from that
source. It is not known just how long
that well will continue to produce.
Five other wells were drilled in that
vicinity, but were non-producers.
Also, two wells were drilled on the
city farm, but were non-producers.

The three wells on the Whittenburg
place, which the council will rely upon
if necessary, were drilled to 60 feet.
The driller said the were the best
wells he had seen in Runnels County.

Meanwhile, residents have cut back

on water usage, and many people have
dug wells of their on on their prop-
erty, in an effort to keep yards and

gardens alive during these hot, dry
summer weeks.
